1 Corinthians 11:9




 - is the postpositive causal or explanatory use of the conjunction GAR, meaning “for” plus the emphatic use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “certainly, indeed, really, in fact.”  Then we have the negative adverb OUK, meaning “not” plus the third person singular aorist passive indicative from the verb KTIZW, which means “to create.”


The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which gathers the past action of creation into a single whole and states it as a fact.


The passive voice indicates that the man received the action of being created.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of truth.

This is followed by the nominative subject from the masculine singular noun ANĒR, meaning “the man” and referring to Adam and mankind in general.  Then we have the preposition DIA plus the accusative of cause from the feminine singular article and noun GUNĒ, meaning “because of the woman.”

“For indeed the man was not created because of the woman,”

 - is the strong adversative conjunction ALLA, meaning “but” plus the nominative subject from the feminine singular noun GUNĒ, meaning “the woman.”  Then we have the preposition DIA plus the accusative of cause from the masculine singular article and noun ANĒR, meaning “because of the man.”

“but the woman because of the man.”
1 Cor 11:9 corrected translation
“For indeed the man was not created because of the woman, but the woman because of the man.”
Explanation:
1.  “For indeed the man was not created because of the woman,”

a.  The man was created to resolve the angelic conflict by testifying in Satan’s appeal trial by believing in Christ.


b.  The man was created to glorify the love of God.


c.  The man was created so that God could demonstrate His love, justice, righteousness, and grace.


d.  The man was not created to glorify the woman, but God.


e.  The man was not created to depend upon the woman, but God.


f.  The man was not created to use or abuse the woman, but to appreciate her as God’s perfect provision of help for him.

2.  “but the woman because of the man.”

a.  Paul continues with his explanation of why the man is the authority by contrasting the role of the man with the role of the woman.

b.  The man was created first, and as God said, it was not good for man to be alone.


c.  So God created someone to help and assist the man.  This is explained in Gen 2:18, “And the Lord God said, ‘Not good, the man being alone.  I will make for him a helper corresponding to him.’”



(1)  The primary purpose for the woman was to be a helper to the man.



(2)  The woman is a counterpart to the man.  Not all women are your counterpart, only one, your right one.



(3)  God has designed one perfect woman for each man in the human race, with the exception of those with the spiritual gift of celibacy (like the apostle Paul).



(4)  The woman is designed to help, assist, and be a counterpart to man.  She is not designed to be his superior or his inferior.  Women who want to be superior have an arrogance problem.  Women who want to be inferior have a self-pity problem.  Both are wrong.



(5)  There are a vast number of ways that a woman can be a helper or assistant to her husband, and it differs in every marriage.  There is no set of rules.  That is something each couple must discover for themselves.



(6)  The man has no right to abuse his authority and demand help from the woman.



(7)  The woman has no right to refuse her help when it is asked.



(8)  The man who does not ask for the woman’s help and advice is stupid and deserves to fail.



(9)  The woman who does not seek to be helpful to her husband is in total violation of God’s plan and design for her marriage.  She deserves the resulting unhappiness.
