- is the accusative direct object from the neuter plural adjective PAS, used as a substantive, meaning “all things.”  This adjective is repeated four times for rhetorical emphasis (anaphora = like sentence beginnings; the repetition of the same word at the beginning of successive sentences; this adds weight and emphasis to each statement by calling special attention to it).  Then we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb STEGW, which means “cover, pass over in silence, or keep confidential; the kind of love that throws a cloak of silence over what is displeasing in another person.”


The present tense is a static present for a condition that perpetually exists throughout the Church Age.  This is also a customary present for that which is reasonably expected to occur by the believer.


The active voice indicates that the believer with integrity-love produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“keeps all things confidential,”

- is the accusative direct object from the neuter plural adjective PAS, used as a substantive and translated “all things.”  Then we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb PISTEUW, which means “to believe.”


The present tense is a static present for a condition that perpetually exists throughout the Church Age.  This is also a customary present for that which is reasonably expected to occur by the believer.


The active voice indicates that the believer with integrity-love produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“believes all things,”

- is the accusative direct object from the neuter plural adjective PAS, used as a substantive and translated “all things.”  Then we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb ELPIZW, which means “to have confidence in.”


The present tense is a static present for a condition that perpetually exists throughout the Church Age.  This is also a customary present for that which is reasonably expected to occur by the believer.


The active voice indicates that the believer with integrity-love produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“has absolute confidence in all things,”

 - is the accusative direct object from the neuter plural adjective PAS, used as a substantive and translated “all things.”  Then we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb HUPOMENW, which means “to remain instead of fleeing; stand one’s ground, hold out, endure in trouble, affliction, or persecution.”


The present tense is a static present for a condition that perpetually exists throughout the Church Age.  This is also a customary present for that which is reasonably expected to occur by the believer.


The active voice indicates that the believer with integrity-love produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“endures all things.”
1 Cor 13:7 corrected translation
“keeps all things confidential, believes all things, has absolute confidence in all things, endures all things.”
Explanation:
1.  “keeps all things confidential”

a.  Integrity-love protects the privacy of others, even when they sin, when they get involved in evil or wrongdoing.


b.  This does not include breaking the law by not informing the police of a criminal act you witness.
We are subject to the laws of the country, and we are not to protect those who commit criminal acts.


c.  When someone tells you something, you are to treat it as confidential unless that person tells you it is alright to share it with others.


d.  Gossip is a sin, whether the subject matter of the gossip is true or made-up.  Men are just as guilty of gossip as women.


e.  You do not have the freedom to tell everything you hear to others, not even your spouse.


f.  However, if you tell others your problems, don’t be surprised if the news is all over town by sundown.


g.  Related Scripture.



(1)  Job 27:4, “My lips certainly will not speak unjustly, nor will my tongue mutter deceit.”



(2)  Ps 15:3, “He does not slander with his tongue, nor does evil to his neighbor, nor takes up a reproach against his friend.”



(3)  Ps 34:13, “Keep your tongue from evil and your lips from speaking deceit.”



(4)  Ps 39:1, “I said, ‘I will guard my ways that I may not sin with my tongue; I will guard my mouth as with a muzzle, while the wicked are in my presence.’”

2.  “believes all things,”

a.  Believing all things is the advance function of the faith-rest drill.


b.    There are three spheres of operation involved in the function of the faith-rest drill: faith mechanics, faith functions, and faith execution.



(1)  The first sphere of the faith-rest drill is faith mechanics.  Faith mechanics has two stages.




(a)  Stage one of faith mechanics is mixing the promises of God with your faith.




(b)  Stage two of faith mechanics is the application of the doctrinal rationales to your experience.  The doctrinal rationales include: the essence of God rationale (God loves you), the plan of God rationale (God has a plan for you), the policy of God rationale (God is gracious), the a fortiori rationale (if God can do the greater, He can do the less).



(2)  The second sphere of the faith-rest drill is faith function.  There are three categories of faith function.




(a)  The first category of faith function is faith perception.  This is the function of the second power option in the protocol plan of God—the reality of Bible doctrine circulating in your very own stream of consciousness.




