1 Corinthians 15:25




- is the explanatory use of the postpositive conjunctive particle GAR, meaning “For” plus the third person singular present active indicative from the verb DEI, which means “it is necessary, one must or has to, denoting divine destiny.”


The present tense is a gnomic present, which is used to express a maxim, and in this case a divine truth.


The active voice indicates that our Lord produces the action.


The indicative mood indicates a dogmatic statement of fact.

Then we have the accusative subject of the infinitive from the masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, which is used as a third person personal pronoun, meaning “He” and referring to the Lord Jesus Christ.  The accusative pronoun functions as a the ‘subject’ of the infinitive.  With this we have the present active infinitive from the verb BASILEUW, which means “to rule, reign, or be king.”

The present tense is a gnomic present, which expresses a maxim, a universal truth.


The active voice indicates that our Lord produces the action.


The infinitive is a complementary infinitive, which completes the meaning of the verb DEI, or it can be regarded as an infinitive of purpose, meaning “it is necessary, in order that He rule.”
“For it is necessary that He rule”
- is the preposition ACHRI, used as a “conjunction with the relative pronoun HOS, as a shortened form of the expression , meaning until the time when”
 or simply “until.”
 - is the third person singular aorist active subjunctive from the verb TITHĒMI, meaning “to set, put, place.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which gathers the actions of our Lord as the ruler of the universe into a single whole and regards them from the standpoint of their results.


The active voice indicates that our Lord produces the action.


The subjunctive mood indicates an indefinite time, which is unknown to us, but not to Him.

This is followed by the accusative direct object from the masculine plural adjective PAS, meaning “all, every” plus the article used as a third person plural personal pronoun “His” and the adjective ECHTHROS, meaning “hostile” and referring to the “enemies” of Christ.  Then we have the preposition HUPO plus the adverbial accusative of measure or place, meaning “under” with the masculine plural article and noun POUS, meaning “feet” and the possessive genitive from the third person masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, meaning “His.”
“He has placed all enemies under His feet.”

1 Cor 15:25 corrected translation
“For it is necessary that He rule until He has placed all enemies under His feet.”
Explanation:

1.  “For it is necessary that He rule”

a.  Paul continues by explaining his last comment “when He will abolish every ruler, that is every authority and ruler.”

b.  It is an absolutely necessity that our Lord Jesus Christ establish His rule on earth for the following reasons.



(1)  To demonstrate His love for all mankind by the fairness of His justice and integrity.



(2)  To demonstrate the conditions in heaven under which Satan rebelled against God.



(3)  To fulfill His promise to Israel in the unconditional covenants.



(4)  To put down all disobedience to God’s rule and authority both in the human and angelic realm.  This means permitting the final Gog-Magog revolution against God at the end of the millennium.



(5)  Jesus Christ will rule.  The implications of this is that He will take charge of human history and be actively and personally involved in the affairs of mankind for all to see on a daily basis.  His rule will be characterized above all by love.  This love will be demonstrated in His fairness and justice to all—something that Satan could never accomplish.



(6)  The most important thing Christ’s rule will accomplish is the demonstration of God’s love—both His integrity and His justice.  This is why it is absolutely necessary that He rule.

2.  “until He has placed all enemies under His feet.”

a.  This is a reference to Operation Footstool, in which the Lord Jesus Christ defeats every enemy that has ever raised itself against God, including all angels and all men.


b.  Operation Footstool is the subordination of all creatures to the authority of the Lord Jesus Christ by the work of God the Father, Ps 110:1.
