1 Corinthians 15:41




- is the predicate nominative from the feminine singular adjective ALLOS, meaning “other, different.”  When used correlatively with itself, it means “one kind…another kind; or one kind…a different kind.”  With this we have the predicate nominative from the feminine singular noun DOXA, meaning “glory.”  Then we have the descriptive or possessive genitive from the masculine singular noun HĒLIOS, meaning “of the sun.”  Ellipsis demands the insertion of the present active indicative of the verb EIMI, meaning “[There is].”
“[There is] one kind of glory of the sun,”
- is the simple connective conjunction KAI, meaning “and” with the correlative use of the adjective ALLOS, meaning “a different kind of, another” with the noun DOXA, meaning “glory” and the descriptive/possessive genitive from the feminine singular noun SELĒNĒ, meaning “of the moon.”
“and a different kind of glory of the moon,”
- is the simple connective conjunction KAI, meaning “and” with the correlative use of the adjective ALLOS, meaning “a different kind of, another” with the noun DOXA, meaning “glory” and the descriptive/possessive genitive from the masculine plural noun ASTĒR, meaning “of the stars.”
“and a different kind of glory of the stars.”
 - is the explanatory use of the conjunction GAR, meaning “For” plus the nominative subject from the masculine singular noun ASTĒR, meaning “a star.”  Then we have the ablative of comparison from the masculine singular noun ASTĒR, meaning “from star.”  This is followed by the third person singular present active indicative from the verb DIAPHERW, which in its intransitive use means “to differ, be different from someone or something.”
  Finally, we have the preposition EN plus the instrumental of measure from the feminine singular noun DOXA, meaning “in glory.”  The instrumental of measure can be used in comparative phrases that indicate degree of difference.

“For star differs from star in glory.”
1 Cor 15:41 corrected translation
“[There is] one kind of glory of the sun, and a different kind of glory of the moon, and a different kind of glory of the stars.  For star differs from star in glory.”
Explanation:
1.  “[There is] one kind of glory of the sun,”

a.  Paul continues his illustration with a view toward the heavens.


b.  Paul uses the glory of the sun, the moon, and the stars to illustrate the differences in resurrection body that will exist in the eternal state.


c.  The glory of the sun illustrates the greatest glory in heaven, which will be the glory of the resurrection body of our Lord Jesus Christ.


d.  His resurrection body is unique, just as He is unique.  His resurrection has maximum glorification, a greater glorification than anyone else in heaven in resurrection body.

2.  “and a different kind of glory of the moon,”

a.  The moon is a reference to the royal family of our Lord Jesus Christ.


b.  The royal family of God is the bride of Christ.  The bride reflects the glory of the groom.  We reflect the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.


c.  Our resurrection bodies reflect the glory of our Lord.

3.  “and a different kind of glory of the stars.”

a.  This is a reference to the mature believers of the royal family of God.


b.  The royal family as a whole has the basic resurrection body, but mature believers of the royal family have various rewards and decorations, which add to the basic glorification of the resurrection body.

4.  “For star differs from star in glory.”

a.  Paul explains his last statement concerning the various kinds of glory of the mature believers. 


b.  Every mature believer will receive his very own unique blessing for eternity.


c.  No two mature believers are identical in heaven.  For that matter none of us are equal in heaven.  We are all evaluated and rewarded accordingly.


d.  The concept that each star differs from all other stars illustrates those believers who receive their escrow blessing for eternity, such as the crown of life, the crown of righteousness, and the crown of glory.



(1)  The Crown of Righteousness.




(a)  In 2 Tim 4:7-8 and 2 Pet 3:13 this crown is used to describe the capacity for the greater blessings in resurrection body that the winner believer receives.




(b)  This is given to mature believers with emphasis on the attainment of spiritual maturity.  This crown emphasizes capacity for enjoyment of eternal rewards and decorations of the invisible hero, the spiritual winner.




(c)  2 Tim 4:7‑8, “I have fought a good fight.  I have finished the course.  I have kept the doctrine.  In the future there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness which the Lord, the righteous judge, will award to me on that day, and not to me only, but to all [winners] who love His appearing.”


(2)  The Crown of Life.




(a)  
This decoration is awarded to invisible heroes for maximum production of divine good through the execution of the plan of God.




(b)  The crown of life is awarded for consistent influence of the Holy Spirit, consistent perception of doctrine, and consistent use of the spiritual solutions.




(c)  Rev 2:10, “Do not fear what you are about to suffer.  Note that the devil is about to cast some of you in prison that you may be tested, and you will have special persecution ten times.  Keep on being faithful even until death, and I will give you the crown of life.”  Jam 1:12, “Happy is that person who perseveres under testing, for once he has passed the test, he will receive the crown of life, which God has promised to those who love Him.”


(3)  The Crown of Glory.    This crown is awarded to pastors who faithfully study and communicate Bible doctrine to their congregation.
