1 John 5:8



- is the appositional nominative from the neuter singular article and noun PNEUMA, meaning “the Spirit” and referring to God the Holy Spirit plus the connective conjunction KAI, meaning “and.”  Then we have the predicate nominative from the neuter singular article and noun HUDWR, meaning “water” and referring to the water of the Word, or Bible doctrine (notice the double meaning here, where the serum, which pours forth from our Lord’s inner most being also represents the living water of the word of God, which also testifies against Satan and his false doctrine.  With this we also have the connective conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the appositional nominative from the neuter singular article and noun HAIMA, which means “blood” and refers to the physical death of our Lord Jesus Christ, proving He was true humanity.
“the Spirit and the water and the blood.”
- is the continuative or additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “Furthermore, In addition, or Moreover.”  Then we have the nominative subject from the masculine plural article, used as a demonstrative pronoun with the cardinal adjective TREIS, meaning “these three” and referring to the three members of the Trinity: the Holy Spirit, the word of God the Father, and the blood of Jesus Christ.  This is followed by the preposition EIS plus the accusative of purpose from the neuter singular article and cardinal adjective HEIS, meaning “for one purpose.”  Finally, we have the third person plural present active indicative from the verb EIMI, which means “to be: are.”

The present tense is a static present for a state or condition that continues to exist or be.


The active voice indicates that the three witnesses produce the action of being.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.

“Furthermore, these three are for one purpose.”
1 John 5:8 corrected translation
“the Spirit and the water and the blood.  Furthermore, these three are for one purpose.”
Explanation:
1.  “the Spirit and the water [Bible doctrine] and the blood [the physical death of Jesus Christ].”

a.  The entire sentence, to which this phrase belongs, says, “For this reason there are three who testify: the Spirit and the water and the blood.”

b.  God the Holy Spirit testifies to the true humanity of Christ:


(1)  by indwelling Him during the incarnation,



(2)  by filling Him during the incarnation,



(3)  by being one of the two agents of His resurrection from the dead,



(4)  by witnessing His physical death on the Cross.


c.  God the Father testifies to the true humanity of Christ:



(1)  by planning in eternity past that His Son would become true humanity,



(2)  by sending His Son to be a propitiation for our sins,



(3)  by declaration in the word of God that He is His Son:




(a)  at our Lord’s baptism,




(b)  and at the Mount of Transfiguration.



(4)  by being an agent of our Lord’s resurrection.


d.  God the Son testifies to His own true humanity:



(1)  by declaration that He was true humanity in the title ‘Son of Man’,



(2)  by His real spiritual death on the Cross, which cannot happen to deity,



(3)  by the shedding of His literal blood on the Cross after His physical death.


e.  Therefore, there are three witnesses against Satan and his false doctrine that the Son of God did not really come to earth as a true human:



(1)  God the Father, represented by the water.



(2)  God the Son, represented by the shedding of real human blood after His real physical death.



(3)  God the Holy Spirit, represented by the declaration of those who believe in Christ and have been regenerated by the Spirit.

2.  “Furthermore, these three are for one purpose.”

a.  John adds an additional thought to explain the purpose of these three witnesses.

b.  All three members of the Trinity testify against the lie of Satan that the Son of God did not really come as a true human, receive the imputation and judgment of mankind’s personal sins, die a real physical death, and be resurrected.

c.  Satan is desperate to try and get mankind to believe that God the Son has never come to the earth and lived among men as a true human being.


d.  Satan does not want anyone to accept the incarnation of Christ, so that they don’t have to accept His spiritual death and judgment as a substitute for us on the Cross.


e.  Satan does not want anyone to accept the fact of the imputation and judgment of our sins on the Cross, which is absolutely necessary for our so-great salvation.


f.  Satan does not want anyone to accept the real physical death of our Lord, so that he can claim that our Lord was not resurrected.

g.  Satan does not want anyone to believe in the resurrection of Christ, so that they will think that there is no advantage to trusting in Christ for eternal life.


h.  The three witnesses against Satan all have the same purpose; they all are working for one purpose—to present the truth and reality of the incarnation of Jesus Christ as the Savior of the world of mankind.


i.  God has one grand and glorious purpose for us all, which is to believe in Christ and have eternal life with Him in a state of perfect love, happiness, and blessing.


j.  Satan has one grand and evil purpose for us all, to reject the truth of the real human life, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ, resulting in our joining him in the eternal lake of fire.

k.  God desires only the best for us.  Satan is only using us to try and save his own worthless hide.


l.  God’s purpose will glorify God forever, just as it stands written, ‘Things which the eye has not seen and the ear has not heard, in fact it has not entered into the heart of man, the things which God has prepared for those who keep on loving Him.’

m.  God the Father loved the world of mankind so much that He sent His uniquely-born Son [only true humanity is born], that anyone who believes in Him might have eternal life.


n.  Satan loves himself so much that He has sent his false teachers into the world of mankind, that anyone who believes in them might never have eternal life.


o.  God the Holy Spirit testifies to the reality of the humanity of Jesus Christ, who in turn testifies that He is the Son of Man, which in turn is declared in the water of the word of God the Father.
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
