is the adversative conjunction ALLA, meaning “but.”
 is the dative of material from the neuter singular adjective TIMIOS, which means “with the precious, valuable, of great worth; held in honor, highly respected.”
 is the dative of material from the neuter singular noun HAIMA, which means “blood.”  This is a metaphorical reference to the spiritual death of Christ.

“but with the precious blood”
 is the comparative conjunction HWS, meaning “as” plus the ablative of source from the masculine singular noun AMNOS, which means “as from a lamb.”
is the attributive genitive from the masculine singular adjectives AMWMOS and ASPILOS with the connective conjunction KAI, meaning “faultless or unblemished” when used of sacrificial animals and “blameless” when used in a moral sense of mankind.  ASPILOS means “pure, spotless; without defect.”  The entire phrase is translated “as from an unblemished and spotless lamb.”
“as from an unblemished and spotless lamb”
is the possessive genitive from the masculine singular noun CHRISTOS, meaning “of Christ” and modifies the noun HAIMA (blood).

“of Christ”
1 Pet 1:19 corrected translation
“but with the precious blood of Christ as from an unblemished and spotless lamb,”
Explanation:
1.   The main thought of the last two verses is: “You have been redeemed, not with perishable things, like silver or gold, but with the precious blood of Christ as from an unblemished and spotless lamb.”
2.  Our Lord’s spiritual death is compared to the animal sacrifices of the Levitical priesthood, which were a shadow of the reality that was to come.


a.  The animal sacrifice was required to be unblemished and spotless.


b.  The word “unblemished” is from the Greek word AMOMOS, which means “blameless, faultless, or unblemished.”  In the case of our Lord it means faultless, i.e., without any personal sin.  In the case of the animal sacrifice which portrayed this it means unblemished.  This word is found in the following passages in the New Testament.



(1)  Eph 1:4, “since He Himself [God the Father] has elected us in Him [Christ] before the foundation of the world that we should be holy [having righteousness] and blameless before Him [no personal sin as a part of ultimate sanctification];



(2)  Eph 5:27, “that He might cause her to be presented to Himself as a glorious Church [ultimate sanctification], having no stain [sin], or wrinkle [human good], or any such categories as these [evil]; but that she should be holy and unblemished [no personal sin].”


(3)  Phil 2:15, “that you may prove yourselves to be blameless [no personal sin] and innocent, children of God above reproach in the midst of a crooked and perverse generation, among whom you appear as lights in the world.”


(4)  Col 1:22, “Yet now, He has reconciled (you) in His human body through His [spiritual] death, in order to present you before Him [God the Father] holy and blameless [no personal sin] and irreproachable [no old sin nature and Adam’s original sin].”


(5)  Heb 9:14, “how much more will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without blemish [no personal sin] to God, cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?”


(6)  Our passage, 1 Pet 1:19.



(7)  Jud 1:24, “Now to Him who is able to keep you from stumbling, and to make you stand in the presence of His glory blameless [with no personal sin] with great joy,”


(8)  Rev 14:5, “And no lie was found in their mouth; they are blameless [without personal sin].”

c.  The word “spotless” is from the Greek word ASPILOS which means “pure, spotless; without defect.”  This is a reference to the fact our Lord had no old sin nature and no imputation of Adam’s original sin.  This word is found in the following passages in the New Testament.



(1)  1 Tim 6:14, “that you keep the commandment [to fight the good fight of doctrine] in a pure manner without reproach until the appearing of our Lord Jesus Christ.”


(2)  Jam 1:27, “This is pure and undefiled religion in the sight of God even the Father, to visit orphans and widows in their distress, and to keep oneself unstained by the world.”


(3)  Our passage.



(4)  2 Pet 3:14, “Therefore, beloved, since you look for these things, be diligent to be found by Him in peace, spotless [pure] and blameless [AMOMETOI].”
3.  ‘The blood of Christ’ is verbal metaphor for the spiritual death of Christ on the Cross while bearing our sins and providing eternal salvation.  In speaking of the literal use of blood rather than its figurative use on the Cross, D. A. Carson in his book, Exegetical Fallacies, p.33‑34, says:  “A third level of the same problem was painfully exemplified in three recent articles about the blood of Christ in Christianity Today.  The author did an admirable job of explaining the wonderful things that science has discovered that the blood can do.  What a wonderful picture, we are told, of how the blood of Jesus purifies every sin.  In fact, it is nothing of the kind!”

a.  The figurative blood of Christ refers to His spiritual death on the Cross (bearing our sins in His human body and receiving the judgment of those sins, which is tantamount to the saving work of our Lord Jesus Christ.  The literal blood of Christ refers to His physical or bodily death on the Cross, because the work of the First Advent was finished.  Christ died twice on the Cross (spiritually and physically), so that we might be born twice.  The first birth is the imputation of human life to the soul at physical birth.  The second birth is the imputation of eternal life to the human spirit at regeneration.  In regeneration, the Holy Spirit creates a human spirit to receive the imputation of eternal life.  The spiritual death of Christ relates to salvation, while the physical or somatic death of Christ relates to resurrection.  The spiritual death of Christ looks backward to sin and forward to the calling of many sons into glory, Heb 2:10.  The physical or somatic death of Christ looks backward to His finished work on the Cross and forward to His resurrection, ascension, and session.


b.  Heb 9:13‑14 is a picture of the representative analogy in the blood.  “For you see, if the blood of goats and bulls, and the ashes of the red heifer [sin offering], when sprinkling one who has become ceremoniously unclean, continues purifying with reference to ceremonial cleaning of the flesh [and it does]; how much more, then, shall the blood of Christ, who through His eternal spirit has offered Himself to God without blemish, purify by an expiatory offering our conscience from dead works to serve the living God.”


c.  The testimony of the literal and figurative bloods to the person and work of Christ om found in 1 Jn 5:6‑9.  The testimony of the literal blood of Christ is given in verse 6. “This one, Jesus Christ, is He who came by water and by blood [serum and blood clots]; not by serum alone, but by serum and blood clots.”  The second testimony is that of the Holy Spirit in verse 6b, “Furthermore, it is the Spirit [Holy Spirit] who testifies, because the Spirit is truth.”  The third testimony is in 1 Jn 5:8, the testimony of the figurative blood of Christ.  “Because there are three who testify:  the Spirit [verse 6], and the water [Word of God], and the blood [figurative]; and furthermore, these three witnesses are all in agreement.”
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
