is the appositional/explanatory accusative direct object from the masculine plural article used as a relative pronoun, meaning “who” and goes with the participle which follows after the prepositional phrase that modifies the participle.
 is the preposition EN plus the instrumental of means from the feminine singular noun DUNAMIS, meaning “by the power” plus the possessive genitive from the masculine singular noun THEOS, meaning “of God.”
 is the accusative masculine second person plural present passive participle from the verb PHROUREW, which means “to guard, the keep watch over, or to protect.”

The present tense is a static present for a condition which perpetually exists.  God will guard and protect your eternal life and eternal security forever.


The passive voice indicates that your eternal life and eternal inheritance receives the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

 is the preposition DIA plus the ablative of means from the feminine singular noun PISTIS, meaning “through faith.”
“who are guarded by the power of God through faith”
 is the preposition EIS plus the accusative of result from the feminine singular noun SWTERIA, which means “resulting in a deliverance.”
Ellipsis demands the insertion of HOS, meaning “[which” and referring back to our salvation just mentioned and the present active indicative of the verb EIMI, meaning “is].”
 is the appositional/explanatory accusative from the feminine singular adjective HETOIMOS, which means “ready, prepared.”
 is the aorist passive infinitive from the verb APOKALUPTW, which means “to be revealed.”

The aorist tense is a dramatic aorist, which is used of a present reality that is on the point of being accomplished; hence, the immanency of the Rapture.


The passive voice indicates that our salvation by God the Father receives the action of having been ready to be revealed prior to the creation of human history.


The infinitive is an infinitive of direct object or what is called a complementary infinitive.

is the preposition EN plus the locative of time from the masculine singular noun KAIROS and the adjective ESCHATOS, meaning “in the last time.”  The word KAIROS views time as an occasion rather than as an extent.  It is translated “time, appointed time, proper time, season, age.”
“resulting in a deliverance [which is] ready to be revealed in the last time.”
1 Pet 1:5 corrected translation
“who are guarded by the power of God through faith resulting in a deliverance [which is] ready to be revealed in the last time.”
Explanation:
1.  1 Pet 1:3-5 is the entire sentence and says, “Worthy of praise is God even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who because of His great mercy [compassion] caused us to be born again to a living confidence through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, in an imperishable inheritance not only undefiled but also unfading, having been guarded in the heavens for you, who are guarded by the power of God through faith resulting in a deliverance [which is] ready to be revealed in the last time.”
2.  The essence of this sentence is this:  God the Father is worthy of praise and glorification because He caused us to be born again to a living confidence in an imperishable inheritance of eternal life with Christ, which is being guarded for us in heaven and is ready right now to be revealed.

3.  We are personally guarded by the omnipotence of God.


a.  The same power that God used to create the universe is in use right now to guard our eternal salvation, our eternal life, our eternal rewards and blessings in heaven forever.


b.  The same power that God used to resurrect the Lord Jesus Christ from the dead is being used right now to protect us from all the hatred and evil Satan can throw at us.


c.  We have absolutely nothing to fear in life.  We are guarded by the power of God.


d.  We should never be afraid of another person hurting us or taking our life.  We are under God’s perfect protection.


e.  Any disaster that befalls us is part of the plan and purpose of God for our life to give us an opportunity to apply doctrine and prove to the fallen angels that the word of God is greater than any suffering in life.


f.  We are guarded by the power of God, because in one simple moment of time we had personal faith in the Lord Jesus Christ as our savior.  That one simple decision to trust in Him for eternal life resulted in God making one simple decision to use His very own power to protect us for the rest of our life and for all eternity.


g.  The protection of God the Father comes through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.  There is no other system, no other means, no other way that God the Father can do anything for any of us, except through our personal faith in Christ.

4.  Our personal faith in the Lord Jesus Christ, the salvation of our soul, the deliverance of our body in resurrection at the resurrection, the divine protection of our eternal life and eternal blessings with God has all resulted in a deliverance which is ready to be revealed by God at the end of the Church Age and Second Advent.


a.  This deliverance includes the deliverance of our soul from eternal damnation by the creation of a human spirit and the imputation of eternal life to that human spirit.


b.  This deliverance includes the deliverance of our body from eternal corruption by the provision of a resurrection body for all eternity.


c.  This deliverance has several stages of revelation.



(1)  This deliverance was first demonstrated by the resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ from the dead, which occurred near the end of the Jewish Age.



(2)  This deliverance will be demonstrated again in an instant of time at the Rapture of the Church at the end of the Church Age.



(3)  This deliverance will be demonstrated again at the Second Advent when the Lord returns with His entire royal family in resurrection body with full decoration of eternal rewards and honors.



(4)  This deliverance will be demonstrated throughout the millennial reign of Christ by both His personal presence on earth and the presence of all those spiritually mature believers of the Church Age who will rule with Him.


d.  The “last time” includes the end of the Jewish Age (both the first and second advents of Christ), the end of the Church Age, and the millennial reign of Christ.
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
