is the nominative subject from the masculine singular relative pronoun HOS, meaning “Who” and referring to our Lord Jesus Christ, just mentioned at the end of the last verse.  With this we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “is.”

The present tense is a descriptive present, which presents to the mind a picture of what is now going on.


The active voice indicates that our Lord produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

 is the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the feminine singular adjective DEXZIA, meaning “at the right.”  With this we have the possessive genitive from the masculine singular article and noun THEOS, meaning “of God.”  This phrase is idiomatic for the “right hand or right side of God.”
“Who is at the right hand of God”
 is the nominative masculine singular aorist deponent-passive participle from the verb POREUOMAI, which means “to go, journey, travel, or proceed.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which looks at the transfer of our Lord from Tartarus to the third heaven in its entirety but regards it from the viewpoint of its existing results.  It is translated by the English auxiliary verb “have.”

The deponent passive voice is active in meaning and indicates that our Lord produced the action.


The participle is circumstantial, and precedes the action of the main verb.

 is the preposition EIS plus the accusative of place from the masculine singular noun OURANOS, which means “into heaven.”
“having proceeded into heaven;”
 is the genitive absolute from the masculine plural aorist passive participle from the verb HUPOTASSW, which means “to become subject to someone; to be made subordinate.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which looks at the act of God the Father subjecting all angelic creatures to the humanity of our Lord in heaven in its entirety.


The passive voice indicates that all angels in heaven received the action of being made subordinate to the humanity of our Lord.


The participle is circumstantial and used with the nouns in the genitive as a genitive absolute, which is a grammatical device for extreme importance and is used to convey that critical importance to the mind of the readers.

is the dative indirect object from the masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a third person personal pronoun, meaning “to Him.”
 is the genitive absolute from the masculine plural noun AGGELOS, which functions as the subject of the participle in the genitive, and means “the angels.”
is the Attic Greek use of the conjunctions KAI...KAI, meaning “both...and.”  With this we have the appositional genitive from the feminine plural noun EXZOUSIA, meaning “both authorities” and the feminine noun DUNAMIS, meaning “and powers.”
“the angels, both the authorities and the powers, being made subordinate to Him.”
1 Pet 3:22 corrected translation
“Who is at the right hand of God, having proceeded into heaven;, the angels, both the authorities and the powers, being made subordinate to Him.”
Explanation:
1.  There are two different thoughts here.

a.  Our Lord Jesus Christ has proceeded all other humans into heaven and is now at the right hand of God the Father.

b.  The angels of both types have been made subordinate to Him.

2.  Who are the authorities and powers, which have been made subordinate to our Lord Jesus Christ?


a.  Compare:



(1) 1 Cor 15:24, “then comes the end, when He hands over the kingdom to the God, even the Father, when He has abolished all rule, both all authority [human power and authority] and power [angelic power and authority].”


(2)  Eph 1:20-22, “which [superior power of omnipotence] He [God the Father] put into operation by means of Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His own right hand in heavenly places, superior to every authority [human ruler], both human power and authority as well as angelic power and authority, and superior to every title that can be named [awarded], not only in this age [Church Age] but also in the one destined to come [Millennium].  And He has subordinated all [insubordinate angels and humans] under His [Christ’s] feet;”

b.  To be consistent in the translation and meaning of all three passages, the word “authorities” refers to all human beings with any delegated power or authority from God the Father, and the word “powers” refers to all angelic creatures with any delegated power or authority from God the Father.

2.  This verse is one of the many verses in the New Testament that declares the ascension and session of our Lord Jesus Christ.

a.  Acts 1:9‑11,  “And after He had said these things [announcement of Church Age, Acts 1:5, 8], He was lifted up before their very eyes, and a cloud hid Him out of their sight.  And as they were gazing intently up in the sky as He was going, behold two men [angels] dressed in white stood beside them.  And they also said, ‘Men of Galilee, why do you stand staring into the sky?  This Jesus who has been taken from you into heaven will come in the same way as you have seen Him go into heaven.’”


b.  Acts 2:33, “Therefore, [Jesus Christ] having been exalted to the right hand of God.”


c. Acts 5:31, “He is the one whom God has exalted at His right hand as prince and Savior.”


d.  Phil 2:9-11, “Therefore also, God has highly exalted Him and given Him a title which is above every title, that at the title of Jesus every knee should bow of those who are in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue should confess that Jesus is Lord to the glory of the Father.” 


e.  Heb 1:3, “Who being the radiance [the flashing forth] of His glory and the exact image of His [God the Father’s] essence, He also sustains all things by the verbal expression of His power, having Himself accomplished purification for sins, He was caused to sit down on the right hand of the Majesty in highest places.”  During the entire period of the Hypostatic Union on earth, from the baby in the cradle to the resurrection, ascension, and session, our Lord was still holding the universe together by the Word of His power.


f.  Heb 1:13, “But to which of the angels did He say at any time, ‘Sit down at My right hand until I appoint your enemies a footstool for your feet?’”


g.  1 Pet 3:22, “Who [Jesus Christ] is at the right hand of God, having gone into heaven after angels and authorities and powers had been subordinated to Him.”

h.  Eph 1:22, “And He [God the Father] has subordinated all [angelic creatures] under His feet.  Furthermore, He appointed Him [Jesus Christ] ruler over all things to the Church.”


i.  Heb 10:12, “But this One [Jesus Christ in contrast to the Old Testament sacrifices], when He had offered one unique sacrifice as a substitute for our sins for all time, sat down at the right hand of God.”

j.  Eph 1:20-22, “which [superior power] He put into operation by means of Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in heavenly places.  Superior to every authority, both human power and authority as well as angelic power and authority, and superior to every title that can be named, not only in this age [Church Age], but in the one destined to come [Millennium].  And He [God the Father] has subordinated both angelic and human creatures under His feet; furthermore He has appointed Him ruler over all things to the Church.”


k.  Col 3:1‑2, “If therefore you have been raised in Christ [and you have ], keep on desiring to possess the above things where Christ is, sitting at the right hand of the Father.”


l.  Rom 8:34, “Who is the one who condemns?  Christ Jesus is the one who died.  Yes, rather, who has been raised from the dead, who is at the right hand of God, who intercedes for us.”


m.  Heb 12:2‑3, “Let us fix our eyes [concentrate] on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy that was set before Him, endured the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.”
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
