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 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1

 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular adjective HEKASTOS, meaning “Each one.”
 is the comparative conjunction KATHWS, meaning “as; Just as.”
 is the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb LAMBANW, meaning “to receive.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which looks at what the believer has received from God the Holy Spirit at the point of salvation, but regards it from the viewpoint of its existing results, i.e., your spiritual gift.


The active voice indicatives that each believe produces the action of receiving a spiritual gift from God the Holy Spirit at salvation.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

 is the accusative direct object from the neuter singular noun CHARISMA, which means “a gift.”
 is the preposition EIS plus the accusative of relationship from the second person masculine plural reflexive pronoun HEAUTOU which means “for themselves.”
“Just as each one has received a gift for themselves,”
 is the accusative of direct object from the third person neuter singular from the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “it” and referring to the neuter noun CHARISMA, your spiritual gift.

 is the nominative masculine second person plural present active participle from the verb DIAKONEW, meaning “to serve, wait on; care for, see after, provide for.”

The present tense is descriptive present for what should now continue to be happening.


The active voice indicates that you are to use your spiritual gift to produce the action.


The participle is used as an imperative.

“provide it,”
is the comparative adverb HWS, meaning “as” plus the predicate  nominative from the masculine plural adjective KALOS, meaning “good” and the noun OIKONOMOS, meaning “stewards, managers.”
 is the objective genitive from the feminine singular adjective POIKILOS, meaning “various kinds or, varied, or diverse.”
 is the objective genitive from the feminine singular noun CHARIS, meaning “grace” and the possessive genitive from the masculine singular noun THEOS, meaning “of God.”
“as good stewards of the diverse grace of God.”
1 Pet 4:10 corrected translation
“Just as each one has received a gift for themselves, provide it as good stewards of the diverse grace of God.”
Explanation:
1.  All of us have received at least one spiritual gift at the moment of salvation.  In this verse, we are commanded to make use of it for the benefit of others in the royal family of God.

2.  God’s grace is so diverse that it has provided everything necessary for the royal family to function properly during the Church Age.

3.  We are expected to do our job well—KALOS—in the function of our spiritual gift.  We are expected to do our job as unto the Lord in the service of others.  This demands a thorough understanding of the doctrine of spiritual gifts.


a.  The are two kinds of spiritual gifts, which were initially given by our Lord on Pentecost.  Thereafter, all spiritual gifts are given by the Holy Spirit at the moment of salvation.  The two kinds of spiritual gifts are temporary spiritual gifts and permanent spiritual gifts.  For example, the spiritual gift of speaking in a foreign language unlearned by the believer speaking is designed to evangelize an unbeliever in his native tongue.  This ability to speak an unbelievers language without having learned it is not only a miracle demonstration to the unbeliever of the power of God, but authenticates the message of the evangelist or missionary.  This spiritual gift was primarily designed to evangelize Jews dispersed throughout the world prior to the destruction of the nation of Israel in 70 A.D.  After that date the gift of ‘tongues’ was no longer necessary.  Hence, it is a temporary spiritual gift.  The same is true of the gift of apostleship, which was not extended beyond the life of the apostle John.  Permanent spiritual gifts are those spiritual gifts which are operational throughout the Church Age.  For example, the gift of pastor-teacher, the gift of helps and giving are all permanent.

b.  Scriptural lists of spiritual gifts.



(1)  1 Cor 12:8-11, “For the ability to proclaim and teach the message of wisdom is being given by the Spirit to one person, but the ability to proclaim and teach the message of knowledge [is being given] to the other person on the basis of the same Spirit, faith [is being given] by the same Spirit to some, but the spiritual gift of healing [is being given] by the one Spirit to another, but to another the activity of miracles [is being given], to another the gift of prophesy, to another the differentiation between spirits, to another kinds of languages, but to another the translation of languages.  Now one and the same Spirit produces all these things, distributing to each one privately as He desires.”



(2)  1 Cor 12:28, “And so God has indeed appointed in the Church first commanders, second prophets, third teachers, then the power to perform miracle, then the gifts of healings, helps, administration, kinds of languages.”



