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is the strong adversative conjunction ALLA, which means “but” and sets up a contrast with the previous statement.  With this we have the adverb of degree KATHO, which is the combination of KATA and HOS (“according to which”), and means “in so far as, to the degree that.”
 is the second person plural present active indicative from the verb KOINWNEW, which means “to share; to take part in.”

The present tense is a customary present for that which is reasonably expected to occur.


The active voice indicates that all Church Age believers produce the action of sharing in the suffering of Christ.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

 is the locative of sphere from the neuter plural article and noun PATHĒMA, which means “the sufferings.”  With this we have the possessive genitive from the masculine singular article and noun CHRISTOS, which means “of Christ.”
 is the second person plural present active imperative from the verb CHAIRW, which means “to rejoice, to be happy.”

The present tense is a progressive present, which describes what should continue throughout your spiritual life.


The active voice indicates that you produce this action.


The imperative mood is a command.

“but to the degree that you keep on sharing in the sufferings of Christ, rejoice,”
 is the conjunction HINA, which introduces a purpose clause and should be translated “in order that.”  With this we have the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also.”
 is the preposition EN plus the locative of time from the feminine singular article and noun APOKALUPSIS, which means “at the revelation.”
 is the descriptive genitive from the feminine singular articular and noun DOXA plus the third person masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, meaning “of His glory.”
 is the second person plural aorist deponent passive subjunctive from the verb CHAIRW, which means “to rejoice, to be happy.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which looks at the entirety of the act of your happiness at the revelation of Jesus Christ as the King of kings and Lord of lords.


The passive voice indicates that you receive the action.


The subjunctive mood is used with HINA to form the purpose clause.

 is the nominative of explanation from the second person masculine plural present middle participle from the verb AGALLIAW, which means “to glorify, to exult in, to exult, or rejoice greatly.”

The present tense is a tendential present for that which is purposed for you at the revelation of Christ but not yet taking place.


The middle voice is an intensive middle, which lays stress on you as the agent producing the action of rejoicing, exulting in the victory of Christ.


The participle is modal participle signifying the manner in which the action of the main verb “rejoicing” is accomplished.  It is translated “exulting.”
“in order that you might also rejoice exulting at the revelation of His glory.”
1 Pet 4:13 corrected translation
“but to the degree that you keep on sharing in the sufferings of Christ, rejoice, in order that you might also rejoice exulting at the revelation of His glory.”
Explanation:
1.  Peter does not make an assumption here, but declares a fact that we share in the sufferings of Christ.


a.  This is also taught in the following passages:



(1)  Rom 8:17, “And if children, heirs also, heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him so that we may also be glorified with Him.”


(2)  2 Cor 1:5, “For just as the sufferings of Christ are ours in abundance, so also our comfort is abundant through Christ.”


(3)  Phil 3:10, “that I may know Him and the power of His resurrection and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death;”

b.  Paul had a great passage on this subject in 2 Cor 4:8-10, “We are oppressed in every way, but not anxious; perplexed [APOREW], but not despairing [EXAPOREW]; persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down, but not destroyed; always carrying about in the body the death of Jesus, so that the life of Jesus also may be manifested in our body.”

c.  The principle suffering that Christ had to endure was the rejection of others.  We are rejected for our belief in Christ and for our belief in the doctrines, which He taught and provided for us.  The royal family of God is constantly and always rejected, while living as aliens in Satan’s kingdom.

2.  Because we suffer as our Lord has suffered, we are commanded by Peter to rejoice, to be happy.


a.  This was also taught clearly by Paul in Phil 2:17-18, “But even if I am being poured out as a drink offering upon the sacrifice and service of your faith, I rejoice and share my joy with you all.  You too, I urge you, rejoice in the same way and share your joy with me.”

b.  Suffering for blessing should be a source of happiness for us.  It is definitely one of the ways God shares His very own happiness with us.  When we suffer because of our relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ or because of the doctrine we believe, then God shares His happiness with us as one of the ways of helping us through the suffering.


c.  God wants us to be happy.  God is willing to make us happy, even if He has to bring undeserved suffering into our life to accomplish His goal of making us happy.


d.  Suffering is also a great opportunity for us to apply the doctrine in our soul through the use of the spiritual problem-solving devices.  The accurate application of Bible doctrine always results in happiness in our soul.  Therefore, we should be happy when suffering comes because it gives us the chance to apply doctrine.

3.  In the last clause in this verse Peter gives another purpose for rejoicing now—in order that we can have even greater happiness in eternity because of our increased eternal rewards for passing the suffering for blessing tests in time.


a.  God only has one chance to demonstrate His grace and provision for us in unfair, unreasonable, and hateful situations, and that is during our life on earth.


b.  God will bring suffering into our life as His opportunity to test our doctrine, our faith in Him, and  our ability to apply Bible doctrine as His witnesses against Satan.

c.  God wants to give us the greatest of rewards in time and eternity.  In order to do this, He has to use suffering for blessing.


d.  As we are blessed by God in time and rejoice because of it, so we will be blessed by God even more in eternity and rejoice even more because of that.


e.  Some believers will not rejoice at the revelation of Jesus Christ.  Those who have rejected Bible doctrine all their life on earth have no eternal rewards and blessings beyond their perfect resurrection bodies.  They have much to be happy over, but nothing over which to rejoice.


f.  Those believers who have been positive to learning, thinking, and applying Bible doctrine all their lives will have much to be happy over, much to rejoice over, exulting to the maximum at the revelation of our Lord.
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
