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 is the preposition EIS plus the accusative neuter singular of purpose from the articular aorist active infinitive from the verb BIOW, which means “to live.”

The article is used with the preposition EIS to introduce a final purpose clause.  This is one the classical Greek methods of introducing a purpose clause.  Literally, it means “for the purpose of living.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist which gathers the entire life of the believer after salvation into a single whole.


The active voice indicates that all believers are expected to live their lives under the will of God after salvation.


The infinitive is used with the preposition EIS and the article TO, in order to form a purpose clause.

 is the adverb of time MĒKETI, which means “no longer.”
 is the possessive genitive masculine plural noun ANTHRWPOS, meaning “of men” or “of mankind.”
 is the locative of sphere feminine plural from the noun EPITHUMIA, which means “desire, longing; lust, passion.”  Here it means “in the desires.”
“for the purpose of living no longer in the desires of men,”
is the strong adversative conjunction ALLA, meaning “but.”
is the locative of sphere from the masculine single noun THELĒMA, meaning “will” plus the possessive genitive from the masculine noun THEOS, meaning “of God.”  The absence of the article before THELĒMA indicates the high quality of this will.  It is not just anyone’s will, but the very will and desire of God.

 is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular article and adjective EPILOIPOS, meaning “the rest” or “the remaining.”
 is the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the feminine singular noun SARX, meaning “in the flesh.”
 is the accusative aorist active infinitive from the verb BIOW, which means “to live.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist which gathers the entire life of the believer after salvation into a single whole.


The active voice indicates that all believers produce the action of living after salvation.


The infinitive is used with the preposition EIS and the article to form a purpose clause.

 is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular noun CHRONOS, meaning “time” as a succession of events.

“but to live in the will of God the remaining time in the flesh.”
1 Pet 4:2 corrected translation
“for the purpose of living no longer in the desires of men, but to live in the will of God the remaining time in the flesh.”
Explanation:
1.  The entire sentence reads, “Therefore, since Christ suffered in the flesh, arm yourselves also with the same thought, because He who suffered in the flesh is done with reference to the matter of sin for the purpose of living no longer in the desires of men, but to live in the will of God the remaining time in the flesh.”
2.  The phrase “for the purpose of living no longer in the desires of men, but to live in the will of God” gives us the reason or purpose for arming ourselves with Bible doctrine in the soul.


a.  God wants us to arm ourselves in our soul with Bible doctrine.  God wants us to learn His word, so that we can defend ourselves.


b.  What are we defending ourselves against?  The desires, lusts, longings of mankind.  What are the desires, lusts, and longings of mankind?



(1)  To want what others have.  Everyone wants what other people have.  Everyone wants to be like others.  There is nothing wrong with being like others, as long as this does not become an inordinate desire on our part.



(2)  Another lust that people have is to have what others do not have: a better husband or wife, a nicer car or truck, a bigger house, better toys (there are adult toys too).



(3)  Another desire that people have is to be well liked by everyone, to be the center of attention, to be the one everyone always invites to the party and wants to talk to.


(4)  Another desire or lust is to have more power, greater wealth, more sex, greater approbation, more recognition, a bigger promotion.



(5)  People want attention, love, things, stimulation, and all kinds of different things that they think will make them happy.  But none of these things produce happiness; they only produce stimulation.  Stimulation is a very temporary happiness, which is short-lived and quickly fades.  Real happiness does not fade, but remains.  Only God has real happiness, and only God can give it to us.


c.  So God wants us to defend ourselves against all the normal desires that people have plus all the lusts of the sin nature.  Why?  Because these things distract us from what is really important in life—sharing the happiness of God and being occupied with the Lord Jesus Christ.

3.  That’s the negative side.  But on the positive side, God demands that we arm ourselves with Bible doctrine in the soul for the purpose of living in the will of God for the rest of our time on earth.


a.  Our whole purpose for existence is to learn the will of God, believe the will of God, and do the will of God.  Nothing else really matters in life.


b.  God has left us here after salvation to learn what He wants us to do, and then for us to believe it and do it.  We can only do this by learning what the word of God says from our pastor-teacher.  We cannot learn it for ourselves, and no one else will ever be as effective as he is in teaching us.  That’s why God put him in our life.


c.  Learning the word of God is living in the will of God.  Believing the word of God is living in the will of God.  Applying the word of God is living in the will of God.  Learning, believing, and applying is the spiritual life of the Church Age believer.  Learning, Believing, Applying = our Spiritual Life.

4.  God does not expect us to do this for a little while, so He can bless us.  He expects us to do this for the rest of our time on earth.


a.  The Greek word CHRONOS refers to time, which has a beginning and an ending during our life.  It does not refer to eternity past or eternity future, but to the time we are living right now between our salvation and our death.


b.  There is no time for the rest of our life on earth as a believer when God does not expect us to learn Bible doctrine on a daily basis, believe Bible doctrine on a daily basis, and apply Bible doctrine on a daily basis.


c.  We must live every day as unto the Lord.  We do this by the application of the spiritual problem solving devices of the plan of God to every circumstance of our daily life.


d.  We must live our life in the light of eternity.  This means that our personal sense of destiny is so strong that we realize that everything we think, say, or do has eternal repercussions.  Our glorification of God and the divine blessings given to us are totally dependent upon our willingness to listen to, believe, and apply the Bible doctrine made real to our soul by the teaching ministry of God the Holy Spirit.

5.  So what are you going to do about it?
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
