 is the nominative subject from the feminine singular monadic use of the article to indicate a one of a kind thing plus the noun CHARIS, meaning, “The grace.”  This is not any grace, but ‘The Grace of our Lord Jesus Christ’.

 is the possessive genitive from the monadic use of the masculine singular article and the proper nouns KURIOS, IĒSOUS, and CHRISTOS, plus the possessive pronoun EGW, meaning “of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
Ellipsis demands the insertion of the present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “[is].”
 is the preposition META plus the instrumental of association from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “with all of you.”
1 Thes 5:28 corrected translation
“The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ [is] with all of you.”
Explanation:
1.  From the moment we believed in Christ for eternal salvation the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ has been with us.


a.  The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ is with us in logistical grace by the daily provision of food, water, clothing, shelter, health, etc., everything necessary to keep our body and soul together, so we can learn doctrine, grow in grace, and glorify God.


b.  The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ is with us in our very own spiritual life, centered around the filling of the Holy Spirit and Bible doctrine constantly in our thoughts.


c.  The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ is with us in the problem solving devices we are able to take from the doctrine we have learned and apply to every problem of life.


d.  The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ is with us in our blessings for time and eternity that God the Son is waiting to pour out on us as we develop the capacity to enjoy them.


e.  The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ is with us in the unique relationship we have with the person of Jesus Christ by being in union with Him, having equal privilege and equal opportunity, being royal priests and ambassadors.


f.  The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ is with us providing unique divine protection for us personally in every situation in life, so that Satan, fallen angels, or any of Satan’s human agents cannot touch us without God’s permission.  This is exactly what our Lord told Pilate to his face.

2.  The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ is God the Father’s plan for every believer of the Church Age.  God has a plan for our lives and that plan centers around the grace provision of God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.

3.  We don’t deserve anything from God.  We can’t do anything to earn even one thing from God.  Everything we have, everything we are, everything will can ever hope to be is all based upon the grace of God.  And that grace will always pursue us.

4.  The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ pursues us in blessing and pursues us in discipline.  We are the bride of Christ, and Our Lord wants only the best for us, just as a man wants only the best for the woman he loves.  Our Lord wants to give us everything He can to make us totally happy, but He cannot do so without us having the capacity to appreciate and enjoy the things given to us in grace.

5.  Therefore, the absolute essential necessity for understanding the grace of God and that grace is always with us.
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
