1 Timothy 1:11



- is the preposition KATA plus the adverbial accusative of general reference from the neuter singular article and noun EUAGGELION, which means “according to the good news,” that is, “according to the gospel.”  Then we have attributive genitive from the feminine singular article and noun DOXA, which “of glory,” which is used as a more emphatic way of describing a particular characteristic of the head noun which is modifies than a simple adjective would be.  “The genitive substantive specifies an attribute or innate quality of the head substantive.  It is similar to a simple adjective in its semantic force, though more emphatic: it ‘expresses quality like an adjective indeed, but with more sharpness and distinctness’.  This category is very common in the NT, largely due to the Semitic mindset of most of its authors.  If the noun in the genitive can be converted into an attributive adjective, modifying the noun to which the genitive stands related, then the genitive is very likely an attributive genitive.  This genitive is more emphatic than an adjective would have been. Thus, although the denotation is the same, the connotation is not.  Certain words are frequently found in this construction, such as  as the genitive term (cf. Mt 19:28; 25:31; Acts 7:2; Rom 8:21; 1 Cor 2:8).”
  Thus the translation would be “according to the gospel of glory” in the sense of “the glorious gospel.”
“according to the gospel of glory”
- is the ablative of source from the masculine singular article and adjective MAKARIOS, meaning “being happy because of circumstances, fortunate, happy, privileged, blessed 1 Tim 1:11; 6:15.”
  With this we have the masculine singular noun THEOS, meaning “from the God.”
“from the Blessed God,”
- is the accusative direct object from the neuter singular relative pronoun HOS, meaning “which” and referring back to the accusative neuter singular noun EUAGGELION (‘gospel’).  This is followed by the first person singular aorist passive indicative from the verb PISTEUW, which means “to believe; to believe in or entrust oneself to; to entrust something to someone Lk 16:11; Jn 2:24; and in the passive voice to be entrusted with Rom 3:2; Gal 2:7; 1 Thes 2:4; 1 Tim 1:11; Tit 1:3; 1 Cor 9:17.”


The aorist tense is a historical aorist, which gathers the action into a whole and regards it as a past historical fact without reference to its progress.


The passive voice indicates that Paul received the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

With this we have the first person singular subject from the personal pronoun EGW, meaning “I.”
“with which I was entrusted.”

1 Tim 1:11 corrected translation
“according to the gospel of glory from the Blessed God, with which I was entrusted.”
Explanation:
1.  “according to the gospel of glory”

a.  The complete sentence now reads: “Now we know that the Law is excellent, if anyone employs it correctly, knowing this, that the law does not exist for the righteous person but for the lawless persons and undisciplined persons, for irreverent persons and sinners, for those in opposition to God and profane persons, for murderers of fathers and for murderers of mothers, for murderers, for fornicators, for homosexuals, for kidnappers, for liars, for perjurers and whatever else is opposed to correct doctrine according to the gospel of glory from the Blessed God, with which I was entrusted.”

b.  The essence of Paul’s statement is “the law exists for whatever is opposed to correct doctrine according to the gospel.”

c.  The message of eternal salvation is that in spite of the fact that man is a sinner and condemned to eternal punishment, the Lord Jesus Christ has provided eternal salvation for anyone who would believe in Him.


d.  God was forced to institute the rule of law among mankind because of the total depravity of man with the resultant unrestrained function of his sin nature.


e.  The need for law among mankind was demonstrated by the Age of the Gentiles (from the fall of man in the Garden of Eden until the universal Flood) by the universal lawlessness of man.



(1)  Gen 6:5 “Therefore the Lord saw that the evil of mankind was great on the earth.  Consequently, every purpose of the thoughts of his mind is exclusively evil all the time.”



(2)  Gen 6:11-12, “Now the earth was corrupted in the estimation of God.  Furthermore, the earth was filled with ruthlessness.  Therefore, God saw the earth, and behold, it was corrupted because all flesh had perverted their manner of life [moral character] on the earth.”


f.  After the flood God allowed sufficient time for the earth to be repopulated before instituting the rule of spiritual law among believers.  This rule of spiritual law began with Abraham and continued through his son Isaac through the creation and perpetuation of the Jewish race.

g.  Finally, when God was ready for the Jews to become a nation, He gave them a formal codified system of law, which set the precedence of the rule of law in a nation as God’s system for the protection of life, freedom, property, the family, and the nation.

h.  Therefore, God’s standard of law was established for the protection and perpetuation of mankind, so that the gospel could be proclaimed among mankind and eternal salvation could be provided.


i.  The glorious gospel of salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ is the correct or accurate and sound doctrine of the thinking of God.

