1 Timothy 1:14



- is the transitional use of the postpositive conjunction DE, which shifts the reader off the main line of thought (“I was shown mercy.”) for the introduction of background material (verses 14-16) and then is used again (verse 17) to shift the reader back.  It is translated “Moreover.”  With this we have the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb HUPERPLEONAZW, which means “to experience extraordinary abundance, abound 1 Tim 1:14. Of a vessel that becomes too full run over, overflow.”
  It means to be more than, to be more abundant; to superabound.

The aorist tense is a historical aorist, which presents the action as a past fact in its entirety without reference to its progress.


The active voice indicates that the subject (the grace of the Lord) produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun CHARIS, which means “the grace.”  With this we have the possessive genitive from the masculine singular article and noun KURIOUS with the possessive genitive of the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “of our Lord.”
“Moreover, the grace of our Lord superabounded”
- is the preposition META plus the genitive of association from the feminine singular noun PISTIS, meaning “what is believed” or “with doctrine” with the connective KAI, meaning “and” plus the feminine singular noun AGAPĒ, which means “love” and refers to God’s unconditional personal love for the believer.  The preposition in the genitive of association is used “to show a close connection between two nouns, upon the first of which the main emphasis lies Eph 6:23; 1 Tim 1:14, 2:15; 6:6; Eph 4:2b; Col 1:11.”

“with doctrine and love”
- is the appositional genitive from the feminine singular article used as a relative pronoun, meaning “which” and referring back to the nouns “doctrine and love.”  Then we have the deliberate omission of the verb EIMI as ellipsis, meaning “[is].”  This is followed by the preposition EN plus the locative of place/sphere from the masculine singular proper nouns CHRISTOS and IĒSOUS, which means “in Christ Jesus.”
“which [is] in Christ Jesus.”

1 Tim 1:14 corrected translation
“Moreover, the grace of our Lord superabounded with doctrine and love, which [is] in Christ Jesus.”
Explanation:
1.  “Moreover, the grace of our Lord superabounded”

a.  Paul digresses from his main thought for a moment to give us a parenthetical thought concerning the grace of God.

b.  The grace of God is the function of the love of God in providing for and blessing mankind.

c.  Our Lord Jesus Christ, as a member of the Trinity, has grace as a component of His divine essence, just as God the Father and God the Son do.


d.  Grace is all that the Lord is free to do for mankind from His love for mankind without compromising His righteousness or justice.


e.  Grace is what God does for us when we do not deserve to have anything done for us.


f.  Grace is God blessing us when we do not deserve to be blessed.


g.  Grace is God providing for us when we do not deserve to be provided for.


h.  Grace is God demonstrating His love toward us in all that He does for us.


i.  Everything we receive from God is a function, manifestation, and demonstration of His grace and love.


j.  In the case of Paul, God the Holy Spirit inspired Paul to declare the reality of what the grace of God did for him.  It superabounded toward him.


k.  The Lord gave Paul much more than he deserved, when He made Paul an apostle.  Paul went from having the authority from the Sanhedrin to persecute, imprison, and kill believers to having the authority from God to evangelize unbelievers and teach and rule over believers in love.


l.  The grace of the Lord superabounded to Paul, when He made Paul the apostle to the Gentiles.  Paul went from working for the leadership of the Jews, to being the leader of those who recognized no distinction between Jew or Gentile.


m.  The grace of the Lord superabounded to Paul, when He revealed to Paul the mystery doctrines of the Church Age.

n.  The grace of the Lord superabounded to Paul, when He taught Paul what it meant to be filled with all the fullness of God.

2.  “with doctrine and love”

a.  There were two areas in which the grace of the Lord overflowed to Paul: the area of doctrine and the area of love.

b.  More Church Age doctrine was revealed to Paul than any other apostle.  He didn’t earn this or deserve it, but was graced out by the Lord with this knowledge and understanding.

c.  The Lord’s personal love for Paul superabounded more than Paul could ever imagine, and he recognized, acknowledged, and appreciated that love as few others have done.


d.  Doctrine and reciprocal love for God are the two column advance in the spiritual life to the high ground of PLĒROMA status (being filled with all the fullness of God, Eph 3:19).


e.  We grow in grace by the knowledge of our Lord, 2 Pet 3:18.  This means we must learn and apply doctrine on a daily basis.


f.  The motivation to keep advancing in doctrine is appreciation of the personal love of God for us by our reciprocal love for God.


g.  Reciprocal love for God and Bible doctrine in the soul are the mutual advance to spiritual maturity.


h.  Doctrine and love must advance together in coordination with each other.



(1)  If too much emphasis is placed on doctrine to the point where love is ignored, then the believer becomes a legalistic pain.



(2)  If too much emphasis is placed on love to the point where doctrine is ignored, then the believer becomes an emotional idiot.


i.  There must be an equal balance of residency of Bible doctrine in the soul and the motivation of personal love for God, in order to make a coordinated advance to spiritual maturity.


j.  Paul recognized the equal importance of doctrine and love in his spiritual life in how the grace of God superabounded toward him.


k.  Likewise, we must recognize the equal importance of the word of God and reciprocal love for God in our spiritual life.  When we recognize these things and function based upon them, then we will see how the grace of the Lord has and is superabounding to us as well.
3.  “which [is] in Christ Jesus.”

a.  The superabundance of doctrine and love in the spiritual life of any believer is based upon their relationship with Christ.

b.  Being in Christ Jesus is being in union with Christ or positional sanctification.

c.  Being in union with Christ, we share everything Christ has.


d.  This means that we share the same doctrine He had in His human soul during the Incarnation, since “we have the thinking of Christ,” 1 Cor 2:16.


e.  This means that we share the same personal love from God the Father as our Lord had, since the Father loves the Groom as much as He loves the Bride.


f.  Paul recognized that the body of faith he was given by Jesus Christ through the teaching ministry of God the Holy Spirit superabounded to him because of his personal faith in Christ.


g.  Paul further recognized that the love of God that superabounded to him, did so because of his personal faith in Christ.  The personal love that God the Father has for us exists because we have a personal relationship with His Son, Jesus Christ.


h.  The doctrine that God the Holy Spirit teaches us superabounds to us because we have a personal relationship with Jesus Christ.  Christians are not in a religion, (which is an invention of Satan to keep man from having a personal relationship with God), but in a personal relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ.


i.  Everything we have, everything we are, everything that is wonderful in life and will last forever is because the grace of the Lord superabounds toward us because we have believed in the Lord Jesus Christ.


j.  Paul is reminding Timothy of the fact that he is also a product of the grace of the Lord superabounding to him.  Paul is also reminding Timothy of the importance of that double column advance of doctrine and love for God as the function and motivation of the spiritual life.  Paul is also reminding the believers in Ephesus that they too are in union with Christ, with the result that doctrine and love are also superabounding to them through the teaching of both Paul and Timothy.
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
