1 Timothy 2:14



- is the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “Also, In addition” in which KAI is used to add something to the discussion and, at the same time, to highlight it.  In other words there are two reasons why Paul does not permit women to speak as pastor-teachers in the local church or exercise authority over a man in spiritual matters: (1) Because Adam was created first and given the authority rather than the woman, and (2) also because Adam was not deceived when he sinned.  Then we have the nominative subject from the masculine singular proper noun ADAM, which is transliterated as “Adam.”  This is followed by the negative OUK, meaning “not” with the third person singular aorist passive indicative from the verb APATAW, which means “deceive, mislead Eph 5:6; Jam 1:26; 1 Ti 2:14.”


The aorist tense is a historical aorist, which gathers the events of the fall of man into a single whole and regards the action as a past historical fact without reference to its beginning, end, progress, or result.


The passive voice indicates that Adam received the action of not being deceived.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact. 
“In addition Adam was not deceived,”
- is the mild adversative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “but” followed by the nominative subject from the feminine singular monadic use of the article and noun GUNĒ, meaning “the woman” and referring to one, specific woman.  Then we have the appositional nominative feminine singular aorist passive participle from the verb EXAPATAW, which means “to cause someone to accept false ideas about something, deceive, cheat, lead astray someone Rom 7:11; 16:18; 2 Thes 2:3; 2 Cor 11:3; 1 Tim 2:14; 1 Cor 3:18.”


The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which gathers the action of being deceived into a single whole, but emphasizes its existing results.  This emphasis is brought out in the translation by the use of the auxiliary verb “had.”

The passive voice indicates that the woman received the action of being deceived.


The participle is a concessive participle, which indicates the unfavorable circumstances despite which the action of the main verb takes place.  The word “although” is used in the translation to bring out the concessive idea.  It is translated “although the woman had been deceived.”
This is followed by the preposition EN plus the locative of sphere (or state of being) from the feminine singular noun PARABASIS, which means “the act of deviating from an established boundary or norm, overstepping, transgression, violation (of laws) Rom 2:23; Adam’s transgression 5:14; 4:15; Heb 2:2, 9:15; 2:2.”
  Finally, we have the third person singular perfect active indicative from the verb GINOMAI, which means “to experience a change in nature and so indicate entry into a new condition, become or to come with the preposition of a state of being Phil 2:7; Rom 16:7.”


The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which conveys the idea of a present state resulting from a past action.  This use of the perfect tense emphasizes the fact that a thing is.

The active voice indicates that the woman produced the action of transgressing the known will of God.

The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.
“but, although the woman had been deceived, she came into the state of transgression.”
1 Tim 2:14 corrected translation
“In addition Adam was not deceived, but, although the woman had been deceived, she came into the state of transgression.”
Explanation:
1.  “In addition Adam was not deceived,”

a.  Paul adds a second reason why he does not permit women to speak with authority from the pulpit in the local church.

b.  Not only was the authority from God vested in the man because he was created first, but also the man was not deceived by Satan or the woman or himself in his transgression against God.  Adam knew exactly what he was doing when he rejected the love of God for the love of his wife.  Adam knew exactly what he was doing when he rejected the authority of God and accepted the authority of his wife.  Adam knew exactly what he was doing when he transgressed against the known will of God and accepted the forbidden fruit from the hand of his wife and ate.


c.  The act of eating symbolized Adam’s rejection of the love and authority of God.


d.  Satan did not even attempt to deceive the man.  He didn’t need to.  Satan knew he could attack the authority of the man through his love for his wife.

e.  But the point here is that since Adam was never deceived in the fall of mankind, God decided to maintain His original plan and continue to vest the authority in the man rather than the woman.


f.  The fact that the man is not deceived is the basis for God determining that no woman will have the authority over men in spiritual communication gifts.

g.  The teaching of the word of God is too critical in human history as a part of the angelic conflict and Satan’s appeal trial for the communicator of doctrine to be easily deceived.  At this point at least one arrogant, angry female will be screaming that men are deceived all the time.  That is all too true.  Men are deceived constantly, just as women are.  And men deceive themselves just as women do.  However, it is much more difficult to deceive a man than it is to deceive a woman.  Why?  Because women are responders, and responders are easily deceived into believing what they want to believe rather than the reality of the truth.

