is the postpositive explanatory use of the conjunctive particle GAR, translated “For.”  With this we have the adverb of manner HOUTWS, meaning “in this manner, thus, so.”
“For in this manner,”
 is the adverb of manner PLOUSIWS, meaning “richly, more abundantly.”  The word is also found in Col 3:16; 1 Tim 6:17.

 is the third person singular future passive indicative from the verb EPICHOREGEW, which means “to pay for all the expenses of the chorus.”  From this it came to mean “to furnish, provide (2 Pet 1:5) give, grant (2 Cor 9:10); to support, supply (Col 2:19).”

The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms that an action will take place.


The passive voice indicates that all believers receive the action of being supplied with a resurrection body.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

is the dative indirect object second person plural from the personal pronoun SU, meaning “to you.”
“will be richly supplied to you”
is the nominative subject from the feminine singular article used as a personal pronoun and translated “your” and the noun EISODOS, which means “(a way of) entering, entrance, or access.”
 is the preposition EIS plus the accusative of place from the feminine singular article and adjective AIWNIOS, meaning “into the eternal” plus the noun BASILEIA, meaning “kingdom.”
“your entrance into the eternal kingdom”
is the possessive genitive from the masculine singular article and proper name KURIOS with the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, the connective conjunction KAI, the genitive masculine singular noun SWTĒR, and the appositional genitive from the proper names IĒSOUS and CHRISTOS, meaning “of our Lord and savior Jesus Christ.”
“of our Lord and savior Jesus Christ”
2 Pet 1:11 corrected translation
“For in this manner, your entrance into the eternal kingdom of our Lord and savior Jesus Christ will be richly supplied to you.”
Explanation:
1.  The phrase “in this manner” refers to the commands of verses 5-7.  These commands constitute an outline for the execution of the plan of God for the Church.  These commands demand entrance into our spiritual life, advance through the stages of our spiritual life (childhood, adolescence, and maturity), and the culmination of our spiritual life in making the word of God more important than our own person.

2.  By this spiritual advance to spiritual maturity we are going to receive the greatest possible blessings for eternity.  They are ‘escrow’ blessings because God has placed them into a bank account in our name in the First National Bank of Heaven.  No one has access to that account except the Lord Jesus Christ.  Our eternal blessings and rewards are absolutely secure.

3.  The eternal kingdom of our Lord.


a.  The eternal kingdom of our Lord is the new heaven in the eternal state.



(1)  Isa 65:17, “For behold, I create new heavens and a new earth; And the former things will not be remembered or come to mind.”


(2)  Isa 66:22, “‘For just as the new heavens and the new earth which I make will endure before Me,’ declares the Lord, ‘So your offspring and your name will endure.’ “


(3)  2 Pet 3:13, “But according to His promise we are looking for new heavens and a new earth, in which righteousness dwells.”


(4)  Rev 21:1, “Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth passed away, and there is no longer any sea.”

b.  All believers will have entrance into the eternal kingdom of our Lord because they have believed in Christ for eternal salvation.


c.  Our entrance into the eternal state will be made in resurrection body.  Only two things survive the destruction of the old heavens and old earth—Bible doctrine and our resurrection body.


d.  But we will not just enter with our resurrection body, but with all the eternal rewards and blessings that accompany that new body.  This is what it means to “be richly supplied.”  We will be richly supplied with eternal rewards and blessings in our resurrection body as mature believers.  Those believers who never make Bible doctrine more important than their own lusts, their own desires, their own wants still have eternal salvation, still have a resurrection body, but they have no eternal rewards and blessings to go along with their eternal life.

4.  Scriptural attestation of these eternal blessings.


a.  Mt 5:12, “Rejoice and be glad, for your reward in heaven is great; for in the same way they persecuted the prophets who were before you.”

b.  Mt 6:1, “Beware of practicing your righteousness before men to be noticed by them; otherwise you have no reward with your Father who is in heaven.”

c.  Mt 6:20, “But store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust destroys, and where thieves do not break in or steal;”

d.  Mt 19:21, “Jesus said to him, ‘If you wish to be complete, go and sell your possessions and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven; and come, follow Me.’”


