 is the nominative of explanation first person masculine singular perfect active participle from the verb OIDA, which means “to know, to understand.”

The perfect tense is an intensive perfect which emphasizes the fact that a thing is.  Peter knows something about himself, which is an absolute dogmatic fact.


The active voice indicates that Peter and all of us should understand this concept.


The participle is circumstantial, translated “knowing.”
 is the conjunction HOTI, meaning “that.”  HOTI expresses the content of what Peter knows or understands.

is the predicate nominative from the feminine singular adjective TACHINOS used as a noun and means “quick, in haste; coming soon, imminent; swift, speedy.”
is the third person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “is.”

The present tense is a descriptive present for a condition that now exists.


The active voice indicates that the imminent death of Peter’s body produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

is the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun APOTHESIS, which means “the removal” and is used here figuratively for the death of the body.

 is the descriptive genitive from the neuter singular article and the noun SKĒNWMA, which means “tent” but is used here figuratively for the “body.”  With this we have the first person singular possessive genitive personal pronoun EGW, meaning “my.”  The phrase is translated “of my body.”
“knowing that the removal of my body is imminent,”
 is the comparative adverb KATHWS, meaning “according as, as, just as.”  With this we have the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also.”
 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and proper names KURIOS, IĒSOUS and CHRISTOS plus the possessive genitive of the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “our Lord Jesus Christ.”
is the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb DĒLOW, which means “to reveal, make clear, show; indicate; inform.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which looks at the results of the entirety of all that our Lord has revealed to Peter about the termination of his life.


The active voice indicates that the Lord Jesus Christ produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

 is the dative of indirect object from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “to me.”
“just as also our Lord Jesus Christ revealed to me,”
2 Pet 1:14 corrected translation
“knowing that the removal of my body is imminent, just as also our Lord Jesus Christ revealed to me,”
Explanation:
1.  The entire sentence thus far reads, “Therefore, I intend to constantly remind you about these things, although you have known and have been strengthen by means of the truth that you have. That is, I consider it right, as long as I am in this body, to stir you up by means of a reminder, knowing that the removal of my body is imminent, just as also our Lord Jesus Christ revealed to me,”.

2.  There are several other passages that relate to this verse.


a.  In Jn 13:36 our Lord tells Peter that someday he will die, but not yet; however, Peter doesn’t understand what our Lord is talking about.  “Simon Peter said to Him, ‘Lord, where are You going?’  Jesus answered, ‘Where I go [to heaven after His death], you cannot follow Me now; but you will follow later.’ “

b.  Paul also was aware of his imminent death. 2 Tim 4:6, “For I am already being poured out as a drink offering, and the time of my departure has come.”

c.  The death of any Church Age believer means transfer to a new duty station in heaven. 2 Cor 5:1, “For we know that if the earthly tent which is our house is torn down, we have a building from God, a house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.”

d.  Jn 21:18-19 is our Lord’s prophesy of how Peter would die, “‘Truly, truly, I say to you, when you were younger, you used to gird yourself and walk wherever you wished; but when you grow old, you will stretch out your hands [be a prisoner] and someone else will dress you, and bring you where you do not wish to go.’  Now this He said, signifying by what kind of death he would glorify God.  Then after He had said this, He commanded him, ‘Follow Me!’ “
3.  Peter knew that he was about to be arrested by the Romans, tried in court, and executed as a criminal.  Our Lord had told him this would happen and now God the Holy Spirit had revealed to him that this was to take place very soon.


a.  Notice that Peter is not the least bit afraid of death.


b.  Death is nothing to fear for the believer. 1 Cor 15:50-57, “Now I say this, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; nor does the perishable inherit the imperishable.  Behold, I tell you a mystery; we will not all sleep, but we will all be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet; for the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised imperishable, and we will be changed.  For this perishable must put on the imperishable, and this mortal must put on immortality.  But when this perishable will have put on the imperishable, and this mortal will have put on immortality, then will come about the saying that is written, ‘Death is swallowed up in victory.  O death, where is your victory?  O death, where is your sting?’  The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law; but thanks be to God, who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.”
4.  The removal of the body is imminent for every believer in the Lord Jesus Christ.  Why?


a.  Because the Rapture is imminent and we could be members of that generation of believers.


b.  Because our death is the sovereign decision of God and only He knows the perfect time for each of us to die.  Once God makes the decision to bring us home, it happens immediately.

5.  Physical Death.


a.  Physical death is defined as separation of the soul from the body so that the person no longer lives on planet earth.  The soul never dies; it lives forever.


b.  After death, the soul of the believer resides in an interim body until the Rapture, at which time it leaves the third heaven, goes to the second heaven, and receives a resurrection body.



(1)  The soul of the unbeliever leaves the body and goes to Hades.  There it remains in torments until the end of time.  Then it is resurrected, brought before the Great White Throne, judged, and cast into the lake of fire, providing eternal agony.



(2)  Death is always God’s victory.  God gives this victory to all believers through our Lord Jesus Christ.


c.  Physical death cannot separate the believer from God, Rom 8:38-39.  Nothing can separate us from divine love.


d.  Physical death is a matter of the sovereign decision of God, based on His perfect knowledge of all the facts, Ps 68:19-20.  No matter how we feel, when the Lord decides to take us, that’s it.  It is blasphemous to question His decision.


e.  God can and does prolong physical life, Ps 102:19-20, 23-24; 118:18; Prov 14:27.


f.  God also delivers the believer from death, Job 5:20; Ps 33:19, 56:13; 116:8.


g.  The believer who attains spiritual maturity departs under dying grace, Ps 23:4.  Ps 116:15, “Precious in the sight of the Lord is the death of His godly ones.”  This is not necessarily freedom from pain, but pain is negated as a factor.


h.  Resurrection is victory over death.  Whatever the failures or glories related to our death, we all revert to the principle of divine unconditional love in resurrection.  Resurrection supersedes whatever we were in dying.  Therefore, it is victory for all believers, 1 Cor 15:54-57.  There is no victory for the grave because all believers will have a resurrection body.  The victory of physical death is for believers only.


i.  Death is defined in terms of the believer as follows.



(1)  Death means no appointment with judgment, Heb 9:27.  The first appointment is physical death; the second, for the lake of fire, is canceled.



(2)  Death means being face-to-face with the Lord, 2 Cor 5:8; this implies an interim body.



(3)  Death means the end of pain, Rev 21:4.  There is no mourning, crying, or pain in the interim body.  Believers who die the sin unto death don’t lose out until the Rapture.  They have a ball in the interim body.



(4)  Death means an eternal inheritance, 1 Pet 1:4-5.



(5)  Death means a new home, Jn 14:1-6.



(6)  Death means realization of eternal life, Jn 11:25, 10:28, 20:31; 1 Jn 5:11-12.



(7)  Death means waiting for the resurrection in an interim body, Jn 11:25; 1 Thes 4:13-18; Job 19:25-26; Phil 3:21; 1 Cor 5:51-57.



(8)  For the believer whose momentum carries him to spiritual maturity, death is going to be profitable forever.  Phil 1:21, “For to me to live is Christ, and dying is profit.”


(9)  For the believer who spends his life in the cosmic system, death is horrible.  However, better an end with horror than horror without end.  The believer living in the cosmic system dies under the maximum discipline of the sin unto death, 1 Jn 5:16; Rev 3:16.
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
