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is the connective use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and.”
 is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular adjective DIKAIOS, which means “righteous.”
 is the appositional accusative from the masculine singular proper name LOT, the nephew of Abraham.

 is the accusative masculine singular present passive participle from the verb KATAPONEW, which means “to subdue, torment, wear out, or oppress someone.”  Here it means oppressed or tormented.


The present tense is a retroactive progressive present for an action begun in the past, which continues into the present.


The passive voice indicates that Lot received the action of being oppressed by unbelievers.


The participle is circumstantial.

“and rescued righteous Lot”
 is the preposition HUPO plus the ablative of means from the feminine singular article and noun ANASTROPHĒ, which means “way of life, conduct, or behavior.”  It means “by the behavior.”
 is the descriptive genitive from the masculine plural article and adjective ATHESMOS, which means “lawless, unprincipled.”  Here it means “of unprincipled men.”
 is the preposition EN plus the locative of sphere from the feminine singular noun ASELGEIA, which means “in the sphere of licentiousness, debauchery, sensuality, or indecency.”
is the third person singular aorist deponent middle indicative from the verb HRUOMAI, which means “to rescue, save, deliver or preserve someone from something.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which refers to the entirety of our Lord’s deliverance of Lot from the oppression of unbelievers.


The deponent middle is middle in form but active in meaning, here our Lord produced the action of rescuing Lot.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“having been oppressed by the behavior of unprincipled men in the sphere of indecency.”
2 Pet 1:7 corrected translation
“and rescued righteous Lot, having been oppressed by the behavior of unprincipled men in the sphere of indecency.”
Explanation:
1.  Our Lord rescued Lot from the immoral, sensual, indecent conduct of these homosexuals because of grace, certainly not because Lot had done anything to deserve it.  Lot here is called righteous because He had believed in Christ.


a.  As we saw in Gen 19:15-16, Lot did not even want to leave the city when he knew God was about to destroy it.  “When morning dawned, the angels urged Lot, saying, ‘Up, take your wife and your two daughters who are here, or you will be swept away in the punishment of the city.’  But he hesitated.  So the men seized his hand and the hand of his wife and the hands of his two daughters, for the compassion of the Lord was upon him; and they brought him out, and put him outside the city.”

b.  Furthermore, Lot demonstrated no righteousness whatsoever in offering his daughters as a sexual sacrifice to these homosexual unbelievers. Gen 19:8 “Now behold, I have two daughters who have not had sexual relations with man; please let me bring them out to you, and do to them whatever you like; only do nothing to these men, inasmuch as they have come under the shelter of my roof.”
2.  Note that homosexuals were the ones oppressing Lot; Lot was not the one oppressing them.  However, Lot was also oppressing himself; for he was a loser believer with a tormented soul.


a.  The tormented soul will be described in our next verse, 2 Pet 2:8.  Some believers go through the stages of reversionism with an extreme self-righteousness.  This is what happened to Lot.


b.  Homosexuals have the same right as any other unbeliever to be evangelized by believers.  But Lot, in his self-righteousness, was not evangelizing any of them because he was in moral degeneracy.  Lot was tormented in his soul because the homosexuality offended his self-righteousness.  Lot was no better than the homosexuals.  After his rescue, he got drunk and committed incest with his two daughters.


c.  A self-righteous person in a psychotic state is a tormented soul.


d.  Whenever a believer is surrounded by degeneracy and has some system of righteousness in his soul, the degeneracy becomes a torment to the soul of the loser believer.

e.  Lot was in a constant state of being upset.  Torment of the soul does not solve the problem.  We have the solution in growing in grace as individual believers.


f.  Any loser believer who has any system of righteousness (such as establishment righteousness, capacity righteousness, or spiritual righteousness) and does not have the spiritual problem-solving devices in place is going to be constantly tormented (irritated to the point of self-torture).

3.  Homosexuality is not only a sin, but is described here as indecency.


a.  Homosexuality is an abnormal sexual sin.


b.  The penalty for homosexuality was death, Lev 18:22, 20:13.  Rom 1:24-27 describes the destruction of a nation from this degeneracy.  “Therefore, God delivered them over to the lusts of their right lobes to an immoral status, that their bodies might be degraded among themselves; they who exchanged the doctrine from God for a lie [negative volition of cosmic two].  They both worship and serve the creature [Satan] rather than the Creator [Jesus Christ] who is blessed forever.  Because of this, God has delivered them over to the passions of dishonor [or shameful passions, i.e., sinful desires of the right lobe, immoral degeneracy].  For not only their women exchanged the normal function of sex for that which is contrary to nature [lesbianism], but also in the same manner, the men abandoned their natural relationship with women [homosexuality] and became inflamed with their lust for one another, males with males, accomplishing the perverted act of homosexuality, and received in themselves the judgment of their perversion which was inevitable.”  Homosexuality is used here to demonstrate immoral degeneracy.


c.  Homosexuality is included in Paul’s list of some of the most heinous sins along with: fornication, idolatry, adultery, being a Catamite (a male homosexual prostitute), a thief, greedy, a drunkard, a slanderer, and a swindler, 1 Cor 6:9-11.


d.  Homosexuality is a distraction from the plan of God and the spiritual life and is an expression of total arrogance.


e.  Homosexuality is a part of the Phallic cult, Ps 106:37-39.

f.  Homosexuality is a flaw, which is acquired as a direct result of volition responding to the temptation of the sin nature.  This is not the result of genetic handicap.  It is the deliberate and conscious function of the volition related to temptation.  Homosexuality and lesbianism is produced by emotional revolt of the soul.


g.  God invented sex for marriage only, which makes marriage a unique institution in the human race.  God invented marriage for one man and one woman, which means that homosexual or lesbian “marriages” are not legitimate in the eyes of God.


h.  Social disapproval is a restraint.  This is the establishment influence of society, but it only functions when a society is establishment oriented.  For example, homosexuals are no issue in society until they make an issue of themselves, and then society must squash them.  But if a Christian goes on a crusade against homosexuality, it never works, because that is an attempt to improve Satan’s world.  Change must occur by the establishment function of the law based on the function of a large pivot of mature believers.


i.  God’s view and the inevitable judgment of homosexuality is memorialized in the Dead Sea.  AIDs and other plague judgments for homosexuality is God’s way of protecting the human race.  Inevitably, God must judge all forms of immoral degeneracy and eliminate such people from the human race for the preservation of the human race; for the greatest danger to the destruction of the human race is immoral degeneracy, not nuclear weapons.  The human race has the potential for self-destruction, but God keeps immoral degeneracy in check through judgment.

4.  1 Tim 1:9-10, “Realizing this fact that the Law was not made for a righteous man, but for those who are lawless and rebellious, for the ungodly and sinners, for the unholy and profane, for those who murder their fathers and mothers, for murderers in general, for fornicators and homosexuals, for kidnappers and liars and perjurers, and whatever else is contrary to sound doctrine.”
