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
- is the accusative direct object from the feminine singular demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, meaning “This.”
- is the adverb of time ĒDĒ, which means “now, already.”
- is the vocative masculine plural from the adjective AGAPĒTOS, which means “beloved ones.”
- is the accusative direct object from the feminine singular adjective DEUTEROS, meaning “second.”
- is the dative indirect object from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “to you.”
- is the first person singular present active indicative from the verb GRAPHW, which means “to write: I am writing.”

The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on.


The active voice indicates that Peter is producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

“This is now, beloved ones, the second letter I am writing to you,”
- is the accusative direct object from the feminine singular noun EPISTOLĒ, which means “letter.”
- is the preposition EN plus the instrumental of means from the feminine plural relative pronoun HOS, meaning “by means of which.”  The feminine plural of the relative pronoun goes with the feminine plural of the noun EPISTOLĒ, and therefore, refers to this letter.

- is the first person singular present active indicative from the verb DIEGEIRW, which means “to arouse someone from sleep.”  Here it is used metaphorically of waking up believers who are complacent about the teaching of the word of God and getting them to pay attention to what is being taught.  This word is used in four other New Testament passages. 

Mark 4:39, “And after He got up and rebuked the wind and said to the sea, ‘Hush, be still.’ And the wind died down and it became perfectly calm.”
 
Luke 8:24, “They came to Jesus and woke Him up, saying, ‘Master, Master, we are perishing!’ And He got up and rebuked the wind and the surging waves, and they stopped, and it became calm.”
 
John 6:18, “The sea began to be stirred up because a strong wind was blowing.”

2 Pet 1:13, “That is, I consider it right, as long as I am in this body, to stir you up by means of a reminder,”

The present tense is a descriptive present which is describing what Peter is doing right now as he is writing.


The active voice indicates that Peter is the one producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for the reality that Peter is attempting to awaken, to stir up to get complacent believers to be motivated to pay attention to the teaching of doctrine.

- is the possessive genitive from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “your.”
- is the preposition EN plus the instrumental of means from the feminine singular noun HUPOMNĒSIS, which means “by means of a reminder” and is used this way in 2 Pet 1:13 and 2 Tim 1:5.

- is the accusative direct object from the feminine singular article and adjective EILIKRINĒS plus the noun DIANOIA.


The word EILIKRINĒS means “pure, sincere.”  It is used in Phil 1:9, “In fact, I pray this prayer that your virtue-love may be caused to abound still more, even to a greater degree, by means of epignosis doctrine resident in the soul and all discernment.” Phil 1:10 “with
the result that you may approve after testing those things of greater value, in order that you may be completely pure and blameless with reference to the day of Christ [Rapture],”

The word DIANOIA means “the understanding, the mind” and is used as such throughout the New Testament.

“by means of which I am stirring up your pure understanding by a reminder.”
2 Peter 3:1 corrected translation
“This is now, beloved ones, the second letter I am writing to you, by means of which I am stirring up your pure understanding by a reminder.”
Explanation:
1.  This statement is one of the primary proofs for the fact that the letter of First Peter is a part of the New Testament Canon.


a.  The other side of the coin is that this statement is also one of the primary proofs that this epistle is a part of the New Testament Canon.


b.  This statement also establishes Peter as the author of the second epistle.

2.  The title “beloved ones” indicates once again that Peter is addressing this letter to those who are believers in the Lord Jesus Christ, for only believers are loved by God.

3.  But the real importance of this verse is found in the phrase, “I am stirring up your pure understanding by a reminder.”

a.  The function of the pastor is to stir up your understanding.



(1)  The purpose of the pastor is to study and teach the word of God.  When he does this, it stirs him up.



(2)  When the pastor gets stirred up by the doctrine in his soul, then his job is to go and stir up those in the congregation by that same doctrine.



(3)  Stirring you up means to wake you up, to bring you back to a conscious awareness of something.



(4)  When we are asleep, our mind is resting, yet it is still functioning.  When we are awakened, our mind ceases resting and becomes fully aware of our surroundings and circumstances.  We instantly remember who we are, where we are, why we are there, and what we should be doing.



(5)  The word of God taught by the pastor does the same thing with our stream of consciousness.  Bible doctrine should cause us to become aware of what is going on around us spiritually, what is going on inside us spirituality, and what we should be doing spiritually.



(6)  There are two parts to stirring up our understanding.




(a)  Placing new information in our understanding, which causes our understanding to become alert and aware of things spiritually we have never realized or thought about before.




(b)  Causing us to recall or remember spiritual information we have learned in the past but have not thought about lately which may be pertinent to our situation now.


b.  Peter qualifies this understanding as a “pure understanding.”


(1)  Pure means that we receive absolutely correct and accurate information regarding what the word of God says, means, and how it should be interpreted.



(2)  This is a function of the teaching ministry of God the Holy Spirit.




(a)  When the pastor teaches Bible doctrine, God the Holy Spirit takes only that information which is accurate and makes it perfectly understandable to us as spiritual information.  This is called GNWSIS in the Greek.




(b)  Pastors make mistakes in what they teach.  They are human and make mistakes or even miss speak what they intended to say.  But God the Holy Spirit makes up for all that by making His intended message perfectly clear to the believer who is positive to doctrine and listens to the whole message.




(c)  Many believers don’t listen to the whole message, but only the parts that are interesting to them.  This causes misunderstanding of doctrine, misinterpretation of the doctrinal message, and leads to misapplication of doctrine.



(3)  But for the believer who is truly positive to the teaching of the word of God and really pays attention and listens with objectivity to the entire message, that believer will receive the full benefit of the teaching ministry of God the Holy Spirit to make that information correctly understood.


c.  The means of stirring up our understanding is by repetition.



(1)  Peter here indicates that he is using repetition of doctrines he has already taught to cause his readers to remember that doctrine and be stirred up spiritually in their own lives.



(2)  Repetition has two great benefits to any believer.




(a)  Repetition stirs up the doctrine in our soul to the point where we cannot forget it.




(b)  Repetition stirs up the doctrine in our soul for application to the current circumstances in our life.


d.  Repetition is defined as the act of repeated utterance; therefore, reiteration.  The principle of repetition is what we learn after we know it all.


e.  The reason for repetition is that the rate of learning must exceed the rate of forgetting for the inculcation of Bible doctrine.


f.  The inculcation of doctrine is designed to impress the stream of consciousness with full-knowledge of Bible doctrine by repeated teaching of a pertinent subject.


g.  Failure to respond to repetition of Bible teaching results in the function of the arrogance skills (self-gratification, self-justification, self-deception, and self-absorption).


h.  2 Tim 4:3-4 is the result of reaction to repetition, “For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine, but on the basis of their own lusts to have their ears tickled they will accumulate to themselves teachers and will turn away their itching ears from the truth and will turn aside into myths.”

i.  The Christian amateur wants to hear something new to stimulate or scratch their itching ears.  They dabble in false doctrine, seeking either emotional stimulation or philosophical and psychological distractions, which reject true doctrinal inculcation.



(1)  2 Tim 3:7 describes that status quo, “Always learning but never able to come to a knowledge of the truth.”


(2)  The description of the Christian amateur is given in 2 Tim 3:2-6.
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
