2 Thes 2:12


is the conjunction HINA, which introduces a purpose clause, and is translated “in order that.”
 is the third person plural aorist passive subjunctive from the verb KRINW, which means “to be judged, to be condemned.”

The aorist tense is a gnomic aorist, which looks at the judgment and condemnation of the unbeliever as an absolute fact.


The passive voice indicates that the unbeliever receives the action of being judged and condemned by God.


The subjunctive mood is potential, dependent upon the volition of the unbeliever and implies a future reference—the Last judgment.
is the nominative subject from the masculine plural adjective PAS, meaning “all” or “every” plus the nominative subject from the masculine plural articular aorist active participle from the verb PISTEUW plus the subjective negative MĒ, meaning “All those who do not believe.”

The article is used as a relative pronoun with an embedded demonstrative pronoun and is translated “those who”.


The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which gathers into a single whole the fact that these people will not believe in Christ.


The participle is circumstantial and translated like a finite verb.

 is the dative direct object from the feminine singular article and noun ALĒTHEIA, meaning “the truth.”
“in order that all those who do not believe the truth”
is the strong adversative conjunction ALLA, meaning “but” plus the nominative masculine plural aorist active participle from the verb EUDOKEW, which means “to be pleased; to take delight or pleasure in something; to choose, will, resolve; to be content.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which gathers into a single whole the entire attitude of these unbelievers—they take pleasure in unrighteousness.


The active voice indicates that these unbelievers produce the action.


The participle is circumstantial and translated like a finite verb.

 is the dative direct object from the feminine singular article and noun ADIKIA, which means “unrighteousness, wrongdoing, evil, sin; injustice.”  All of these meanings apply here depending on the trend of the sin nature and the degree of depravity or degeneracy.

“but take pleasure in unrighteousness might be judged.”
2 Thes 2:12 corrected translation
“in order that all those who do not believe the truth but take pleasure in unrighteousness might be judged.”
Explanation:
1.  What is the ‘truth’ in this passage?


a.  The truth is the fact that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.


b.  He was sent by God the Father as the perfect offering for sin to die spiritually on the cross as a substitute sin offering for the entire human race.


c.  He was uniquely born of a virgin, having no old sin nature and therefore no imputation of Adam’s original sin.


d.  He lived His entire life under the power of the filling of God the Holy Spirit and never committed any personal sin.


e.  This qualified Him to go to the cross and bear our sins in His own body and be judged for those sins in our place.


f.  After being judged for our sins, our Lord ended His own life by delivering up His human spirit to God the Father.


g.  He was buried and raised from the dead three days later by God the Father and God the Holy Spirit.


h.  He ascended into heaven and was received by God the Father in His true humanity and given the highest place of honor, being seated at the right hand of the Father.

2.  Those who believe in the person of the Lord Jesus Christ and what He did for them on the cross have an eternal, personal relationship with all three members of the Trinity.

3.  Those who do not believe the truth are called “unbelievers” and are condemned by God to live forever in an eternal lake of fire.  Those who will not believe that Jesus Christ came and died spiritually for them on the cross will be judged at the Last Judgment at the end of all human history because they did not believe.


a.  They are also said “to take pleasure in unrighteousness.”  The unbeliever enjoys the fact they are hostile and antagonistic to God.  They enjoy their sinfulness and don’t need us to tell or show them how wrong they are; thank you very much!


b.  The unbeliever does not care that he is unfair, unjust, and unrighteous.


c.  The unbeliever does not care that he is wrong, sinful, full of lust, envy, pride, arrogance, anger, antagonism, or any other sin.


d.  The unbeliever does not care who he hurts with his tongue, his gossip, his maligning, his criticism, his judging.


e.  The believer feels exactly the same way when he or she is out of fellowship with God.


f.  The unbeliever hates God, is against God, and cannot stand God or any of God’s thoughts and standards.  The believer out of fellowship feels exactly the same way.


g.  Rom 1:18, “For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth in unrighteousness.”
