2 Thes 3:14


is the additive/continuative use of the postpositive conjunctive particle DE, meaning “Furthermore” plus the first class conditional particle EI, meaning “if and it’s true.”  There will always be believers who will not listen to the teaching of doctrine, whether face-to-face or non-face to face.

 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular indefinite pronoun TIS, meaning “anyone.”
 is the negative adverb OUK meaning “no, not” plus the third person singular present active indicative from the verb HUPAKOUW, which means “to obey, be subject to; respond to, accept, adhere to.”

The present tense is a descriptive present to indicate what is now going on.


The active voice indicates that certain believers produce the action and will continue to do so in every generation.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

is the dative indirect object from the masculine singular article and noun LOGOS plus the possessive genitive from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, meaning “our word, doctrine, command.”  Here “command” is the best translation with HUPAKOUW, which means, “to obey.”
is the preposition DIA plus the ablative of means from the feminine singular article used as a demonstrative pronoun and noun EPISTOLĒ, which means “through this epistle.”
“Furthermore, if anyone does not obey our command through this letter”
 is the adverbial accusative of reference from the masculine singular demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, meaning “concerning this one.”
is the second person plural present middle imperative from the verb SĒMEIOW, which means “to mark, note; in the middle voice to note for oneself.”  With the previous accusative demonstrative pronoun this literally says, “you yourselves mark him.”  In modern English, we would say, “make of note to yourself concerning him.”

The present tense is descriptive for what each of us should now be doing—noting those believers who are negative to doctrine.


The middle voice is a dynamic middle, which indicates that this is something we do for our own benefit and in our own interest.


The imperative mood is a common.

 is the negative adverb MĒ plus the present middle/passive infinitive from the verb SUNANAMIGNUMI, which means “to mix together with; but in the passive “to associate with.”

The present tense is customary for what is reasonably expected to occur.


The passive voice indicates that all positive believers receive the action of not being permitted to associate with negative believers.


The infinitive is an infinitive of purpose indicating God’s purpose in not having believers who are negative to the teaching of Bible doctrine have any influence over those believers who are positive to the teaching of doctrine.

is the instrumental of association from the third person masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, translated “with him.”
“make a note to yourself concerning this one not to associate with him,”
is the conjunction HINA, meaning “in order that” used to introduce a final purpose clause.  With this we have the third person singular aorist passive subjunctive from the verb ENTREPW, which means, “to be made ashamed.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist which gathers into a single whole the point of time when this believer becomes ashamed of his negative volition.


The passive voice indicates that the negative believer receives the action.


The subjunctive mood is used with HINA to indicate the final purpose clause.

“in order that he might be made ashamed.”
2 Thes 3:14 corrected translation
“Furthermore, if anyone does not obey our command through this letter, make a note to yourself concerning this one not to associate with him, in order that he might be made ashamed.”
Explanation:
1.  There will always be believers with negative volition throughout the dispensation of the Church as well as all other dispensations.


a.  Negative volition comes in many forms, but is ultimately disobedience to the known will of God.


b.  Man can sin through ignorance, and he is still guilty of sin.


c.  But man can also sin in cognizance, which is an affront to the righteousness and justice of God.


d.  Negative volition means that we know that God exists but we want nothing to do with Him.


e.  Negative volition means that we know that God exists and we want to know all about Him, and then when He tells us about Himself, we reject what He says.


f.  Negative volition means knowing the plan, will, and purpose of God for our life and deciding not to do it.


g.  Negative volition means living our life based on our agenda, based on what we want to do, rather than on God’s agenda or what He wants us to do.


h.  God’s will is contained in God’s word.  God’s word is communicated both verbally and in written form.  If any believer does not obey the commands of God as contained in the written word of God and communicated through the agency of a pastor-teacher, then that person has become negative to Bible doctrine, which are the communicated commands, directives, and guidance of God.

2.  We are commanded not to associate with negative believers.


a.  This does not mean that we cannot talk to them or be polite to them.


b.  This does not mean that we reject them, are antagonistic to them, or refuse to have anything to do with them.


c.  This does mean that we are not to around them in a social situation.

d.  If we are positive to doctrine and growing in grace, then our social life should be with other Christians who think like we do.


e.  We will not raise negative volition up to spiritual our level (only God can do that), but negative volition can drag us down to its level.


f.  Therefore, do not make negative believers your intimate friends.  Do not even associate with them in your social life.


g.  Disassociation with them is one of the ways that the justice of God can demonstrate to them that they are under divine discipline.

3.  The Example, 1 Cor 5:1-13.


a.  This is the case of the incestuous Corinthian.  He was having sex with his mother or stepmother.


b.  Paul had ordered the Corinthians not to associate with immoral believers—those who were negative to Bible doctrine.  But this was not to be done with malice or hatred or revenge.


c.  Paul finally has to order the Corinthians to “Remove the wicked man from among yourselves.”

d.  This disassociation had God’s desired effect.  The man returned to positive volition to doctrine and Paul had to tell the Corinthians to restore him in the local church, 2 Cor 2:5-11.

4.  The purpose of disassociation from negative believers is to awaken their conscience to the fact they are out of line with God.  This is accomplished through shame.


a.  Shame is “a disturbed or painful feeling of guilt, incompetence, indecency, or blameworthiness.”

b.  Shame is dishonor, disgrace.


c.  When we disassociate with negative believers, we keep our mouths shut and do not malign, judge, or criticize them.  The disassociation itself will awaken their conscience to their own dishonor and disgrace.  If their conscience is not awakened to their own dishonor and disgrace, then they are headed for the sin unto death.

Doctrine of Association
A.  The believer is blessed by association with a mature believer.  This  can occur in business, the military, athletics, in marriage, or in a church.  The blessing overflows from the leader to those under the leader.

B.  The believer is cursed by association with a degenerate reversionist, even if the believer is a mature believer; example, Jonathan.

C.  The believer is blessed and prospered by association with Jesus Christ when he is occupied with Christ.  Heb 12:2; Col 3:1-2.

D.  The believer wrongly associates disaster with past sins.  This is cursing by imagination or cursing by guilt complex, Ps 40:12.

E.  The recovery system of 1 Jn 1:9 is the believer associating his sins with their judgment on the cross.

F.  The believer is influenced by sexual association.  The person with whom you have sex influences you.

G.  The believer is influenced by social association.  A believer can be influenced for evil or for good by the company he keeps.  1 Cor 15:33, “Evil companions corrupt good morals.”
H.  There is guilt by association.  The innocent suffer because of their association with the guilty.

I.  Prov 11:11 says that a spiritually mature leader blesses the nation, but association with the reversionist destroys the nation.
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
