Acts 10:40



 is the appositional accusative direct object from the demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, meaning “this One” and referring to Jesus.  Then we have the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun THEOS, meaning “God.”  This is followed by the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb EGEIRW, which means “to raise up” (BDAG, p. 271).

The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which presents the past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that God the Father and God the Holy Spirit produced the action of raising Jesus from the dead.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

Then we have the preposition EN plus the locative of time from the feminine singular article and ordinal adjective TRITOS plus the feminine singular noun HĒMERA, which means “on the third day.”

“this One God raised up on the third day”
 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb DIDWMI, which means “to give, grant, or allow” (BDAG, p. 243).

The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which presents the past action as a fact.


The active voice indicates that God produced the action of granting something.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.
Then we have the accusative direct object (the double accusative of person and thing) from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “Him” and referring to our Lord’s risen humanity in resurrection body.  This is followed by the double accusative of the thing from the masculine singular adjective EMPHANĒS, which means “capable of being seen, visible; become visible Acts 10:40 of the resurrected Lord.”
  Finally, we have the aorist deponent middle infinitive from the verb GINOMAI, which means “to become.”


The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which presents the past action as a fact.


The deponent middle voice functions like an active voice, indicating that the resurrected humanity of Jesus produced the action of being allowed to become visible to others.

The infinitive is a complementary infinitive, completing the meaning of the verb ‘to give/grant’.

“and granted Him to become visible,”
Acts 10:40 corrected translation
“this One God raised up on the third day and granted Him to become visible,”
Explanation:
1.  “this One God raised up on the third day”

a.  The demonstrative pronoun ‘this One’ obviously refers to the humanity of Christ, Jesus, our Lord.  The two persons raising Him from the dead are God the Father and God the Holy Spirit.


(1)  God the Father returns the human spirit to our Lord’s body in the grave (‘Father, into Your hands I deposit My spirit’).



(2)  God the Holy Spirit returns the human soul of our Lord to His body in the grave.  Ps 16:10, “For You will not abandon my soul to Sheol; nor will You allow Your Holy One to undergo decay.”

b.  The verb ‘raised up’ refers to the resurrection of Jesus.  It is the same verb used throughout the gospels for the resurrection of Christ.

c.  The phrase “‘the “third day’ was associated with the day of salvation and divine manifestation (cf. Gen 22:4; 42:18; Ex 19:16; Josh 3:2; Hos 6:2; Jonah 1:17).  Another interpretation focuses on the significance of Hos 6:2, which speaks of the national revival of Israel on the third day.  ‘The third day’ is a Semitic idiom referring to an unexpectedly short period of time (cf. Lk 13:32f).  In His predictions of His passion, Jesus used this idiom to mean that He would be raised ‘in a short time’ (Mt 16:21; 17:23; 20:19; 27:64; Lk 9:22; 18:33; 24:7, 21, 46).  ‘On the third day’ would then mean the same thing as the phrase ‘in a little while’, used in Jn 16:16–22.  The fact that the ‘third day’ prediction was literally fulfilled had such an impact on the disciples that it became a part of their proclamation of the Resurrection.”


d.  The great testimony of the apostles to the world is the resurrection of Jesus from the dead.  This is the single most dramatic event in human history.  It is the ultimate proof of the deity of Jesus.  It is the ultimate proof that He was who He said He was.  He was no fraud.


e.  The witness of Peter is undeniable, because he was one of the closest friends of the Lord and a true eyewitness to His death and resurrection three days later.


f.  There was no benefit, no advantage, nothing to be gained by Peter lying about the resurrection of Jesus to a group of Roman Gentiles.  These people had probably heard the stories that Jesus had been raised from the dead, but they had never met anyone who was a real eyewitness.  It’s like meeting a believer from Kenya, who tells you the story of how he came face to face with a lion and survived.  You can see on his face and hear in his voice the truthfulness of what he is saying.  These Gentiles could see and hear the truthfulness of what Peter was saying, and then God the Holy Spirit made it a reality in their souls through His ministry of common grace.


g.  The resurrection of Jesus is the ultimate validation of His life, His teachings, and His person.  It is what separates Christianity from all the religions created by mankind.
2.  “and granted Him to become visible,”

a.  The resurrected humanity of Christ was permitted or allowed to become visible to mankind.  And He made himself manifest to the women at the grave and then to the disciples many times.  There was not just one isolated appearance of Jesus.

b.  The appearances of the resurrected Christ are as follows:


(1)  Mt 28:9-10, “And behold, Jesus met them [Mary Magdalene and the other Mary, who had come to the tome; Mark says that ‘the other Mary’ was Mary the mother of James, Mk 16:1, and adds Salome] and greeted them.  And they came up and took hold of His feet and worshiped Him.  Then Jesus said to them, ‘Do not be afraid; go and take word to My brethren to leave for Galilee, and there they will see Me.’”



(2)  Mt 28:16-17, “But the eleven disciples proceeded to Galilee, to the mountain which Jesus had designated.  When they saw Him, they worshiped Him but some were doubtful.”  Notice that we don’t yet have the “many convincing proofs” because “some [not just Thomas] were doubtful.”



(3)  Lk 24:13-35, the story of the two men [Cleopas and Simon?] on the road to Emmaus.



(4)  Lk 24:36-43, where Jesus suddenly stands in their midst, shows them His hands and feet, allows them to touch Him proving He has real flesh and bones, and then eat a piece of broiled fish.



(5)  Jn 20:16-17, Jesus appears to Mary at the tomb and she clings to Him.



(6)  Jn 20:26-29, Jesus appears to the disciples to prove Himself especially to Thomas eight days after His previous appearance to them.



(7)  Jn 20:30, “Therefore many other signs Jesus also performed in the presence of the disciples, which are not written in this book.”



(8)  Jn 21:1ff, Jesus manifests himself to some of the disciples who are fishing on the Sea of Tiberias.  John says, “This is now the third time that Jesus was manifested to the disciples, after He was raised from the dead,” Jn 21:14.


(9)  1 Cor 15:4-8, “and that He was buried, and that He was raised on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures, and that He appeared to Peter, then to the twelve.  Later He appeared to more than five hundred brethren at one time, the majority of whom remain until now, but some have died.  Later He appeared to Jacob then to all the apostles.  But last of all, as though to a miscarriage, He appeared even to me.”
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
