Acts 2:1



 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And then” followed by the preposition EN plus the locative of time from the neuter singular articular present deponent middle infinitive from the verb SUMPLĒROW, which means “(1) literally: to fill completely of a ship that is being filled with water in a storm be swamped; they were being swamped Lk 8:23; (2) and figuratively: of time to arrive as the timely moment for an event to take place, fulfill, approach, come ‘when the days of his ascension were approaching’ Lk 9:51; when the day of Pentecost had come Acts 2:1.”


The present tense is descriptive present for what was happening right then.


The deponent middle is active in meaning, the day of Pentecost producing the action of coming.


The infinitive is an infinitive of time, which indicates the relative time at which the action of the main verb took place.  “The action of the infinitive of contemporaneous time occurs simultaneously with the action of the controlling verb.  Its structure is  + the infinitive.  It should be translated while (for present infinitives) or as, when (for aorist infinitives) plus an appropriate finite verb.”
  Literally this says, “while the day of Pentecost is come,” which emphasizes the fact that the full fifty days since the resurrection of Christ has been fulfilled, taken place, or come.  The reason why you see the translation “when the day of Pentecost had come” is because this action occurs at the same time as the action of the main verb, which is in the imperfect tense (a past tense).  Then we have the accusative of general reference (which functions as the subject of the infinitive) from the feminine singular article and noun HĒMERA, meaning “the day” plus the genitive of identity from the feminine singular article and noun PENTĒKOSTĒ, which we transliterate as “Pentecost.”

“And then when the day of Pentecost had come,”

 is the third person plural imperfect active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: they were.”


The imperfect tense is a descriptive imperfect, which describes what was going on at some point in the past.


The active voice indicates that the disciples (the eleven plus all the others) produced the action of being together in a room in a house.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the predicate nominative from the masculine plural adjective PAS, meaning “all” plus the adverb of place HOMOU, “which pertains to being together in the same place, together Jn 21:2; they were all together in one place Acts 2:1.”
  This is followed by the preposition EPI plus the accusative of place from the neuter singular article and intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “at the same place, together and with the verb EIMI it means to be together as in: Lk 17:35; Acts 1:15; 2:1, 44.  It is also used with verbs of motion, meaning to come together to the same place 1 Cor 11:20; 14:23.”

“they were all together at the same place.”

Acts 2:1 corrected translation
“And then when the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together at the same place.”
Explanation:
1.  “And then when the day of Pentecost had come,”

a.  Luke continues his narrative by moving forward a few days to the events that occurred on the day of Pentecost.


b.  What is Pentecost?



(1)  “This was a one–day festival held on the 6th Sivan in the middle of the wheat harvest and the end of the barley harvest to give thanks.  Only one day could be spared for the festival at a time when the wheat harvest was in full swing. The thanksgiving centered upon two loaves.  A small field was reaped, and the grain separated and ground. The flour was then made into two huge loaves, and when baked they were waved to the sky in thanksgiving to the God who was watching over all (Lev 23:15–21).”



(2)  The Greek word means “fiftieth” and came to designate the fiftieth day after Passover.  The OT does not use the term, but instead refers to the festival as the “feast of weeks” (Ex 34:22).  On this day the Church was born.



(3)  According to the Jewish calendar all males were obligated to appear before the Lord three times each year (Dt 16:16).  Pentecost was the second of these national festivals and took place fifty days or seven full weeks after Passover.  It was designated the “feast of weeks” since it concluded the interval that began with the presentation of the first harvest sheaves, thereby marking the end of the grain harvest.  It was celebrated with much joy, the cessation of hard work.



(4)  The resurrection of Christ took place on the first day of the week, Sunday, according to Mt 28:1; Mk 16:2; Lk 24:1; Jn 20:1.  We never find Christ meeting with his disciples on the seventh day (Saturday).  But he specially honored the first day (Sunday) by manifesting himself to them that day (Mt 28:9; Lk 24:34, 18–33; Jn 20:19–23; Jn 20:26).  

There can be no doubt that the descent of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost was on Sunday (seven weeks or 49 days after the Jewish Sabbath (Saturday) plus one more day equals Sunday, the fiftieth day or Pentecost.  Thus Christ appears as instituting a new day to be observed by His people [the Church] as the Sabbath, a day to be henceforth known amongst them as the ‘Lord’s day’.  The observance of this ‘Lord’s day’ as the [new] Sabbath was the general custom of the primitive churches, and must have had apostolic sanction (Acts 20:3–7; 1 Cor 16:1, 2) and authority, and so the sanction and authority of Jesus Christ.
 

2.  “they were all together at the same place.”

a.  The subject “they” does not refer to just the twelve apostles, but to the entire group of 120 believers mentioned in Acts 1:15.


b.  Luke does not specifically state the place where these disciples were gathered together, which is why some scholars have speculated that because there were 120 people they must have been gathered together somewhere in the Jewish Temple as part of the Jewish worship of the festival of Pentecost.


c.  However, it is just as likely that they were gathered together in the same upper-story room mentioned by Luke in Acts 1:13.  And the next verse (Acts 2:2) tells us that they were in a house (“and it filled the whole house where they were sitting.”) rather than in a room in the Temple.


d.  Luke’s emphasis here is on the obedience of these believers to the command of the Lord given to the apostles in Acts 1:4, “He commanded them not to leave from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Father’s promise.”


e.  The principle is obvious: when you obey God, you are blessed by God.  And 1 Cor 2:9 was certainly fulfilled by what was about to happen, “‘Things which the eye has not seen and the ear has not heard, in fact it has not entered into the heart of man,’ the things which God has prepared for those who keep on loving Him.”
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
