Acts 2:18



 is the coordinating use of the conjunction KAI, which is used in coordination with another KAI, meaning “both…and” plus the enclitic [the word’s accent is thrown backward on the previous word] particle GE, which “is appended to the word or words it refers to; it serves to ‘focus the attention upon a single idea, and place it, as it were, in the limelight: differing thus from , which emphasizes the reality of a concept (though in certain respects the usages of the two particles are similar)’” (Denniston, Greek Particles page 114).  In oral utterance it would be accompanied by a change in pitch of voice at certain points in the context, and a translator may use an adverb or indicate the point through word order, choice of typeface, or punctuation; it is translated: at least, even, indeed, etc.”
  Then we have the preposition EPI plus the accusative of place from the masculine plural article and noun DOULOS with the possessive genitive from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “on My male slaves.”  This is followed by the coordinating use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” with the preposition EPI plus the accusative of place from the feminine plural article and noun DOULĒ with the possessive genitive from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “on My female slaves.”
“Indeed both on My male slaves and on My female slaves”
 is the preposition EN plus the locative of time from the feminine plural article and noun HĒMERA with the feminine plural demonstrative pronoun EKEINOS, meaning “in those days.”  Then we have the first person singular future active indicative from the verb EKCHEW, which means “to pour out: I will pour out.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The active voice indicates that God will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

This is followed by the preposition APO plus the partitive genitive/ablative partitive (that is, the ablative of the whole from which parts are taken) from the neuter singular article and noun PNEUMA with the possessive genitive from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “from My Spirit.”  The ablative of the whole is also the origin or source here.  The idea is that the Holy Spirit is the whole and the source from which a part of God is given to each believer.
“in those days I will pour out from My Spirit,”
 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the third person plural future active indicative from the verb PROPHETEUW, which means “to prophesy: they will prophesy.”
“and they will prophesy.”
Acts 2:18 corrected translation
“Indeed both on My male slaves and on My female slaves in those days I will pour out from My Spirit, and they will prophesy.”
Explanation:
1.  “Indeed both on My male slaves and on My female slaves”

a.  The particle GE places great emphasis on the fact that God pours out His Spirit on BOTH male slaves and female slaves.  GE emphasizes the coordinating conjunction KAI, which we would do by raising our voice inflection for emphasis when speaking.  The Greeks showed this voice inflection in writing by adding the word GE.  We could write it thus: “BOTH on My male slaves AND on My female slaves…,” where the capitalization shows the louder voice inflection for emphasis.

b.  And the point is…equality in the royal family of God in the new dispensation.  There is total spiritual equality among men and women with regard to the influence of the Holy Spirit and the giving of spiritual gifts.

c.  God does not give spiritual gifts to just men, but equally to women.


d.  Both men and women serve God as His slaves/servants.


e.  The masculine and feminine use of the word DOULOS = slave emphasizes God’s complete and total ownership of those who belong to Him.  He is free to give them whatever He wants.


f.  Therefore, God the Holy Spirit is poured out on both male and female slaves of God, that is, believers in the Lord Jesus Christ.

2.  “in those days I will pour out from My Spirit,”

a.  The phrase “in those days” has both a near and far fulfillment, as does almost all prophecy of Scripture.  The near fulfillment is the Church Age.  The far fulfillment is the millennial reign of Christ after the Church Age and after God gives Israel the final seven years He owes them (Daniel’s seventieth week).


b.  During the entire time of “those days” God pours out His Spirit on those who believe in Christ, which indicates that every person in both the Church Age and the millennial reign of Christ will have the Holy Spirit poured out on him or her.  Therefore, people who are born during these two dispensations who become believers will have the Holy Spirit poured out on them.

c.  The “Spirit” refers to God the Holy Spirit.  The Holy Spirit is given to every Church Age and millennial believer as a down payment or guarantee of eternal salvation.


d.  What does it mean that God will pour out His Spirit?  Or, what does it mean that God’s Spirit is poured out on us?  This anthropomorphism (an action of man attributed to God, for God does not literally pour out anything) is a metaphor for describing the spiritual gifts and impact of God the Holy Spirit in the life of the believer.  For the Church Age believer it means the seven ministries of the Holy Spirit.


(1)  The Holy Spirit makes our faith effective for salvation—the ministry of efficacious grace.



(2)  The Holy Spirit creates a human spirit in us and imputes eternal life to it—the ministry of regeneration.



(3)  The Holy Spirit seals us till the day of redemption—the ministry of eternal security.



(4)  The Holy Spirit influences us—the ministry of filling.



(5)  The Holy Spirit indwells us—the ministry of providing a temple for the indwelling of God the Father and God the Son.



(6)  The Holy Spirit enters us into union with Christ (identifies us with Christ)—the ministry of creating a unique, personal relationship with Christ.


(7)  The Holy Spirit gives us at least one spiritual gift—the ministry of providing us with the ability to serve God in some special way.

3.  “and they will prophesy.”

a.  God the Father gives God the Holy Spirit to each believer for the purpose of proclaiming the message of God to others.  This is why all will prophesy.

b.  When any believer of the Church Age says, “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and you will be saved” that is a prophecy.  It is a promise that something will happen in the future and echoes the promise of God to every member of the human race.

c.  It is painfully obvious that we do not have the spiritual gift of prophesy.  That was a special temporary spiritual gift, which was used to teach the doctrines, principles, and theology of the New Testament before it was committed to writing.


d.  However, every believer has the message of eternal salvation.  And within that message is the prophecy of God concerning the eternal destiny of those who believe in Christ.


e.  Every time we present the message of the gospel to an unbeliever we are declaring a prophecy of God.
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
