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
- is the dative of reference from the masculine singular relative pronoun HOS, meaning “who” and referring back to our Lord Jesus Christ, the subject of the beginning of this epistle.

Ellipsis demands the insertion of the present active indicative of the verb EIMI, meaning “is” but is translated as an idiomatic expression “[belongs].”

- is the predicate nominative from the feminine singular article and noun DOXA, meaning “glory.”

“to Whom [belongs] glory”
- is the preposition EIS plus the adverbial accusative of measure (expressing duration or extent of time) from the masculine plural article and noun AIWN, which means literally “for or throughout the ages.”

 - is the descriptive genitive from the masculine plural article and noun AIWN, meaning “of the ages.”  This whole prepositional phrase is idiomatic for eternity and could legitimately be translated “throughout eternity.”

 - is the Greek transliteration of the Hebrew verb AMĒN, which means “to believe.”  It is correctly translated “I believe it.”

“throughout eternity.  I believe it.”

Gal 1:5 corrected translation
“to Whom [belongs] glory throughout eternity.  I believe it.”

Explanation:
1.  The glory of God sets apart as holy everything that is around it.  Ex 29:42-45, “It shall be a continual burnt offering throughout your generations at the doorway of the tent of meeting before the Lord, where I will meet with you, to speak to you there.  I will meet there with the sons of Israel, and it shall be consecrated by My glory.  I will consecrate the tent of meeting and the altar; I will also consecrate Aaron and his sons to minister as priests to Me.  I will dwell among the sons of Israel and will be their God.”

2.  The glory of God is an intimate part of the person of God, and Moses longed to see the glory of God.  Ex 33:17-23, “The Lord said to Moses, ‘I will also do this thing of which you have spoken; for you have found favor in My sight and I have known you by name.’ 18 Then Moses said, ‘I pray You, show me Your glory [Moses had already seen the glory of the Lord many times – in Egypt, at the Red Sea, at the Tabernacle – what he really wanted to see was the face of God]!’  19 And He said, ‘I Myself will make all My goodness pass before you [Moses would be allowed to see the integrity of God throughout his life], and will proclaim the name of the Lord before you [Jesus Christ will even tell him His name]; and I will be gracious to whom I will be gracious, and will show compassion on whom I will show compassion [our Lord promises to demonstrate His integrity to Moses].’ 20 But He said, ‘You cannot see My face [the deity of Christ], for no man [the unbeliever] can see Me and live! [have a spiritual life]’ 21 Then the Lord said, ‘Behold, there is a place by Me, and you shall stand there on the rock; 22 and it will come about, while My glory is passing by, that I will put you in the cleft of the rock and cover you with My hand until I have passed by. [a picture of salvation] 23 Then I will take My hand away and you shall see My back, but My face shall not be seen.’”

3.  “The Glory of Israel” is one of the titles of our Lord Jesus Christ. 1 Sam 15:29, “Also the Glory of Israel will not lie or change His mind; for He is not a man that He should change His mind.” cf. 1 Chr 16:10, “Glory in His holy name; let the heart of those who seek the Lord be glad.”

4.  “Glory” is the name for our eternal life with God. Ps 73:24, “With Your counsel You will guide me, and afterward receive me to glory.”

5.  The works of God are the manifestation of His glory. Ps 104:31, “Let the glory of the Lord endure forever; let the Lord be glad in His works.”  Also Isa 6:3, “And one called out to another and said, ‘Holy, Holy, Holy, is the Lord of hosts, the whole earth is full of His glory.’”

6.  The shepherds in the fields outside Bethlehem were given a glimpse of the glory of God at the birth of our Lord.  Lk 2:9, “And an angel of the Lord suddenly stood before them, and the glory of the Lord shone around them; and they were terribly frightened.”

7.  Peter, James, and John were allowed to see a glimpse of the glory of our Lord at the Second Advent on the Mount of Transfiguration.  Mt 17:1ff. Lk 9:32, “Now Peter and his companions had been overcome with sleep; but when they were fully awake, they saw His glory and the two men standing with Him.”

8.  The entire First Advent was a manifestation of the glory of God. Jn 1:14, “And the Word became flesh, and tabernacled among us, and we saw His glory, glory as of the uniquely born from the Father, full of grace and truth.”  Glory is a favorite subject of John.

Jn 2:11, “This beginning of His signs Jesus did in Cana of Galilee, and manifested His glory, and His disciples believed in Him.”
Jn 5:41, “I do not receive glory from men;”
Jn 5:44, “How can you believe, when you receive glory from one another and you do not seek the glory that is from the one and only God?”
Jn 7:18, “He who speaks from himself seeks his own glory; but He who is seeking the glory of the One who sent Him, He is true, and there is no unrighteousness in Him.”
Jn 8:50, “But I do not seek My glory; there is One who seeks and judges.”
Jn 8:54, “Jesus answered, ‘If I glorify Myself, My glory is nothing; it is My Father who glorifies Me, of whom you say, ‘He is our God’;”
Jn 11:4, “But when Jesus heard this He said, ‘This sickness is not to end in death, but for the glory of God, so that the Son of God may be glorified by it.’”

Jn 11:40, “Jesus said to her, ‘Did I not say to you that if you believe, you will see the glory of God?’”

Jn 12:41, “These things Isaiah said because he saw His glory, and he spoke of Him.”
Jn 17:5, “Now, Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the glory which I had with You before the world was.”
Jn 17:22, “The glory which You have given Me I have given to them, that they may be one, just as We are one;”
Jn 17:24, “Father, I desire that they also, whom You have given Me, be with Me where I am, so that they may see My glory which You have given Me, for You loved Me before the foundation of the world.”

9.  Glory is one of the favorite themes of Paul.

Rom 3:23, “for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God,”
Rom 8:18, “For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory that is to be revealed to us.”
Rom 11:36, “For from Him and through Him and to Him are all things. To Him be the glory forever. Amen.”
Rom 16:27, “to the only wise God, through Jesus Christ, be the glory forever. Amen.”
1 Cor 10:31, “Whether, then, you eat or drink or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God.”
2 Cor 4:4, “in whose case the god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelieving so that they might not see the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God.”
Phil 2:11, “and that every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.”
Col 1:27, “to whom God willed to make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles, which is Christ in you, the hope of glory.”
2 Thes 2:14, “It was for this He called you through our gospel, that you may gain the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
2 Tim 2:10, “For this reason I endure all things for the sake of those who are chosen, so that they also may obtain the salvation which is in Christ Jesus and with it eternal glory.”
10.  Glory is part of the eternal rewards and decorations. 1 Pet 5:4, “And when the Chief Shepherd appears, you will receive the unfading crown of glory.”

11.  Paul firmly believed in the glory of God and our eternal relationship to that glory.  All believers will share in the glory of God forever.  That simple fact is one of our greatest eternal blessings.  It is one of the things that has not entered into the mind of man.  It must be made a reality in the mind of the believer by the teaching ministry of the Holy Spirit.
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
