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 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
 is the nominative subject from the first person plural personal pronoun EGW, which means “we.”
Ellipsis suggests the insertion of the present active indicative of EIMI, meaning, “to be”; here “we [are].”
 is the instrumental of means from the feminine singular noun PHUSIS, which means “natural endowment or condition, inherited from one’s ancestors.”  Here it is translated “naturally” or “by nature,” if you understand this as a condition of genetics related to the new racial species of the Jew.

 is the predicate nominative from the masculine plural adjective IOUDAIOS, which means “Jews.”
“We [are] by nature Jews”
is the connective use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the strong negative adverb OUK, meaning “not.”
is the preposition EK plus the ablative of source neuter plural from the noun ETHNOS, meaning “out from the source of the Gentiles.”
is the predicate nominative from the masculine plural adjective HAMARTWLOS used as a substantive and meaning “sinners.”
“and not sinners from the Gentiles.”
Gal 2:15 corrected translation
“We [are] by nature Jews and not sinners from the Gentiles.”
Explanation:
1.  Paul is not saying that all Gentiles are sinners and that all Jews are not sinners, which is a gross misinterpretation of this verse.  Paul is saying that he and Peter and Barnabas and others are genetically Jews and not genetically Gentiles.  Both groups are sinners.  In fact Paul is stating here that both Jews and Gentiles are sinners.  The thought is “We are naturally Jewish sinners and not Gentile sinners.”
2.  The fact that all men are sinners is clearly taught in 1 Cor 15:21-22. “For since by a man came death, by a man also came the resurrection of the dead.  For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ all will be made alive.” and Rom 5:12-21:
5:12  For this reason, just as through one man [Adam] the sin of Adam entered into the world, and so [spiritual] death through the sin of Adam, consequently [spiritual] death spread to all men, because all sinned when Adam sinned.

5:13  For until the Law, personal sin was in the world; but personal sin was not imputed when the law did not exist.

5:14  Nevertheless, [spiritual] death ruled from Adam to Moses, even over those who had not sinned in the likeness of Adam’s transgression [original sin], who is a type of Him who was destined to come.

5:15  But not as that transgression [Adam’s original sin] so also is that gracious gift [work of Christ].  For if by the transgression of that one [Adam] the many died [spiritual death] and they did, much more the grace of God even the gift of grace by the one Man, Jesus Christ, Who has provided super abundance for the many.
5:16  In fact the gift [Jesus Christ] is not like what occurred through one who sinned; for on the one hand the judicial verdict came by one transgression resulting in condemnation, but on the other hand that gracious gift [work of Christ] was given because of many transgressions resulting in a judicial act of justification.
5:17  For if by the transgression of the one [Adam], [spiritual] death ruled through that one and it did, much more they who receive in life this surplus of grace and the gift of righteousness, they shall rule through the One, Jesus Christ.

5:18  So, therefore, as through one transgression [Adam’s original sin] imputed to all mankind resulting in condemnation, so also through one sentence of condemnation [the judgment of Jesus Christ] God’s righteousness was imputed to all mankind resulting in justification in this life.

5:19  For as through one man’s disobedience [Adam’s] the many were appointed sinful [the old sin nature ruling the life through spiritual death], so also through one Man’s obedience the many shall be appointed righteous [imputation of righteousness and justification at salvation].

5:20  Now the Law came in as a side issue in order that the transgression of Adam might be augmented, but where personal sin increased, grace increased in super abundance,

5:21  that, just as the sin nature has ruled in the sphere of spiritual death, so also the grace of God might rule through imputed righteousness because of eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.”
3.  Paul’s logical argument to Peter here is that we are Jews and the Gentiles are not Jews.  Therefore, why are you trying to make them live like Jews?  Furthermore, you are a Jew and are living like the Gentiles (which is not a bad thing as long as you are living the spiritual life of the Church Age), therefore, why are you making the Gentiles live contrary to the way you yourself are living?  Why are you making them try to be something they are not?  Why are you making their lifestyle a false issue in the spiritual life?

4.  The spiritual life has nothing to do with living like a Jew or living like a Gentile.


a.  The spiritual life has nothing to do with “being holy” or not being holy.


b.  The spiritual life has to do with being filled with and influenced by God the Holy Spirit or not being filled with and influenced by God the Holy Spirit.


c.  The spiritual life has nothing to do with not committing certain sins or avoiding certain sins.


d.  The spiritual life has to do with avoiding sin as much as possible through the mentorship of God the Holy Spirit and recovering from a sinful state when we have failed.


e.  The spiritual life is not a life of doing or not doing.


f.  The spiritual life is a life of thinking; that is, thinking the thoughts of our Lord Jesus Christ as found in the word of God, specifically the mystery doctrines of the Church Age as expressed in the New Testament epistles.  Once we think the right thing, we will do the right thing.  We can’t do the right thing until we think the right thing.

g.  There are no Jews or Gentiles in the Church Age; for we are all one in Christ through the baptism of the Holy Spirit.  Gal 3:28-29, “There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free man, there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus.  And if you belong to Christ, then you are Abraham’s descendants [the real Jews], heirs according to promise.”
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
