is the explanatory use of the conjunction GAR, meaning “For” plus the second class conditional particle EI, meaning “if and it’s not true.”  In English the only way we can translate the second class condition is “If I do thus and so, but I do not.”
is the accusative direct object from the neuter plural relative pronoun HOS, meaning “the things which.”
 is the first person singular aorist active indicative from the verb KATALUW, which means in its transitive use “to tear down, demolish; do away with, abolish, annul (a law).”  Here it means to “to do away with.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist which gathers Paul’s rejection of keeping the Mosaic Law as a means of salvation into its entirety but regards it from the standpoint of its completed results – he has done away with performing the works of the Law as a means of salvation.


The active voice indicates that Paul produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for the reality that Paul stopped keeping the Mosaic Law as the means of trying to be saved.

is the accusative direct object from the neuter plural demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, which means “these things.”
is the adverb PALIN, which “in expressions that denote a falling back into a previous state or a return to a previous activity means again.”
 is the first person singular present active indicative from the verb OIKODOMEW, which means with PALIN “to build up (again); to restore; to rebuild.”

The present tense is an aoristic present for a present fact without reference to its beginning, end, progress, or result.

The active voice indicates that Paul produces the action hypothetically.


The indicative mood is declarative for a hypothetical presentation of reality.

“For if I build up again these things which I have done away with,” 
 is the double accusative of person and thing.  Here we have the accusative direct object from the thing—the masculine singular noun PARABATĒS, which means “a transgressor, a sinner.”
is the double accusative direct object of the person from the masculine singular reflexive pronoun HEMAUTOU, which means “myself.”
is the first person singular present active indicative from the verb SUNISTĒMI, which in its transitive use means “to bring together, unite, collect; to demonstrate, show, bring out.”  It means here “to demonstrate, show.”

The present tense is a tendential present for an action, which is proposed – here as a hypothetical case – but is not actually taking place (the second class condition).


The active voice indicates that Paul is producing the action hypothetically.


The indicative mood is declarative for the reality of this hypothetical case.

“I show myself a transgressor.”
Gal 2:18 corrected translation
“For if I build up again these things which I have done away with, I show myself a transgressor.”
Explanation:
1.  This is a logical conclusion from the previous verse.  Paul has given up executing the Mosaic Law as a means of salvation or as a means of having a spiritual relationship with God.  Paul’s means of salvation is faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.  Paul’s means of relationship with God is executing the spiritual life of the Church Age with its two power options (the filling of the Spirit and Bible doctrine in the soul) and its spiritual skills – being filled with the Spirit through the consistent use of 1 Jn 1:9, having the word of God circulating in the soul, and using the spiritual problem-solving devices to prevent the adversities of life from becoming stress in your soul.

2.  Paul is not going to build up again his status as a Jew trying to execute the spiritual life of a past dispensation.  He has died to the Mosaic Law as he will state in the next verse.  He is finished with the Mosaic Law as a means of spirituality or relationship with God.  He says the same thing in several other passages.


a.  Rom 3:5-31.

3:5  But if our unrighteousness promotes the integrity of God [and we assume it does], to what conclusion are we forced?  The God who inflicts wrathful punishment is not unrighteous, is He?  No.  I’m presenting human viewpoint.

3:6  Emphatically not!  Otherwise if it were true how shall the God [Jesus Christ] judge the world?

3:7  But if the doctrine of the God has shown itself to be extremely great for the purpose of His glory [and we assume that it has], why, therefore, am I also still being judged as sinful?

3:8  In fact, not true (as we have been slandered and certain arrogant ones keep alleging that we say), “Let us do evil things so that good things may come.”  Their condemnation and punishment is deserved.

3:9  Therefore, how are we to understand the situation?  Do we possess anything, which might shield us from the justice of God?  No, not at all; for we have already indicated both Jews and Gentiles that they are all under sin [the old sin nature].

3:10  As it stands written, “There is not a righteous one, not even anyone.”
3:11  There is not one who comprehends doctrine [gospel].  There is not one who searches for the God.

3:12  All [unbelievers] have turned aside [into unrighteousness], all at the same time have become depraved.  There is not one who accomplishes, attains the integrity of God.  There is not even one.

3:13  Their vocal chords are a grave which has been opened.  With their tongues they keep on deceiving.  The venom of Egyptian cobras is under their lips.

3:14  Whose mouth of revenge and bitterness keeps on being filled;

3:15  Their feet hurry to commit murder,

3:16  Historical disaster [ruin and destruction] and personal suffering [trouble and misery] are in their highways [modus operandi].

3:17  In fact, they have not comprehended the way of peace.

