is the explanatory use of the postpositive conjunctive particle GAR, meaning “For.”  With this we have the predicate nominative from the masculine plural adjective PAS used as a substantive and translated “all” and referring to everyone who believes in Christ.

 is the appositional nominative from the masculine plural noun HUIOS, meaning “sons.”  It is a reference to all Church Age believers.

is the possessive genitive from the masculine singular noun THEOS, meaning “of God” and is a reference to God the Father.

 is the second person plural present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: you are.”

The present tense is a durative present that describes a state of being or condition which has begun in the past, and continues until the present.  This is also a static present for a condition which perpetually exists.


The active voice indicates that every person during the Church Age who believes in Christ produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

“For you are all sons of God”

 is the preposition DIA plus the ablative of means from the feminine singular article and noun PISTIS, which means “through faith.”  This is a reference to our personal faith in Christ for salvation.

 is the preposition EN plus the locative of sphere from the masculine singular proper names CHRISTOS and IĒSOUS, which is translated “in Christ Jesus.”
“through faith in Christ Jesus.”

Gal 3:26 corrected translation
“For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus.”
Explanation:
1.  This verse is one of the definitive statements in the word of God on how a person has a personal relationship with God the Father – through faith in Christ Jesus.

2.  The word “all” is significant here, because it includes all categories of human beings.


a.  Salvation is available to anyone who desires to have it.


b.  Gender is not an issue; any male and any female can have a permanent relationship with God.


c.  Economic standing is not an issue; both rich and poor can have a permanent relationship with God.


d.  Social standing is not an issue; both those who are “in” and those who are “out” socially can have a permanent relationship with God.


e.  Salvation has been provided for every member of the human race.  This is the doctrine of unlimited atonement.  Christ did not just die spiritually as a substitute for only those who would believe in Him.  He bore the sins of every member of the human race and provided salvation for all.


f.  God has excluded no one from having a relationship with Himself.  People exclude themselves from having a relationship with God through their rejection of God.


g.  God has rejected no one.  We have rejected God.


h.  The love of God is so great that it provided salvation for everyone.  But it is up to each individual to decide whether or not they want that salvation, which has already been provided.  Many people choose not to accept God’s offer.

3.  This verse states that we are sons of God.  Therefore, we must understand the concept of being a son of God or sonship.


a.  We become sons of God through the baptism of the Holy Spirit.  This is one of the ministries of God the Holy Spirit to us at the moment of salvation.


b.  God makes us His sons as part of the concept of eternal security.  Once God makes you a son, you are always a son.

4.  Becoming a son of God is one of the four metamorphisms mentioned in Scripture – spiritually dead man becomes spiritually alive through faith in Christ.


a.  The moment we personally believed in Jesus Christ, we went from being a sinner under spiritual death to a born-again member of the royal family of God, accomplished through the baptism of the Spirit and regeneration.

b.  Regeneration is God the Holy Spirit at salvation creating a human spirit, to which God the Father imputes eternal life.  In order to live with God forever, we must be as good as God is good, so we receive the imputation of God’s perfect righteousness.  We must also have God’s life, which is eternal life.


c.  Tit 3:5, “He saved us, not on the basis of the deeds which we have done in righteousness, but according to His mercy, by the washing of regeneration and renewing by the Holy Spirit.”  Compared with Jn 3:16, 18, 36; Acts 16:31.


d.  So sinful man, through faith in Jesus Christ, becomes regenerate man.  This causes man to become spiritually alive.  We are saved, not by works, but by God’s mercy in regeneration.


e.  The other part of this metamorphism is accomplished by the baptism of the Spirit, Gal 3:26-28.  “For all of you are the sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus, for all of you have been baptized into union with Christ, and therefore have clothed yourselves with Christ.  And there is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, there is neither male nor female; for all of you are in union with Christ.”

f.  At the moment of faith in Jesus Christ, every believer is entered into union with Christ through the baptism of the Holy Spirit.  This is the means of creating a new spiritual species, which is the basis for our destiny.  We have a destiny both through election (God choosing us) and predestination (God providing a perfect plan for us).
5.  Jn 1:12 is a parallel passage, which states, “But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, even to those who believe in His person.”
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
