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is the illative (inferential) use of the conjunction GAR, meaning “For; you see.”  With this we have the nominative subject from the masculine plural correlative pronoun HOSOS, which means “as great, how great; as far, how far; as long, how long; as much, how much” and should be translated “as many as” or “all those who” in the plural; both are correct.

 is the preposition EIS plus the accusative of association from the masculine singular proper noun CHRISTOS, which means “with Christ.”
“For you see, as many of you as have been identified with Christ,”
 is the second person plural aorist passive indicative from the verb BAPTIZW, which means “to be identified with.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which gathers being placed into union with Christ into one entirety, but regards it from the standpoint of its completed results.


The passive voice indicates that whoever believes in Christ receives the action.


The indicative mood is a declarative indicative to emphasize the reality that many people have believed in Christ.

is the accusative direct object from the masculine singular proper noun CHRISTOS, meaning “Christ.”
is the second person plural aorist middle indicative from the verb ENDUW, which means “to clothe oneself in; to put on; to wear.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which gathers faith in Christ into one entirety and regards it from its results, namely, that our entire spiritual life is wrapped up in Christ.


The middle voice is a dynamic middle, which places emphasis on each believer as the one producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

“have clothed yourselves in Christ.”
Gal 3:27 corrected translation
“For you see, as many of you as have been identified with Christ, have clothed yourselves in Christ.”
Explanation:
1.  Paul states an explanation to his previous conclusion.  Everyone who has believed in Christ has been identified with Christ, and everyone who has been identified with Christ has clothed themselves in Christ.


a.  Paul uses a metaphor here.  A metaphor is a word picture, which compares one thing with another thing but is not literally true.  We do not literally put Christ over our bodies as we would put on a coat.


b.  But this presents a picture to us of being completely covered, protected, enveloped, or engulfed by our Lord.


c.  The analogy here is one of our spiritual life being completely centered on our Lord Jesus Christ.

2.  The command to be clothed in Christ is found in Rom 13:14, “But put on the Lord Jesus Christ and stop making provision for your flesh [sin nature] because of its lusts [distractions of good and evil], and stop working under the foresight of the flesh with reference to its lusts.”

a.  As you can see, this is a verse dealing with recovery from sin.


b.  The last half of the verse deals with the lusts of the sin nature, which tempt us to do its will.  The first half of the verse deals with recovery and the filling of the Holy Spirit.


c.  The command to “put on the Lord Jesus Christ” is a command to use 1 Jn 1:9 and acknowledge our sin(s) to God, that we might get back into fellowship with Him.


d.  The command to “stop making provision for your flesh” is a command to continue being filled or influenced by God the Holy Spirit.


e.  The second command logically follows the first.  We must get in fellowship and then stay in fellowship.


f.  Therefore, to be clothed with Christ is a picture of:



(1)  Recovering when necessary.



(2)  Staying in fellowship with God the Holy Spirit and our Lord Jesus Christ.



(3)  And living our very own spiritual life as unto the Lord in occupation with Him because of our personal love for Him through His doctrine circulating in our thoughts.

3.  Identification with Christ is one of the seven ministries of God the Holy Spirit at salvation.


a.  It is also known in theology as positional sanctification and is called in Scripture, the baptism of the Holy Spirit.


b.  The seven ministries of God the Holy Spirit at salvation are: efficacious grace (making our faith effective for salvation), regeneration (creating a human spirit in us and then imputing eternal life to that human spirit), filling (God the Holy Spirit empowering and influencing us to do the will of God), the indwelling of the Spirit (God the Holy Spirit creates a temple of our body for the indwelling of Christ), sealing (the Holy Spirit guarantees our eternal life), the Holy Spirit gives us at least one spiritual gift, and the baptism of the Holy Spirit, in which the Holy Spirit putting us into union with Christ.
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
