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 is the conjunction HWSTE, which is used to introduce independent clauses and dependent clauses.  Here it introduces an independent clause.  It is translated “for this reason, so, or therefore.”
 is the nominative subject from the masculine plural article, which refers to all those members of the human race who have the same kind of faith in Christ which Abraham had.  Not stated here but implied by ellipsis is the present active participle from the verb EIMI, “to be.”  The article is then used as a demonstrative pronoun and should be translated “those who are.”
 is the preposition EK plus the ablative of means from the feminine singular noun PISTIS, meaning “by faith.”  The ablative of means is used to express impersonal means.

“For this reason those who are by faith”
is the third person plural present passive indicative from the verb EULOGEW, which means “to speak well of someone” but when God was the subject, it came to mean “to be blessed.”

The present tense is a durative present for an action, which has begun in the past and continues throughout human history.  This is also a descriptive present for what is now going on.


The passive voice indicates that anyone who believes in Christ receives the action of being blessed by God with personal salvation.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.


is the preposition SUN plus the instrumental of association from the masculine singular adjective PISTOS used in its active sense, meaning “believing, full of faith.”  The word in the instrumental indicates the person or thing, which accompanies or takes part in the action of the verb.  It is translated “with believing.”  Then we have the instrumental of association from the masculine singular proper name “Abraham.”
“are blessed with believing Abraham.”
Gal 3:9 corrected translation
“For this reason those who are by faith are blessed with believing Abraham.”
Explanation:
1.  Paul’s conclusion is that every person who has faith in Christ alone for salvation is blessed by God with eternal life, along with Abraham, who was blessed by God with eternal life because of his faith in Christ.

2.  The opposite is not stated here, but is stated elsewhere both in this and other epistles.  Those who attempt to be saved by keeping the Law, by human works, by human ability, by living a holy, moral, or good life are not saved.

3.  We are blessed with Abraham in three ways as Church Age believers:

a.  We are blessed with many things at the moment of salvation.  We saw this in a previous verse in this section.


b.  We are blessed in time with logistical grace blessings and greater grace blessings for time.


c.  We are blessed in eternity with future blessings for the eternal state.

4.  Logistical grace includes six categories of support.


a.  Life-sustaining support is provided by God.  God sustains the life of every believer on earth.  No believer can depart from life apart from God’s will.  Therefore all the forces of hell cannot remove one believer apart from God’s permission.  God also provides all that it takes to support life.  Ps 48:14, “This God is our God forever and ever; He will be our guide even unto death.”  Lam 3:20-25.


b.  Temporal needs such as food, shelter, clothing, transportation, environment, time, a job, etc. are provided by God, Mt 6:33; Phil 4:19.


c.  Security provision is taught in the doctrine of eternal security.  Our security is from God.  This includes the assignment of guardian angels, and the provision of the laws of divine establishment for freedom to advance to maturity.  If positive to Bible doctrine, God provides the security for us to make that advance, as in the wall of fire.  1 Pet 1:5, “We are kept by the power of God.”

d.  Spiritual riches are provided by God, such as our invisible spiritual assets, the spiritual problem-solving devices, and the unique factors of the Church Age.  It also includes the provision of doctrinal teaching from our pastor, privacy and security necessary to maintain positive volition, the royal family honor code of unconditional love toward all, and discernment to see distractions and set them aside.  Spiritual provision of an evangelist, a pastor, the privacy of our priesthood, the completed Canon, and a local church are all provided for us.  Eph 1:3, “Who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing.”

e.  Blessings are given to every believer, both winners and losers.  These are not to be confused with greater blessings for time and eternity.


f.  God preserves us from death.
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
