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is the inferential conjunction HWSTE, which means “So then or Therefore.”
 is the negative adverb of time OUKETI, which means “no longer.”
is the second person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “you are.”

The present tense is a static present for a condition or state which perpetually exists.


The active voice indicates that all Church Age believers are in this state or condition of being sons.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

 is the predicate nominative from the masculine singular noun DOULOS, which means “a slave.”
is the adversative conjunction ALLA, translated “but” plus the predicate nominative from the masculine singular noun HUIOS, meaning “a son.”
“Therefore, you are no longer a slave but a son.”
is the continuative use of the postpositive conjunction DE, meaning “and” plus the first class conditional particle EI, meaning “if” plus the predicate nominative masculine singular from the noun HUIOS, meaning “a son.”
is the adjunctive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “also” plus the predicate nominative from the masculine singular noun KLĒRONOMOS, meaning “an heir.”
 is the preposition DIA plus the ablative of agency from the masculine singular noun THEOS, meaning “through God.”  The ablative of agency indicates the personal agent through whom or by whom something is done.  We are made heirs of God the Father through the action of God the Son providing eternal salvation and through God the Holy Spirit entering us into union with Christ.

“And if [you are] a son, [you are] also an heir through God.”
Gal 4:7 corrected translation
“Therefore, you are no longer a slave but a son.  And if [you are] a son, [you are] also an heir through God.”
Explanation:
1.  Paul concludes his great dissertation on the heirship of the believer with a superb logical conclusion.  We are no longer slaves of the sin nature.  Instead we are sons of the living God.   And, since we are sons of God the Father, we are also heirs of God the Father.

2.  We are no longer slaves to the sin nature, but slaves to the Lord Jesus Christ as adopted sons of God the Father.  We are joint-heirs with Christ of all the spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ Jesus.  We are heirs of God the Father through our relationship with our Lord Jesus Christ.  We are in union with Him, which makes us joint-heirs with Him of everything in the new heavens and new earth.
3.  Heirship is based on sonship.  You must be a son before you can become an heir.  In Gal 4:1, TEKNON means a son under authority.  HUIOS means an adult son in Jn 1:12; Rom 8:16‑17.  If we are not in the family of God, how can we be an heir of God?  To enter the family of God, we must have faith in Christ.  The Lord is the heir of all things, and we share in all He has.  Gal 3:26.


a.  Heirship is based on the death of another, Rom 5:8.  Therefore, heirship of the royal family is based on the new covenant, Heb 9:15.


b.  To inherit from God, one must possess life from God, i.e., eternal life.  1 Jn 5:11‑12.  So to be an heir of God, we must have His perfect righteousness and eternal life.


c.  All the heirs of God have been justified by grace via imputed perfect righteousness from the justice of God, Tit 3:7.


d.  Therefore, faith in Christ  is the qualification for this inheritance, Col 1:12.

4.  The indwelling of the Holy Spirit is a down payment and a guarantee of the existence of the inheritance of the royal family, Eph 1:13‑14.

5.  Our inheritance is part of the divine promise, Gal 3:29.

6.  Our inheritance is secure forever, 1 Pet 1:3‑5.
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
