is the nominative subject from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “I” and refers to the apostle Paul.

 is the first person singular perfect active indicative from the verb PEITHW, which in its intransitive use means “to trust, to be confident, to have confidence.”

The perfect tense is an intensive perfect which conveys the idea of a present state resulting from a past action.  This emphasizes the present state of being.


The active voice indicates that Paul produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for the reality of Paul’s attitude toward the Galatians right now.

 is the preposition EIS plus the accusative of relation from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “in you.”
 is the preposition EN plus the instrumental of cause from the masculine singular noun KURIOS, which means “because of the Lord.”  The absence of the article indicates this is the highest quality of lord, therefore, the Lord Jesus Christ.

“I am confident in you because of the Lord”
 is the epexegetical use of the conjunctive particle HOTI, meaning “that.”
 is the accusative direct object from the neuter singular adjective OUDEIS, which means “no, no one, none.”
 is the accusative direct object from the neuter singular adjective ALLOS, meaning “other, another.”  Together OUDEN and ALLO in the neuter mean “no other thing.”
 is the second person plural future active indicative from the verb PHRONEW, which means “to think; to be mindful of, to think of; to have in mind.”

The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms that an action will take place or that a state will be.


The active voice indicates that the Galatians will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of reality.

“that you will think no other thing.”
is the postpositive mild conjunctive particle DE, meaning “but” plus the articular nominative masculine singular present active participle from the verb TARASSW, which means “to disturb, trouble, stir up; disquiet, perplex.”  Perplex is a very good translation here; for it connotes confusing someone else while setting their mind in a state of worry.  Hence, the Galatians were set into a state of mind in which they were confused, disturbed, troubled, worried, perplexed by what the Judaizers were telling them.


The article is used as a relative pronoun “the one who” and refers to the representative from the Judaizers in Jerusalem who came to Galatia to proselyte the Galatians.  It is also quite possible that Paul did not know exactly who it was.  This would seem highly unlikely, given the thoroughness of other reports brought to Paul about conditions in other cities.  But because of the very strong indefinite construction at the end of this verse, it appears that he really did not yet know who the person was.


The present tense is an aoristic present which describes a simple expression of undefined action in the present.


The active voice indicates that whoever was perplexing the Galatians is producing the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

 is the accusative direct object from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “you” and referring to the Galatians.

is the third person singular future active indicative from the verb BASTAZW, which means “to bear, carry,” but is used metaphorically to mean “to endure.”  “Carry” is the best translation, since “endure” has a good connotation, which is not at all the case here.


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms that an action will take place or that a state will be.


The active voice indicates that the perplexer will produce the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

is the accusative direct object from the neuter singular article used as a personal pronoun plus the noun KRIMA, meaning “his judgment.”
is the appositional nominative subject from the masculine singular indefinite relative pronoun HOSTIS, meaning “whoever.”
 is the conditional particle EAN, which is used after relative pronouns to indicate indefiniteness.  With this we have the third person singular present active subjunctive from the verb EIMI, meaning “is: he might be.”

The present tense is a static present for a state or condition which perpetually exists.


The active voice indicates that whoever is troubling and perplexing the Galatians produces the action of being who and what he is.


The subjunctive mood is used with EAN to indicate an indefinite condition or state.

“But the one who is perplexing you will carry his judgment, whoever he might be.”
Gal 5:10 corrected translation
“I am confident in you because of the Lord that you will think no other thing.  But the one who is perplexing you will carry his judgment, whoever he might be.”
Explanation:
1.  Paul is permitted by God the Holy Spirit to give us a glance at his personal opinion.  He has confidence that the Galatians will correct their thinking and turn back to the correct teaching of the word of God.


a.  Please note that Paul has confidence in the Galatians but qualifies it by saying “because of the Lord.”

b.  Jer 17:5, “Thus says the Lord, ‘Cursed is the man who trusts in mankind and makes flesh his strength, and whose heart turns away from the Lord.’”

c.  Paul knew this verse only too well; for he himself had trusted in the legalistic system of the Pharisees and had made his own ability to keep the Mosaic Law his strength.  His thinking had been turned away from the Lord.


d.  But he also knew that these believers had learned Bible doctrine and really wanted to know the truth.  Just because they had been confused, perplexed, and distracted by a legalistic false teacher, did not mean that this condition would last.


e.  Paul has every confidence that they will quickly come back to the correct understanding of doctrine just as soon as he can get this letter to them.


f.  We have every indication from Scripture that this was true; for Paul makes other visits to Galatia after this epistle is written and Paul never again has to write to the Galatians to straighten them out.


g.  Paul’s real confidence is because of the Lord.



(1)  Ps 4:5, “Offer the sacrifices of righteousness, and trust in the Lord.”


(2)  Ps 37:3, “Trust in the Lord and do good; dwell in the land and cultivate faithfulness.”


(3)  Ps 115:9, “O Israel, trust in the Lord; He is their help and their shield.”


(4)  Ps 115:11, “You who fear the Lord, trust in the Lord; He is their help and their shield.”


(5)  Prov 3:5, “Trust in the Lord with all your heart and do not lean on your own understanding.”


