Galatians 5:22


is the adversative use of the conjunctive particle DE, meaning “But” plus the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun KARPOS, which literally means “fruit” but is used figuratively (as here) meaning “result, outcome, product, production.”
 is the subjective genitive from the neuter singular article and noun PNEUMA, meaning “of the Spirit.”  This is a reference to God the Holy Spirit.  The subjective genitive is used if the word in the genitive produces the action implied by the noun of action (“production”).

 is the third person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, which means “is.”

The present tense is a gnomic present, which is used to express a universal truth, a maxim, a state or condition, which perpetually exists.


The active voice indicates that the production of God the Holy Spirit produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

 is the predicate nominative from the feminine singular noun AGAPĒ, which means “virtue-love.”  This is a reference to personal love for God and unconditional love for all mankind.

“But the production of the Spirit is virtue-love,”
 is the predicate nominative from the feminine singular noun CHARA, which means “joy” and is a reference to the attainment of sharing the perfect happiness of God.

 is the predicate nominative from the feminine singular noun EIRĒNĒ, which means “peace, prosperity, health, order, or harmony.”  Here it means attaining the status of harmony with God.

this is the predicate nominative from the feminine singular noun MAKROTHUMIA, which means “patience, steadfastness, endurance, forbearance.”  Here it means “patience,” which is patience unattainable by the unbeliever.  This is a patience that can only be produced by God the Holy Spirit controlling our soul through doctrine resident in our soul.

 is the predicate nominative from the feminine singular noun CHRĒSTOTĒS, which means “integrity, goodness, uprightness; kindness, generosity.”  Here it means “integrity.”  Goodness and uprightness are synonyms for integrity.  Kindness and generosity are by-products of integrity.


Rom 2:4, “Or do you disparage the riches of His integrity and clemency and patience, not knowing that the integrity of the God brings you to conversion.”

Rom 3:12, “All [unbelievers] have turned aside [into unrighteousness], all at the same time have become depraved.  There is not one who accomplishes/attains integrity.  There is not even one.”

Rom 11:22, “Therefore, behold the integrity [of God] [blessing from justice of God] and the severity [of God] [punishment from justice of God], on the one hand severity to those who fell [Jewish unbelievers], but on the other hand the integrity of God [blessing from justice of God] to you [Gentile believers], if you persist in the sphere of the integrity [of God] [maybe you will and maybe not], otherwise, you also shall be cut off [cycles of discipline].”

2 Cor 6:6, “in purity, in knowledge, in patience, in kindness, in the Holy Spirit, in genuine love.”

Col 3:12, “Therefore, as the elected ones of God, sanctified and beloved ones, put on the affections of compassion [mercy, pity], integrity [kindness, goodness, generosity], humility, gentleness [courtesy, considerateness], patience [steadfastness, endurance, forbearance],”

Tit 3:4, “But when the integrity of God our Savior and His love for mankind appeared,”

Eph 2:7, “that He might show [make known through giving] in the coming ages [millennium & eternal state] the surpassing riches of His grace in generosity toward us in Christ Jesus.”
joy [sharing the happiness of God], harmony [with God], patience, integrity,”
 is the predicate nominative from the feminine singular noun AGATHWSUNĒ, which means “goodness, uprightness, generosity.”

Rom 15:14, “In fact, I am convinced my brethren, even I myself concerning you that you are full of goodness [function of Royal Family Honor Code – integrity from maximum Bible doctrine of the soul], having been filled with all knowledge, being able also to have a corrective influence on each other.”

Eph 5:9, “For the production of the light is in all intrinsic goodness [Christian virtue] and righteousness and absolute truth.”

2 Thes 1:11, “To this end also we keep on praying concerning you, in order that our God may make you worthy of His calling and fulfill every desire for goodness and the production of doctrine by means of power.”
 is the predicate nominative from the feminine singular noun PISTIS, which in the active sense means “faith” and in the passive sense means “what is believed” or “doctrine.”  Here it is used in the passive sense of “doctrinal inculcation and application” and refers to the function of God the Holy Spirit in recalling doctrine to the soul of the mature believer for application.

“goodness, doctrinal inculcation and application,”
Gal 5:22 corrected translation
“But the production of the Spirit is virtue-love, joy [sharing the happiness of God], harmony [with God], patience, integrity, goodness, doctrinal inculcation and application,”
Explanation:
1.  Paul describes here the functions of God the Holy Spirit in filling and influencing the soul of the spiritually mature believer.

2.  Virtue-love is defined as:


a.  Personal love for God and unconditional love for mankind.



(1)  Personal love for God is virtuous; personal love for human beings is virtue dependent.



(2)  When God is the object of the believer’s personal love, it is classified as virtue-love (AGAPĒ).  Our love for God is not dependent on God fulfilling any conditions to earn or deserve our love.  Our love for God is without conditions.


