
- this is the WA conversive with the qal imperfect from the verb HAYAH, meaning, “to be” plus the masculine singular noun ‘EREB, which means “evening.”

- this is the WA conversive with the qal imperfect from the verb HAYAH, meaning, “to be” plus the masculine singular noun BOQER, which means “morning.”

- this is the masculine singular from the noun YOM, meaning “Day.”

- this is the masculine singular adjective ordinal REBI‘I, which means “fourth.”

Gen 1:19 corrected translation
“And it became evening, and it became morning.  The fourth day.”
Explanation:
1.  The fourth day ends with the dispersed light created on day one gathered into the light bearers of the sun, the moon, and the planets.  Remember that light is a form of energy and all energy can be converted into mass.  Even though the moon and the planets do not give off light as such, they do contain mass, which can be converted into energy and produce light.  Therefore, the moon and the planets, which only reflect light, can rightly also be called light bearers or luminaries.

2.  God places the sun in a fixed spot in the expanse of the heavens so that the earth can rotate around its own axis and produce the effect of night and day.  Therefore, not stated in verses 14-19 is the fact that the rotation of the earth is happening.  The earth already started rotating on day one and continues to rotate.  This rotation produces the separation between day and night.

3.  The rotation of the earth around the sun is implied in the statement that statement that the luminaries exist for the purpose of producing the appointed times (like seasons of the year) and for calculating years.

4.  The sun is assigned the mission of shining during the day and the moon is assigned the mission of providing light during the night.  In addition, the planets and the stars also produce light during the night to cause man to worship God as the creator of the universe and realize His tremendous power.
