Genesis 1:27
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
- this is the WA conversive with the qal imperfect third masculine singular from the verb BARA’, meaning “to create out of nothing.”  With this we have the masculine plural noun ’ELOHIM, meaning “God” and is a reference to our Lord Jesus Christ the creator of all things.

- this is the sign of the direct object ’ETH with the definite article and noun ’ADAM, meaning “mankind.”

- this is the preposition BE plus the masculine singular common noun TSELEM with the masculine singular suffix, meaning “in His image, representation, likeness.”

“And God created the man in His image”
- this is the preposition BE plus the masculine singular common noun TSELEM in the construct state with the masculine plural noun ’ELOHIM, meaning “in the image, representation, likeness of God.”

- this is the third masculine singular qal perfect from the verb BARA’, meaning “to create out of nothing.”

- this is the sign of the direct object with the third masculine singular suffix “him.”

“And God created the man in His image, in the image of God He created him;”
- this is the masculine singular noun ZAKAR, which means “male.”

- this is the connective use of the conjunction WA plus the feminine singular noun NEQEBAH, which means “female.”

- this is the third masculine singular qal perfect from the verb BARA’, meaning “to create out of nothing.”

- this is the sign of the direct object with the third masculine plural suffix “them.”

Gen 1:27 corrected translation
“And God created the man in His image, in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them.”
Explanation:
1.  The last verse stated the principle.  This verse states the function.

2.  Our Lord Jesus Christ created the human race, beginning with the man, Adam, in the invisible but real image of God.


a.  God has a sovereign free will.  Man has a free will.


b.  God has omniscience.  Man has mentality or the ability to think.


c.  God has eternal self-awareness of His own existence.  Man has self-awareness, self-consciousness; he is aware of his own existence.

3.  Most importantly, it should be noted here that God created both the immaterial part of the man and the woman simultaneously.


a.  The man and the woman are co-equal in their immaterial essence.


b.  The immaterial essence of both the man and the woman are created at the same time by our Lord.


c.  Both have volition, mentality, and self-consciousness.


d.  God also gives both one additional characteristic, which He does not have–emotion.


e.  Emotion is not necessary for God to appreciate Himself or all that He does.  God is perfect, eternal happiness and does not need emotion as an appreciator of the soul.


f.  Man needs emotion to appreciate the thoughts of his soul and all that God has done for him.


g.  The man and the woman have equal soul essence, which is absolutely essential for soul rapport and soul compatibility.


h.  God designed the man and the woman to compliment each other.  They are different by divine design; yet they have the same immaterial essence.

4.  Though both the man and the woman’s immaterial essence is created at this point, it is not yet given to them.


a.  Adam will not receive his immaterial soul essence until the Lord Jesus Christ breathes into his nostrils the breath of lives.  (Yes, “lives” in the plural.  The original man received two lives: spiritual life and human life.)


b.  The woman will not receive her immaterial soul essence until the Lord breathes into her nostrils the breath of lives.


c.  The same is true for every human being who is ever born.  No one becomes a human being until in every case the Lord Jesus Christ breathes into his or her nostrils the breath of life.  (Yes, that is “life” in the single, because after the fall of Adam, the Lord cannot breath spiritual life into a spiritually dead human being.  The cannot occur until the new birth, the moment a person believes in Christ.)

5.  This verse does not deal with the creation of the material part of man, only the immaterial part.  The material part is not created out of nothing; it is made, fashioned, formed, molded out of the existing matter, materials, or atoms of the earth–the dust of the ground for Adam and the rib of Adam for the woman.

6.  Since man’s essence is the image of invisible God, then it is important to understand the essence of God.
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
