Genesis 1:3



- this is the conjunctive particle WA, meaning “And” plus the qal imperfect third masculine singular from the verb AMAR, which means “to speak, to say, to command.”  Here it means to command.

- this is the masculine plural noun ‘ELOHIM, meaning “God.”  This is a reference to God the Holy Spirit, the agent of regeneration of the earth.

- this is the qal imperfect third masculine singular from the verb HAJAH, which means “to be, to become, to come into being.”
- this is the common singular noun ‘OR, meaning “light” and referring to elementary light as a substance, in contrast to the Hebrew word MEOR used on the fourth day of restoration for light containers.


1.  It is used of “light” as defused in nature, Job 3:9; 38:19.


2.  It is used of “dawn” or “morning light” Jud 16:2.


3.  It is used of “light” of the heavenly luminaries, such as moonlight and sunlight, Isa 30:26, starlight, Ps 148:3.


4.  It is used of “daylight” Job 38:15; Amos 8:9.


5.  It is used of “lightning” Job 36:32.


6.  It is used of “the light of a lamp” Prov 13:9.


7.  It is used of “the light of life” Job 33:30.


8.  It is used of “the light of prosperity” Job 22:28.


9.  It is used of “the light of instruction” Prov 6:23.


10.  It is used of “the light of the face” Job 29:24.


11.  The Lord is the “light of Israel” Isa 10:17.

- this is the connective WA plus the qal imperfect from the verb HAJAH, meaning, “to be” plus the noun ‘OR, meaning “light.”

Gen 1:3 corrected translation
“And God [the Holy Spirit] commanded, ‘Light, come into existence,’ and light came into existence.”
Explanation:
1.  The first act in the restoration of the earth for man’s habitation is the restoration of light on the earth.


a.  Light already existed in the universe; for the Lord Jesus Christ had already created “the heavens” which included all the stars and galaxies.


b.  Light was necessary for all plants and animals to be able to live.


c.  Light was necessary to penetrate the supernatural darkness with which God had encapsulated the earth as a part of judgment against Satan.


d.  This light was an indication that the judgment on the earth itself had come to an end.

2.  Light here is symbolic of the Lord Jesus Christ, as the light of the world, who is first and most important thing the world needs.  Light is symbolic for Bible doctrine, which pre-exists mankind, and is the most important thing in the life of the believer.
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
