Genesis 1:4



- this is the conjunction WA plus the third masculine singular qal imperfect from the verb RA‘AH, which means, “to see.”
- this is the proper name ’ELOHIM, meaning “God” and referring to God the Son who gives the command which is executed by God the Holy Spirit.

- this is the sign of the direct object plus the definite article and the common noun ’OR, meaning “the light.”  The Hebrew word OR refers to elementary light as a material, whereas the Hebrew word MEOR refers to a light carrier or a light reflector.  MEOR is the word used on the forth day of restoration to describe the various light containers.

- this is the particle KI, used as a relative conjunction, meaning “that” and used after verbs of seeing and functioning like an accusative to indicate the content of what was seen.  With this we have the masculine singular adjective TOB, meaning “good.”
“And God saw the light that [it was] good.”
- this is the third masculine singular hiphil imperfect from the verb BADAL, which means “to divide, to separate.”
- this is the proper name ’ELOHIM, meaning “God” and referring to God the Holy Spirit.

- this is the preposition BEN (pronounced BANE), meaning “between.”
- this is the definite article and noun ’OR, meaning “light.”
- this is the connective use of the conjunction WA and the preposition BEN, meaning “and between.”
- this is the definite article and the masculine singular noun HOSHEK, meaning “darkness” and is used for extreme darkness.

Gen 1:4 corrected translation
“And God saw the light that [it was] good.  And God separated between the light and between the darkness.”
Explanation:
1.  God the Holy Spirit did not create light.  That had already been done by the Lord Jesus Christ and did not need to be duplicated.

2.  God the Holy Spirit caused light to exist in the supernatural darkness that covered the earth.  As in all things that God does, this light was absolute good.  God is absolute good and all that God does is absolute good.

3.  The Holy Spirit then separated or divided the light from the darkness.  The darkness was God’s judgment as a result of the angelic fall.  Darkness was the result of Satan’s fall and resultant rebellion.  God caused the light to exist once again on the earth to correct the situation Satan had created.

4.  The Trinity can be compared to the properties of light.


a.  One of the properties of light is that it is actinic (it radiates energy).  It is neither seen nor felt.  God the Father is neither seen nor felt.


b.  Another property of light is that it is luminiferous (it can be seen).  It is both seen and felt.  God the Son is both seen and felt.


c.  A third property of light is that it is calorific (it has heat).  It is felt, but not seen.

5.  There had to be light which contained heat to keep the ice pack, which melted from freezing again.  Light was the divine cure for the evil Satan produced which resulted in the darkness that covered the earth.

6.  Darkness is left behind by God after the restoration of light to the earth, so that man can choose between the light and the darkness.  Man’s volition must resolve the issue between the kingdom of darkness and the kingdom of light.  Light and darkness now represent the two kingdoms on the earth, the kingdom of light--our Lord’s kingdom, and the kingdom of darkness—Satan’s kingdom.


a.  Jn 1:5, “The Light [a title for our Lord] shines in the darkness [Satan’s cosmic system], and the darkness did not comprehend it.”

b.  Jn 3:19, “This is the judgment, that the Light has come into the world, and men loved the darkness rather than the Light, for their deeds were evil.”

c.  Jn 8:12, “Then Jesus again spoke to them, saying, “I am the Light of the world; he who follows Me will not walk in the darkness, but will have the Light of life.”

d.  Jn 12:35, “So Jesus said to them, “For a little while longer the Light is among you. Walk while you have the Light, so that darkness will not overtake you; he who walks in the darkness does not know where he goes.”

e.  Jn 12:46, “I have come as Light into the world, so that everyone who believes in Me will not remain in darkness.”
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
