Genesis 2:22



- this is the WA conversive with the qal imperfect third masculine singular from the verb BANAH, which means, “to build.”  With this we have the divine name JEHOVAH and the masculine plural noun ‘ELOHIM, meaning “the Lord God” and referring to our Lord Jesus Christ.  The phrase is translated “Then the Lord God built.”
- this is the sign of the object ‘ETH with the definite article and the feminine singular noun TSELA’, meaning “the rib.”
- this is the relative particle ‘ASHER, meaning “which” plus the third masculine singular qal perfect from the verb LAQACH, meaning, “to take, seize.”  It is translated “which He had taken.”
- this is the preposition MIN with the definite article and masculine singular noun ‘ADAM, meaning “from the man.”
- this is the preposition L with the feminine singular noun ‘ISHAH, which means “into a woman.”
“Then the Lord God built the rib which He had taken from the man into a woman.”
- this is the WA conversive with the third masculine singular hiphil imperfect from the verb BO’ with a 3fs suffix “her”.  The verb means:

Four meaning apply here:


1.  The Lord Jesus Christ brought the woman to the man.  This is true throughout human history.  The Lord always brings the right woman to the right man.  He does not have to search for her.


2.  The Lord let the woman come to the man.  This is the other side of the coin of the Lord bringing the right woman to the right man.  She wants to go to him and become a part of his life.  This is the longing of her soul for her soul mate.


3.  The Lord presented the woman to the man.  This presentation was the best present the man could possibly receive.  The Lord introduced them to each other.  Each had a relationship with the Lord before they had a relationship with each other.  Their relationship with each other depended upon their relationship with the Lord.


4.  The Lord handed the woman over to the man.  This is the delegation of the Lord’s authority over His creation to Adam as the ruler of the world.  The woman was placed under Adam’s perfect authority as the perfect husband.

- this is the preposition ‘EL with the definite article and the masculine singular noun ‘ADAM, which means “to the man.”
Gen 2:22 corrected translation
“Then the Lord God built the rib which He had taken from the man into a woman.  And He brought her to the man.”
Explanation:
1.  The Lord Jesus Christ is the creator of all things, Col 1:16.

2.  The Lord Jesus Christ is the creator of the woman’s body and the woman’s soul.

3.  Men and women are created differently both in their bodies and in their souls.


a.  Men and women do not function the same physiologically.


b.  Men and women do not function the same emotionally.


c.  Men and women do not function the same mentally.


d.  This is not a bad thing; it is the perfect design of God.


e.  Men are not better than women, nor are women better than men.  They are just different from each other in order to compliment each other.


f.  Men should not expect women to function, think, or act like them.


g.  Women should not expect men to function, think, or act like them.


h.  Each is perfectly designed to function, think, and act the way they do because the Lord Jesus Christ created them thus.


i.  This does not imply that people (both men and women) can use the Lord as the excuse for why they have ruined the divine design through their own bad choices.


j.  When a man tries to get a woman to think or act like a man, disaster occurs.  She hates and resents him for his lack of sensitivity.


k.  When a woman tries to get a man to think or act like a man, disaster occurs.  He hates and resents her for her disrespect of him.


l.  Whenever we try to change someone else, we are telling them that we do not respect who and what they are; therefore, we are disrespecting them and they feel it, sense it, know it, and resent it.


m.  You cannot change others; you can only change yourself.


n.  Adam never tried to change the woman; Satan did.  Why?  He had no respect for her.


o.  The woman never tried to change the man until after the fall.  Why?  She respected him until she sinned.  At the point of her fall, she no longer respected Adam and only wanted to change him, so that he would become a better person like herself.


p.  The Lord created a perfect divine design in body, soul, and spirit for both of them.  Neither of them could improve the other one.  There was nothing either of them could do to make the other one better.  It wasn’t until after the fall that they tried to make each other better through operation fig leaves.

4.  The Lord took a feminine rib from the man, so that the full woman could return to him.


a.  Adam had to give up a part of himself in order to get something fantastic back in return, and Adam had no volitional choice in the matter.  God never asked Adam if it would all right to take one of his ribs.  Adam’s volition wasn’t an issue.  He was getting his right woman whether he wanted her or not.  There was no way he could say “no” because he had never even seen a woman before.


b.  Adam did not have to make a sacrifice to get his right woman.  Adam did not have to do anything.  It was grace all the way.


c.  The feminine rib taken from Adam indicates that the man has a feminine side, and that feminine side belongs at his side as his companion.  (That’s a play on words to get you to think.)  The feminine side of the man is no longer in him, but in front of him as his right woman.


d.  The man is incomplete without the woman, and the woman is incomplete without the man.  All homosexuals and lesbians are incomplete and therefore unfulfilled, and because of blackout of the soul, they never understand why they are unhappy.  You cannot violate God’s design and ever be happy.  Adultery, fornication, homosexuality and lesbianism all result in bitter frustration and the arrogance of unhappiness.


e.  Sex outside of the state of holy matrimony destroys the divine design and results in an incomplete right man or an incomplete right woman, or both.  


f.  The Lord’s desire is to bring a complete right woman to every complete right man (even for unbelievers).  But He cannot do so, when we destroy His design through sexual sins.  Any sex outside of marriage is a sexual sin.  Whether you do with someone else, something else, or by yourself.


g.  The Lord prepares the right woman for the right man away from the presence of the right man.  The man must prepare for her by thinking and waiting.  Adam’s job was to think of names for the animals and wait for his companion to be presented to him.


h.  The right woman prepares herself for the right man by depending totally upon the Lord’s timing.

5.  When the Lord brought the woman to the man it was one of the most dramatic moments in history.


a.  For the first and only time in human history you had a unique creature--a female, who was perfect in every way, given as a gift from the Lord Jesus Christ to be a permanent companion to another perfect creature--a male--for the rest of their lives.


b.  The angels had never seen anything like this in billions of years.


c.  The Lord did not just create a male and a female; He created a husband and a wife.


d.  This was unique to the universe, since all angels are males, and they do not marry.


e.  So at this point, our Lord is performing the first wedding ceremony.  Just as the bride is prepared away from the groom and then presented to the groom at the proper moment, so with the husband and wife in the garden and Eden, and so with the Church as the bride of Christ.


f.  Notice that the wedding ceremony came before sex.  I’m fairly certain that both of them couldn’t wait to get their hands on each other, but the Lord had them both slow down and recognize that this was a lifelong commitment to each other, no matter what.  In other words, for better or worse.  Most people stick around for the better part, but bail out of the marriage when the worse part happens.


g.  God the Holy Spirit inspired Moses not to put in all the details of the wedding, because it was clear to every Jew who read or heard this that a wedding had to take place first.  It goes without saying.


h.  But in the next verse we have the conclusion of Adam’s wedding speech.  I’m fairly certain that in the first part of the speech he thanked the Lord for creating her.  In the middle of the speech, he probably expressed his appreciation of her.  And at the end of the speech he acknowledges his recognition of her as his right woman and his wife.
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
