- this is the W consecutive with the proper name TSILLAH, used in a temporal sense, “At the same time Tsillah.”  With this we have the adverb of addition GAM with the personal pronoun HI’, meaning “she,” which is used also as a reflexive pronoun “herself.”  The phrase is translated “At the same time Tsillah also herself.”
- this is the third feminine singular qal perfect from the verb YALAD, which means “to give birth to.”  With this we have the sign of the object and the proper name TUBAL-CAYIN.  The meaning of the name is unknown.  The phrase is translated “gave birth to Tubal-Cain.”

- this is the masculine singular qal participle from the verb LATASH, which means “to hammer, to sharpen (a sword).”  Tubal-Cain was a blacksmith, a hammerer or forger of metals, a metallurgist.  Then we have the masculine singular noun KOL, meaning “all” plus the masculine singular qal participle from the verb CHARASH, which means “to cut in, to engrave, to plough;” and as a participle it means “an engraver; a metal-worker.”  This is followed by the feminine singular noun NECHOSHETH, which means “copper, bronze.”  This is followed by the connective W, meaning “and” plus the masculine singular noun BARZEL, which means, “iron.”  The entire phrase is translated “a metallurgist of all who are metal-workers of bronze and iron.”
- this is the connective use of the conjunction W, meaning “and” plus the feminine singular construct form of the noun ‘ACHOTH, meaning “sister of.”  With this we have the proper name TUBAL-CAYIN plus the proper name NA’AMAH, which means “pleasant, delightful, beautiful.”

Gen 4:22 corrected translation
“At the same time Tsillah also herself gave birth to Tubal-Cain, a metallurgist of all who are metal-workers of bronze and iron.  And the sister of Tubal-Cain was Naamah.”
Explanation:
1.  Lemek’s other wife, Tsillah, also gave birth to two very prominent children.

2.  Tubal-Cain was the first metallurgist, the first blacksmith, the first jeweler.  He was also very good at it and taught others in the family.

3.  His sister Naamah was renowned for her fantastic beauty and wonderful personality.  She was what any unbeliever would want in a woman.

4.  All of Lemek’s children were dynamic, successful, prosperous, and famous.

5.  The whole family of Cain contributed tremendously to the pleasures, delights, culture, education, knowledge, and advancement of the world.

6.  None of them seem to have had much of a spiritual life.  They all had a dynamic cosmic life, but not much of a spiritual life.

7.  The distractions and the pleasures of the world were the fascination of the family of Cain.  They were much more interested in what they could do for themselves and each other than what God could do for them.

8.  Their life centered around their wealth, their accomplishments, their success, their power, their promotion, their beauty, their sexuality, everything except what God thought of them and what God would do for them.  People were impressed by what they were doing.  They had the approbation of others to the maximum.  They were admired by others and applauded wherever they went.

9.  They did not need God; they had each other and the love of people in the world.  There was nothing God could do for them, which they were not capable of providing for themselves.

10.  The world was their playground, and they reveled in it.  They lived the lifestyle of the rich and famous.  They had no need of Jesus Christ.
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