(b)  The second category of faith function is the plaintiff function before the supreme court of heaven as a victim of injustice, real or imagined.  We can never react to unfairness or injustice in our life without becoming spiritual losers.  Appeal to the court of heaven and leave the matter in the Lord’s hands.



(c)  The third category of faith function is faith correlation with other problem solving devices.  This is the key to why the faith-rest drill is a must on the defense line of your soul.  You must have faith in the application of a problem solving device; for example, that God forgives you when you acknowledge your sins to Him.


(3)  The third sphere of the faith-rest drill is faith execution.




(a)  Faith execution demands true humility and the avoidance of self-absorption.




(b)  Faith execution demands professionalism—the accurate comprehension and use of the problem solving devices.




(c)  Faith execution demands integrity—the spiritual strength to make the right choices, the good decisions from a position of strength in the application of the faith-rest drill.

3.  “has absolute confidence in all things,”


a.  Absolute confidence in the Bible translations is called “hope.”  But the “hope” of the original languages is an absolute confidence in God, in His word, and in His promises.


b.  The “all things” mentioned here does not refer to all things in the world.  For there are numerous things in the world, which God tells us to never put our trust in—like other people.  “Cursed is the man who puts his trust in man…”


c.  Therefore, the phrase “all things” refers to all things related to God, His plan, His decisions, His promises, His promotions, His blessings, and His discipline.


d.  We are to have absolute confidence in everything concerning God, and only God.


e.  There are three phases in God’s plan in which we have absolute confidence.



(1)  We are to have absolute confidence that by believing in Christ we have eternal life and will live with God forever.



(2)  We are to have absolute confidence that God has provided fantastic blessings for time for us and that He is more than willing to give them to us, just as soon as we develop the capacity to enjoy them by living the unique spiritual life He has designed for us.



(3)  We are to have absolute confidence that God has designed and provided fantastic blessings for eternity for all of us, and that, if we execute the spiritual life of the Church Age and God’s plan, then we will have them beyond our wildest expectations.

4.  “endures all things.”

a.  Integrity-love has the capacity and ability to tolerate anyone.


b.  Integrity-love has the capacity and ability to tolerate any injustice.


c.  Integrity-love has the capacity and ability to tolerate anything.


d.  Integrity-love has the capacity and ability to forgive others always.


e.  Integrity-love has the capacity and ability to endure any hardship, any suffering, any testing, anything that Satan and his cosmic system can throw at the believer.


f.  Endurance does not mean that we grit our teeth and bear it, even though it is killing us inside and we are dying to choke to living snot out of the fool before us.


g.  Endurance is related to suffering for blessing, being treated unjustly by others because you are a Christian, being maligned because you do the right thing, or suffering any king of persecution because of your integrity.


h.  Related Scripture.



(1)  1 Cor 4:12, “In addition we keep toiling, working with our own hands, when we are verbally abused, we ask for God’s blessing [on those who abuse us], when we are being persecuted, we endure it.”



(2)  1 Cor 9:12 “If others enjoy authority over you, and they do, do we not more?  Yet we did not use this right, but we endure all things, so that we might give no hindrance to the gospel of Christ.”



(3)  1 Cor 10:13, “Testing has not seized you except the human kind.  Moreover God [is] faithful, who will not permit you to be tested beyond that which you are able, but will also provide a way out with the testing, so that you will be able to endure.”



(4)  2 Thes 1:4, “so that we ourselves boast about you concerning your perseverance and doctrine in all your persecutions and afflictions, which afflictions you are enduring,”



(5)  2 Tim 2:10, “For this reason I endure all things for the sake of those who are chosen, so that they also may obtain the salvation which is in Christ Jesus and with it eternal glory.”



(6)  2 Tim 2:12, “If we endure, we will also reign with Him; if we deny Him, He also will deny us;”



(7)  2 Tim 4:5, “But you, be sober in all things, endure hardship, do the work of an evangelist, fulfill your ministry.”



(8)  Heb 11:25, “choosing rather to endure ill-treatment with the people of God than to enjoy the passing pleasures of sin,”



(9)  1 Pet 2:20, “For what credit [is it], if while sinning and being beaten you endure?  But if while doing good and suffering you endure, this [is] blessing from God.”
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