(3)  1 Cor 14:1b-6, “Indeed, exert yourselves earnestly with reference to the spiritual gifts, but rather in order that you might speak under the influence of divine inspiration.  Because the person who speaks with the spiritual gift of giving the gospel in a foreign language does not speak for the benefit of men, but for the benefit of God.  Therefore no one understands (and he speaks the mysteries by means of the Spirit).  But the one who communicates divine revelation speaks edification and encouragement and comfort for the benefit of men.  The person who speaks with a foreign language strengthens himself, but the one who communicates divine revelation strengthens the church.  Moreover I wish that you all spoke in tongues, but even more in order that you might communicate divine revelation.  Now the one who communicates divine revelation [is] greater than the one who speaks in a foreign language, unless he translates, in order that the church might receive spiritual strengthening.  And now, brethren, if I come to you speaking in tongues, what benefit will I be to you unless I speak to you either in revelation or in knowledge or in prophecy or in teaching?”

4.  The temporary spiritual gifts are:

a.  The gift of apostleship


b.  The gift of prophecy


c.  The gift of miracles is found in 1 Cor 12:28; 2 Cor 12:12.


d.  The gift of healing is mentioned in 1 Cor 12:9, 28, 30.


e.  The gift of tongues.


f.  The interpretation of tongues is in 1 Cor 12:10, 30; 14:26-28.


g.  The gift of knowledge is found in 1 Cor 12:8; 13:8.  With this gift, you had instant cognition of mystery doctrine.  This was a spiritual gift whereby you knew a Church Age doctrine without studying it; for there was as yet no New Testament canon in writing to study.  This knowledge was provided directly by God the Holy Spirit who inserted previously unknown doctrinal information into a person’s soul.


h.  The gift of wisdom is found in 1 Cor 12:8.  This gift accompanied the gift of knowledge, as the ability to explain and apply the mystery doctrine taught by the gift of knowledge.  So some taught the mystery doctrine; others taught the application of that doctrine.


i.  The gift of exhortation is found in Rom 12:8.  Before the canon of Scripture was completed and circulated, the spiritual gift of exhortation was necessary.  This was the temporary gift of counseling, comforting, warning, and advising.

j.  The gift of discerning spirits is found in 1 Cor 12:10.  This was the spiritual gift for the detection of false doctrine.  With the completion of the canon of Scripture, this gift was no longer necessary, since the New Testament contains true doctrine and thereby exposes false doctrine.

k.  The gift of faith is found in 1 Cor 12:9.  This was a special spiritual gift before the New Testament was completed, whereby a believer demonstrated faith in a group which was being persecuted or was under some special pressure.  Everyone would be moaning and groaning and complaining about some circumstance, and this believer would exercise great faith in deliverance or in confidence in God, and encourage that group to depend upon the Lord.
5.  Permanent Spiritual Gifts.

a.  The gift of pastor‑teacher, Rom 12:7; 1 Cor 12:8; Eph 3:7‑13, 4:11‑16.


b.  The gift of evangelism is also a communication gift, Eph 4:11.


c.  The gift of administrative leadership, sometimes called the gift of governments, is found in Rom 12:8 and in 1 Cor 12:28.


d.  The gift of ministry or service is found in Rom 12:7.


e.  The gift of helps is found in 1 Cor 12:28.


f.  The gift of showing mercy is found in Rom 12:8.


g.  The gift of giving must be distinguished from the individual believer’s responsibility in giving, Rom 12:8.
6.  “These are a few of the spiritual gifts extent today.  This does not imply that these are all of them.  So where do you fit in?  How do you read yourself into the picture?  The answer is very simple.  Unless you have the gift of pastor‑teacher or evangelism, you do not have to know what your gift is.  In fact, you may not ever discover your gift until there is momentum and spiritual growth in your life.  You will know your spiritual gift by the time you reach spiritual adulthood, because by that time it should be functioning and operational.  Without spiritual growth, your gift will not function; you’re just a dead battery.”