j.  The message of salvation through faith in Christ is correct, accurate, and sound.  It is true and will always be true, no matter how evil or sinful man becomes or what Satan attempts to do to distort it.


k.  The standard for correct doctrine is the message of salvation through faith alone in Christ alone, which is the only hope for those who are lawless, undisciplined, irreverent, those in perpetual carnality, those in opposition to God, criminals, murderers, sexually immoral, kidnappers, liars, perjurers, and whatever else is opposed to God.
2.  “from the Blessed God,”

a.  Correct doctrine, as exemplified by the message of salvation, which comes from the source of God.

b.  The message of God is the plan of God the Father, the thinking of Christ, and the revelation of the Holy Spirit.

c.  Paul defines this title later in this same letter as being the Lord Jesus Christ, 1 Tim 6:15, “which He will bring about at the proper time, He who is the blessed and only Sovereign, the King of kings and Lord of lords.”


d.  The adjective “blessed” is not necessarily the best modern translation for the word MAKARIOS.  A better translation is the word “happy.”  This can be seen in the use of the word in the Beatitudes, Mt 5:3ff, “Happy are the poor in spirit, …those who mourn, …the gentle, …those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, etc.”

e.  Jesus Christ is happy because as God there has never been a time when He was not happy.


f.  Jesus Christ is happy as true humanity because He lived a perfect human life totally apart from sin.


g.  Jesus Christ is happy because He defeated Satan on the cross.


h.  Jesus Christ is happy because His true humanity and work on the cross were accepted by God the Father as a propitious sacrifice for the sins of mankind.

i.  The message of salvation is a message of happiness from a happy God for those who are totally unhappy in their state of total depravity.


j.  Jesus Christ is also the Blessed God because He has been blessed by God the Father with authority over all creation and the spiritual and material wealth and riches of the eternal state, which He shares with all those who believe in Him.


k.  The humanity of our Lord has received the most fantastic blessings for eternity, which He in turn shares with us, His bride.  We share in the inheritance of Christ:


(1)  Eph 1:11, “in whom [Christ] also we have received an allotment, having been predestined with reference to a predetermined plan from Him [God the Father], who works all things in conformity with the purpose of His will,”



(2)  Eph 1:14, “who is the guarantee of our inheritance for the release of your assets for the praise of His glory.”



(3)  Eph 1:18, “I also pray that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened [perception & metabolization of the word of God] so that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance for the saints,”


(4)  Giving thanks to the Father who has qualified us for a share in the inheritance of the saints by the light [of the word of God];”



(5)  Col 3:24, “knowing that you will receive for yourselves the reward of your inheritance.  You serve the Lord Christ.”


(6)  Heb 9:15, “For this reason He is the mediator of a new covenant, so that, since a death has taken place for the redemption of the transgressions that were committed under the first covenant, those who have been called may receive the promise of the eternal inheritance.”


(7)  1 Pet 1:4, “in an imperishable inheritance not only undefiled but also unfading, having been guarded in the heavens for you.”
3.  “with which I was entrusted.”

a.  Paul was entrusted with the gospel of glory in two ways.


(1)  He was entrusted with the gospel by the Lord Jesus Christ:




(a)  1 Thes 2:4, “but just as we were found worthy by God to be entrusted with the gospel, so we keep on communicating not as accommodating to men, but to God, who tests our hearts.”




(b)  Gal 2:7, “But on the other hand, seeing that I had been entrusted with the gospel to the uncircumcision, just as Peter to the circumcision,”


(2)  He was entrusted with the gospel to the Gentiles by the apostles, Gal 2:9 “Nevertheless, having acknowledged the grace which had been given to me, James and Cephas and John, the ones who are recognized to be pillars, gave the right hand of fellowship to me and Barnabas, in order that we [might go] to the Gentiles but they to the circumcision.”

b.  Every member of the royal family of God has been entrusted with the responsibility to learn and accurately present the message of eternal salvation to everyone they know.

c.  Every Church Age believer with a spiritual gift of communication has been entrusted with the message of good news of eternal salvation for anyone who will believe in Christ alone for salvation.


d.  For the pastor-teacher, he has been entrusted not only with the gospel message itself, but with the message of the whole realm of the unique, mystery doctrines of the Church Age revealed in the New Testament Scriptures.  Therefore, he is responsible for the accurate understanding and teaching of those Scriptures.

e.  This is a sacred trust from God to the man with the spiritual gift of pastor-teacher.  Woe to the man who does not prepare himself, and woe to the man who prepares himself, but rejects the true message of the gospel and turns aside to those things which are contrary to correct doctrine.
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