h.  In His infinite wisdom God designed women to be fantastic, wonderful responders to love, integrity, virtue, honor, and truth.  Unfortunately, many people mix lies, deception, falsehood, and error in with their love and so-called honor, integrity and virtue.  Thus the woman responds to what she thinks is wonderful and correct only to find out later that she has been completely and thoroughly deceived.  This is exactly what happened to the woman in the Garden.


i.  Therefore, in His infinite wisdom God protects the woman from even greater mistakes in life by not giving her the authority whereby she can make even greater mistakes and errors as a responder in leading others astray.


j.  God vests the authority in the man for the protection of the woman, not because God is unkind, cruel, abusive, or any other stupid reason that arrogant people think.


k.  Women who reject this teaching do not understand or accept the love of God; they just want power, authority, and control, as the woman in the Garden did.  They have wrong motivation, which will inevitably lead to wrong decisions and wrong actions.

2.  “but, although the woman had been deceived, she came into the state of transgression.”

a.  Paul continues with a contrast between the man and the woman.  The man was not deceived.  In contrast the woman was definitely and completely deceived.  That is the force of the perfect tense.

b.  Paul also refers to this in another statement in 2 Cor 11:3, “However I am afraid that perhaps, as the serpent deceived Eve with his crafty dishonesty, your minds might be led astray from the sincere devotion and purity, which [exists] because of Christ.”

c.  The Scripture clearly points out that Eve was deceived by Satan.



(1)  Gen 3:4, “The serpent said to the woman, ‘You surely will not die!’”



(2)  Gen 3:13, “And the Lord God said to the woman, ‘What is this you have done?’  And the woman answered, ‘The snake deceived me and I ate.’”



(3)  Jn 8:44, “You are of your father the devil, and you want to do the desires of your father. He was a murderer from the beginning, and does not stand in the truth because there is no truth in him. Whenever he speaks a lie, he speaks from his own nature, for he is a liar and the father of lies.”



(4)  Rev 12:9, “And the great dragon was thrown down, the serpent of old who is called the devil and Satan, who deceives the whole world; he was thrown down to the earth, and his angels were thrown down with him.”


d.  The verb “to deceive” means that just as Satan had seduced Eve with his flattery and then lied to her about the consequences of her actions, so also those who reject the pastor-teacher’s authority would act as Satan’s agents and do the same thing to the positive believers in the local church.


e.  Satan never attacks us personally.  He doesn’t need to because we are not nearly as smart as Eve.  She was the smartest woman who has ever lived.  She was much smarter than any man who lived after the fall of Adam.  Satan always uses other people, even believers, as his agents to attack our volition with flattery, deception, lies, etc.

f.  God protects the woman from being Satan’s agent in leading others astray again by not giving her authority in spiritual matters or over her husband.

g.  Being deceived is no excuse for sin.


(1)  Another point Paul is making here is that even though the woman was deceived she was still guilty of sin and was held accountable by God for that sin.



(2)  Ignorance is no excuse for sin; we still wanted to do it and did it.



(3)  Being deceived is not excuse for sin; we still wanted to do it and did it.



(4)  There is no excuse for sin, because we all do what we want to do and are held accountable by God for our actions: mental, verbal, and overt.

h.  Because the woman came into a state of violation of the will of God and remained in that state, she is not given authority over men in spiritual matters.

i.  If the most intelligent woman who has ever lived could not correctly learn, retain, and function in her spiritual life based upon the word of God without being deceived, then what chance does any other woman have of doing any better.  They don’t, except through the grace, love, wisdom, and power of God.


j.  Therefore, because God loves the woman so much and because He knows exactly what is best for her, He will not give her authority over men in two areas of life: in marriage and in the leadership role in the spiritual life.  This is God’s wisdom, God’s will, and God’s love for the woman manifest throughout human history.


k.  The woman who rejects this doctrinal teaching rejects the wisdom, will, and love of God.  They are deceiving themselves and will be quick to lead others astray as well.


l.  All of this teaching was designed by Paul to warn Timothy to watch out for these kind of women in the Ephesian local church and not put up with them.  The pastor does not need to be cruel to them, but he must not tolerate them.  Otherwise, their evil rejection of the authority, love, and plan of God will spread in the congregation and destroy the local church.  The blind will lead the blind until they both fall into the ditch of Christian degeneracy or reversionism.
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