(1)  Lk 12:33, “Sell your possessions and give to charity; make yourselves money belts which do not wear out, an unfailing treasure in heaven, where no thief comes near nor moth destroys.”


(2)  1 Tim 6:19, “storing up for themselves the treasure of a good foundation for the future, so that they may take hold of that which is life indeed.”

e.  1 Pet 1:4, “to obtain an inheritance which is imperishable and undefiled and will not fade away, reserved in heaven for you,”


(1)  Acts 20:32, “And now I commend you to God and to the word of His grace, which is able to build you up and to give you the inheritance among all those who are sanctified.”


(2)  Rom 8:17, “and if children, heirs also, heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him so that we may also be glorified with Him.”


(3)  Col 3:24, “knowing that from the Lord you will receive the reward of the inheritance.  It is the Lord Christ whom you serve.”


(4)  Eph 1:11, “in whom [Christ] also we have received an allotment, having been predestined with reference to a predetermined plan from Him [God the Father], who works [energizes] all things in conformity with the purpose of His will,”


(5)  Eph 1:14, “who is the guarantee of our inheritance for the release of your assets for the praise of His glory.”


(6)  Eph 1:18, “I also pray that the eyes of your right lobe may be enlightened [perception & metabolization of Bible doctrine] so that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance for the saints,”


(7)  Eph 5:5, “For you know this [principle of application], if you have learned [the pertinent doctrine], that every male prostitute, either pervert or panderer who is an idolater, will not have any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ even God.”


(8)  Col 1:12, “Giving thanks to the Father who has qualified us for a share in the inheritance of the saints by the light [of the word of God];”

f.  1 Cor 3:11-15, “For no person can lay a foundation other than the one which has been laid, which is Jesus Christ.  Now if any believer builds upon the foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, straw, each person’s work will become evident; for the day [of Christ] will show it, because it will be revealed by fire; in fact, the fire itself will test the quality of each person’s production.  If any person’s work, which he has built upon it remains, he shall receive a reward [escrow blessings for eternity].  If any believer’s work which he has built on it is burned up, he shall suffer loss [of escrow blessings for eternity]; but he himself shall be saved, yet so as through fire.”

g.  Heb 6:18-19, “In order that by means of two immutable things [escrow blessings for time and eternity], in which it is impossible for God to lie, we who have taken refuge might have strong motivation to seize the hope that is set before us, which hope [personal sense of destiny regarding our escrow blessings for time and eternity] we have as an anchor [problem solving device] of the soul, both stabilized and reliable, in fact a hope which has entered inside the veil.”

h.  Rev 3:18, “I advise you to buy from Me gold [Bible doctrine] which has been refined by fire [the spiritual life is refined through outside pressure of adversity or prosperity], that you may become rich, and white clothes, that you may clothe yourself, and the shame [loser at the Judgment Seat of Christ] of your nakedness [failure to execute the protocol plan of God] may not be revealed; and eye salve to rub in your eyes, that you may keep on seeing.”


(1)  In this verse, there is the great investment in Bible doctrine (gold) during life on earth and a fantastic dividend paid beyond the grave at the Judgment Seat of Christ in the form of blessings for eternity (white clothes = the uniform of glory).  Through our daily perception of Bible doctrine, we make a fantastic investment in time.



(2)  Bible doctrine is the ultimate in value in life.  All believers have spiritual freedom and the ultimate value in life; therefore, how the believer uses his volition results in great variations in eternity.  Losers of blessing will be very different from spiritual winners in eternity.  This is why the Lord advises us to invest our soul in Bible doctrine.  If we do not obey this command in time, we will make ourselves miserable and God will give us divine discipline.  No one can make us take in doctrine; we must establish our own values and make our own decisions.


i.  2 Jn 8-9, “Look out for yourselves, that you might not lose your momentum which you have accomplished, that you might receive a full reward [escrow blessings for eternity].  No one has fellowship with God [maximum doctrine circulating in the stream of consciousness] who keeps advancing out of bounds and does not remain on the playing field through the doctrine of Christ.”
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