3:18  There is no respect for God before their eyes.

3:19  Now we understand that whatever things the law says, it speaks to those under the jurisdiction of the law, that every mouth may be closed, and the whole world may become accountable to the God.

3:20  Therefore, by the works of the Law no human being shall be justified in His presence, for through the law is a consciousness of sin.

3:21  But now, apart from the Law, the righteousness belonging to the integrity of God has been revealed, being confirmed by the law and the prophets.

3:22  That is the righteousness of God through faith in Jesus Christ for all who believe; for there is no distinction;

3:23  For all have sinned and have fallen short of the glory of God.

3:24  receiving justification without payment by His grace through the redemption which is in Christ Jesus;

3:25  [Christ Jesus] Whom the God [Father] has publicly displayed by His blood as a mercy seat through faith in Christ for a demonstration of His integrity because of the passing over of previously committed sins, because of the delay in judgment from the God;

3:26  for the demonstration of His integrity at this present time of crisis [Church Age] in order that He might be just even when He justifies anyone who has faith in Jesus.

3:27  Where then is [that] boasting?  It is excluded.  By what principle? That of works?  Definitely not!  But by the principle of faith.

3:28  We conclude then that man is justified by faith apart from the works of the Law.

3:29  Or is the God the God of the Jews only?  Is He not also the God of the Gentiles?  Yes, He is also the God of the Gentiles.

3:30  Since the Godhead is one in Essence, who shall justify the circumcision [Jew] by faith and the uncircumcision through that same faith.

3:31  do we cancel the law through that same faith? Definitely not.  On the contrary, we establish the law [true purpose of the law to condemn mankind].


b.  Gal 3:19-25.

3:19 Why the Law then? It was added because of transgressions, having been ordained through angels by the agency of a mediator, until the seed would come to whom the promise had been made.

3:20 Now a mediator is not for one party only whereas God is only one.

3:21 Is the Law then contrary to the promises of God? May it never be! For if a law had been given which was able to impart life, then righteousness would indeed have been based on law.

3:22 But the Scripture has shut up everyone under sin, so that the promise by faith in Jesus Christ might be given to those who believe.

3:23 But before faith came, we were kept in custody under the law, being shut up to the faith which was later to be revealed.

3:24 Therefore the Law has become our tutor to lead us to Christ, so that we may be justified by faith.

3:25 But now that faith has come, we are no longer under a tutor.

3.  For Paul to turn back to the Mosaic Law as a means of executing the spiritual life of the Church Age would make him a transgressor of the will of God.


a.  The age or dispensation of Israel is over.  It is now the Church Age.  To turn back to an old dispensation to execute the Christian way of life is blasphemy.


b.  The spiritual life of the Church Age is unique.  It is the only dispensation in human history in which the love of God as a divine attribute is our point of reference.  The point of contact for all mankind after the fall of Adam has been the justice of God, until the Church Age.  Now and only now, in the Church Age, the point of reference for the advancing believer is the love of God.  This is why God works all things together for good to those who love Him.  Never again in human history will the love of God as a divine attribute be the point of reference for the spiritual believer.


c.  To turn away from the spiritual life of the Church Age and our unique union with Christ and go back to the Mosaic Law is blasphemy.  Why?



(1)  Because our Lord Jesus Christ executed His spiritual life by using the prototype spiritual life of the hypostatic union.



(2)  Then our Lord left the prototype spiritual life of the hypostatic union to us as our spiritual heritage.  This prototype spiritual life, which our Lord invented and perfected during His entire life, has been left to us as our spiritual heritage and inheritance.



(3)  We now have the operational spiritual life to execute the plan, will, and purpose of God.



(4)  We are in union with Christ.  Therefore, we share everything that Christ has.  Our Lord had a unique spiritual life for the dispensation of the hypostatic union, and this unique spiritual life has been left to us to use during the Church Age.  Therefore, we share everything that Christ has, including His wonderful and unique spiritual life.



(5)  Therefore to turn back to the spiritual life of Israel is blasphemy and a transgression for the Church Age believer.  We have a far greater spiritual life than Israel.  We have no business turning back to the spiritual life of Israel.



(6)  To turn back to the Mosaic Law as our spiritual life is sinful, which is why Paul was warned not to do so when he went back to Jerusalem, and why he was severely disciplined for four years for doing so (his imprisonment).



(7)  Our spiritual life is the inheritance of the great spiritual life of our Lord Jesus Christ.  Anything less than that spiritual life is no spiritual life at all.  Therefore, to return to the Mosaic Law is sinful for the Church Age believer, and explains why Paul states in the next verse that he has died to the Law.
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