(6)  Isa 26:4, “Trust in the Lord forever, for in God the Lord, we have an everlasting Rock.”

h.  Phil 3:15, “Therefore, as many as are mature ones, let us continue objective thinking; in fact, if you have a different attitude in something, the God will reveal even that to you;”
2.  No one can teach false doctrine and escape the judgment of the supreme court of heaven.


a.  There will always be false teachers during the Church Age.


b.  There will always be pastor-teachers who are false teachers.



(1)  1 Tim 1:3-7, “Since I ordered you to remain behind at Ephesus while I went to Macedonia, in order that you might exercise command over certain ones not to teach heretical doctrine, nor become occupied with myths and endless genealogies, which category of things [false doctrines] are the cause of useless speculation rather than the dispensation of God [Church Age doctrine] which comes by means of doctrine.  But the objective of preaching is love from a pure heart and from a good conscience and from doctrine without hypocrisy.  From which some pastors having deviated, they themselves have turned to ineffective teaching, desiring to be teachers of the Law, since they do not understand either what they are teaching or concerning things about which they speak dogmatically.”


(2)  1 Tim 4:1-3, “But that same Holy Spirit explicitly communicates that in later periods of time [Church Age and Tribulation] some believers will abstain from doctrine paying attention to deceitful spirits and concentrating on doctrines from demons by means of hypocrisy from the source of human liars, who, because their own conscience has been branded with a branding iron of evil, they forbid marriage and command abstinence from certain foods which the God has created for receiving with thanksgiving by faithful believers even those who have full knowledge of the doctrine with the result that they have maximum doctrine resident in the soul.”


(3)  1 Tim 5:24a, “The sins of certain pastors are obvious, leading to divine discipline.”


(4)  1 Tim 6:3-5, “If anyone teaches a different doctrine and does not concur with sound doctrine, namely those doctrines of our Lord Jesus Christ, even to that doctrine pertaining to the spiritual life, he has received blind arrogance, understanding nothing; but he has morbid obsessions about controversies and verbal conflicts from which originate jealousy, discord, malignings, evil speculations, incessant quarrelings between men who have become corrupt in their mind [distorted by reversionism], and have become devoid of that doctrine; they constantly presume that the spiritual life is prosperity.”


(5)  2 Tim 2:16-18, “Keep on avoiding the anti-doctrinal, empty talking pastors; for they will get deeper into reversionism, in fact, their teaching will spread like cancer.  Among whom there is Hymenaeus and Philetus, such a category of pastors who have departed from the doctrine communicating that the resurrection has already occurred, and they are corrupting the doctrine of certain ones [those negative to Bible doctrine].”


(6)  2 Tim 3:13, “But evil men, even deceivers of others, will cut their way forward to more and more evil, though deceiving others, also they are being deceived [by Satan himself].”


(7)  2 Tim 4:3-4, “For the time will come when they [reversionists] will not endure [listen willingly] to sound doctrine; but according to their own lusts they will accumulate to themselves false teachers, because they have an itch in their faculty of hearing.  In fact, they will continue to turn away their ears from the truth [Bible doctrine]; then they will swerve out of control toward the myths of evil.”


(8)  2 Tim 4:14-15, “Alexander, the metal smith, demonstrated many categories of evil to me; the Lord shall pay back to him with reference to his deeds.  Also with reference to whom [Alexander] you yourself, Timothy, be extremely alert, for he has resisted our doctrines.”

c.  God will never permit His word to be distorted, maligned, criticized, judged, lied about, or misused without severe judgment from His justice as demanded by His righteousness.


d.  Satan has seriously maligned the word of God, and if there is one thing in history that must remain true above all else it is the word of God.  Rom 3:4, “Rather let the God be proved reliable, though every man a liar, as it stands written, ‘In order that you might be demonstrated just or vindicated by means of your doctrines and that you might [be the victor or] prevail when you are being slandered.’”

e.  New Testament documentation of judgment on those who teach falsely.

Jn 5:30, “I can do nothing on My own initiative.  As I hear, I judge; and My judgment is just, because I do not seek My own will, but the will of Him who sent Me.”
Jn 9:39, “And Jesus said, ‘For judgment I came into this world, so that those who do not see may see, and that those who see may become blind.’”
Rom 2:2, “And we know that the judgment of God rightly falls upon those who practice such things.”
1 Cor 4:5, “Therefore do not go on passing judgment before the time, but wait until the Lord comes who will both bring to light the things hidden in the darkness and disclose the motives of men’s hearts; and then each man’s praise will come to him from God.”
2 Cor 5:10, “For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each one may be recompensed for his deeds in the body, according to what he has done, whether good or bad.”
Jam 3:1, “Let not many of you become teachers, my brethren, knowing that as such we will incur a stricter judgment.”
2 Pet 2:1-4, “But false prophets also arose [existed, originated] among people, just as there will also be false teachers among you, who to be sure will bring in secretly opinions of destruction while disowning the Master who even acquired them as slaves, bringing swift destruction on themselves, nevertheless many will follow their sensuality, because of whom the way of truth will be slandered, and because of avarice they will exploit you with false teachings, because of which teachings their condemnation has been prepared from eternity past, and their destruction is not idle.  For if God [Jesus Christ] did not spare the angels when they sinned, but imprisoned [them] in Tartarus with chains of darkness, He will deliver over those being preserved for judgment.”
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