(3)  When human beings are the object of the believer’s personal love, it is classified as virtue-dependent love.



(4)  Personal love as a virtue can only exist where the spiritual skills (filling of the Holy Spirit, cognition of doctrine, execution of the plan of God) are functioning.



(5) Unconditional love for all mankind is the basis for problem-solving in human relationships.  Not only is virtue-love a problem-solving device for the Christian life but at the same time it provides capacity for love, life, happiness, and thanksgiving.


b.  God has three categories of infinite, eternal, and immutable virtue-love.



(1)  Divine Personal Love.  God is love.  God has personal love which can only have as its object perfect righteousness.  So, God the Father has personal love for God the Son and God the Holy Spirit.



(2)  Divine Spiritual Self-Esteem.  God the Father loves His own perfect virtue, justice, and righteousness, and therefore has perfect spiritual self-esteem; this is also true of God the Son and God the Holy Spirit.



(3)  Divine Unconditional Love.  This is directed toward an object having no merit: spiritually dead mankind.  God selects man by giving him human life, simultaneously imputing to his old sin nature Adam’s original sin.  So, we are born spiritually dead to God.  Yet God has an unconditional love that provides the basis for the solution to the problem of spiritual death, sending God the Son to the world to provide salvation.  God “loved the world” which is spiritually dead.  So, God’s unconditional love is directed toward unworthy creatures who have neither holiness, virtue, nor integrity.


c.  Sensitivity is the manifestation of virtue-love and its problem-solving capabilities in the three areas of relationship: with God, others, and self.



(1)  Sensitivity is the normal function of virtue in relationship with God, man, and self.



(2)  Unconditional love is characterized by sensitivity, the expression of thoughtfulness, courtesy, good manners toward others, willingness to accommodate oneself to an individual or group of individuals whether in business, social, or spiritual life.



(3)  Sensitivity is the function of thinking in the adult believer.  It is the function of a personal sense of destiny.  The base for sensitivity is genuine humility, adding the superstructure of unconditional love.  Sensitivity is the dynamic expression of genuine humility by the spiritual adult.



(4)  Sensitivity is invisible but very dynamic under the pressure of people and system testing.  Sensitivity as the expression of unconditional love is a problem-solving device in people, thought, and system testing.



(5)  Sensitivity contributes to the principle of spiritual autonomy in a very special way.  It gives spiritual autonomy the ability to handle momentum tests.  We can always tell when we’re losing under testing—we become hypersensitive.


d.  Under the grace of God, the provision and inculcation of Bible doctrine produces virtue-love, which is far greater than morality, and is minus hypocrisy.

3.  Pure joy is sharing the happiness of God the Father.  God shares His happiness with the spiritually mature believer.  Joy is a result of the filling and influence of the Holy Spirit  Joy is a result of occupation with Christ.  God is perfect happiness and desires that we have that same happiness.  We learn about that happiness or joy from the teaching of the word of God.  We ruin that happiness through the function of our sin nature.  Our desires for what we want rather than what God wants destroys our joy,  Satan is without a single ounce of joy or happiness.  Nothing has made him happy since the salvation of man in the Garden of Eden.

4.  Harmony with God.

a.  Harmony is rapport with God based upon doctrine circulating in the soul.


b.  Harmony is the relaxed mental attitude related to the thinking of the spiritual life.


c.  Harmony among believers demands humility, grace orientation, and virtue-love.


d.  Harmony with God begins with being reconciled to God the Father by the spiritual death and judgment of God the Son as a substitute for us on the Cross.  Reconciliation is God the Son creating harmony between God and man through His sacrifice of Himself as a peace offering to God the Father on behalf of us.


e.  Sin creates a barrier between God and man.  The spiritual death and judgment of our Lord made peace between God and man, so that a relationship of harmony with God can exist for anyone who believes in Christ.


f.  This relationship of harmony is maintained after salvation when we sin only by the grace solution of 1 Jn 1:9, naming our sin or sins to God the Father.


g.  Harmony is agreement in thinking.  God the Father doesn’t change His thinking.  He is immutable.  We must change our thinking.  We change our thinking in two areas:



(1)  We change our thinking about the person and work of the Lord Jesus Christ when we believe in Him.  This establishes our relationship of harmony with God.



(2)  We change our thinking about personal sin when we name, cite, or acknowledge our personal sin or sins to God the Father after salvation, when we have committed some sin or sins.  This restores our relationship of harmony with the righteousness of God.

5.  Patience.

a.  Patience is the ability to wait.


b.  People want what they want and they want it now.  Patience is the ability to delay gratification of our desires, our needs, our wants.


c.  Patience must be learned.  Children must be taught patience.  Teenagers must be taught patience.  Adults must be taught patience.


d.  The Christian life demands patience.  The whole Christian life is a life of patience.  We spend our whole life waiting for the glorious appearance of our Lord Jesus Christ and our resurrection body.  Jam 5:7, “Therefore, brethren, have patience until the coming of the Lord [the resurrection of the Church].  The farmer waits with anticipation for the valuable production of the soil, constantly being patient until it has received the early and the latter rains.”  Have patience!


e.  When we conquer the hurdle of impatience through new biblical standards in the soul, we develop a day-by-day patience, then a week-by-week patience, and then a month-by-month patience, and finally a year-by-year patience.


f.  Endurance is the perpetuation of patience.


g.  The power for patience in the Christian life comes from the filling of the God the Holy Spirit in the soul and Bible doctrine in the soul.


h.  Patience is a matter of thinking.  The filling of the Spirit and doctrine in the soul is a matter of thinking.


i.  The spiritual life is a life of thinking.  The thoughts of the spiritual life are supernatural thoughts.  The thinking of the spiritual life produces a supernatural way of thinking.  Part of this supernatural thinking is the ability to wait.  Supernatural thinking produces supernatural waiting, supernatural endurance, and supernatural patience.


j.  To have patience means to apply what we know.  Patience is a system of thinking Bible doctrine, a system of concentration, the application of doctrine to experience.


k.  Scripture.



(1)  Eccl 7:8, “The end of a matter is better than its beginning; patience of spirit is better than haughtiness of spirit.”


(2)  1 Cor 13:4, “Virtue-love is patient, love is kind and is not jealous; love does not brag and is not arrogant.”


(3)  2 Cor 1:6, “But if we are afflicted, it is for your comfort and salvation; or if we are comforted, it is for your comfort, which is effective in the patient enduring of the same sufferings which we also suffer;”


(4)  Eph 4:2, “with all humility and true sensitivity, with perseverance tolerate one another by means of virtue-love.”


(5)  Col 1:11, “because we have been endowed with all power according to the standard of the omnipotence from His glory [divine essence] resulting in all endurance and patience associated with happiness,” 



(6)  Col 3:12, “Therefore, as the elected ones of God, sanctified and beloved ones, put on the affections of compassion [mercy, pity], kindness [goodness, generosity], humility, gentleness [courtesy, considerateness], patience [steadfastness, endurance, forbearance],”


(7)  1 Thes 5:14, “Moreover, we ask you, brethren, warn the lazy, encourage the discouraged, help the helpless, be patient with all men.”


(8)  1 Tim 1:16, “Nevertheless, for this reason, I have been graced out, in order that in me, the foremost sinner, Jesus Christ might have demonstrated His perfect patience as a prototype to them who are destined to believe in Him for eternal life.”


(9)  2 Tim 2:24, “Now, a slave of the Lord must not be contentious, belligerent, but he must keep on being gracious face to face with the entire congregation, skillful in teaching, persevering in spite of evil.”


(10)  2 Tim 3:10, “But you have studied intensively my doctrine, my self-discipline, my lesson plan, my faithfulness, my steadfastness [unshakable adherence to the purpose of study and teaching], my love, my endurance [the power to undergo, bear, sustain opposition, criticism, annoyance without giving up].”


(11)  2 Tim 4:2, “preach the word; be ready in season and out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort, with great patience and instruction.”


(12)  Heb 6:12, “in order that you do not become lazy [mentally], but imitators of those who through doctrine and persistence inherit [acquire, obtain] the promises [escrow blessings].”


(13)  Jam 5:10, “Members of the family of God, take an example of endurance in suffering and patience, the prophets who have communicated doctrine in the name of the Lord.”


(14)  1 Pet 2:20, “For what credit is there if, when you sin and are harshly treated, you endure it with patience? But if when you do what is right and suffer for it you patiently endure it, this finds favor with God.”


(15)  2 Pet 3:9, “The Lord of the promise is not hesitating, as some regard hesitation, but continues being patient with reference to you, because He is not willing that anyone should perish, but that all make room for a change of mind.”
6.  Christian Integrity.


a.  Christian integrity is the virtue of our soul.


b.  Christian integrity is our truthfulness, honesty, and ability to keep our promises.


c.  Christian integrity is the basis for our personal code of honor in how we deal with other people in life.


d.  Christian integrity is based upon the foundation of absolute respect for the authority of God.


e.  Christian integrity is the basis for sharing the happiness of God.


f.  Without Christian integrity we are no different than Satan, and are in fact a witness for him in his appeal trial.


g.  Our integrity is our ability to think like God, obey the commands of God, love God, respect God, be honest with ourselves and others, and hold truth and righteousness as the highest values of our soul.


h.  To be right with God we must be right with ourselves and with our fellow man.



(1)  Being right with ourselves means no arrogance skills.  No self-justification, no self-deception, no self-absorption.



(2)  Being right with our fellow man means no mental attitude, verbal, or overt sins toward others.


i.  Christian integrity requires humility at all times.


j.  Christian integrity is always gracious, always thoughtful, always sensitive to the thoughts, feelings, and needs of others.
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
