Heb 10:14



- is the explanatory use of the postpositive conjunction GAR, meaning “For” plus the instrumental of means from the feminine singular cardinal adjective HEIS, meaning “by means of one” and the noun PROSPHORA, meaning “offering.”
“For by means of one offering”

- is the third person singular perfect active indicative from the verb TELEIOW, which means “to make perfect someone Heb 10:1; 7:19; 9:9; 10:14.”


The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which emphasizes a past, completed action.  We have been made perfect.  We cannot make ourselves perfect by what we do, because God has already made us perfect by what He has done.  It is translated by the English auxiliary verb “has.”


The active voice indicates that Jesus Christ has produced the action of making us perfect.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dramatic fact and reality of Bible doctrine.

This is followed by the preposition EIS plus the adverbial accusative of measure (of extent of time) from the neuter singular article and adjective DIĒNEKĒS, which means “without interruption, always, and when used of time, it means: for all time, without interruption; forever Heb 7:3; 10:1, 12, 14.”

“He has made perfect for all time”

- is the accusative direct object from the masculine plural articular present passive participle from the verb HAGIAZW, which means “to be consecrated, dedicated, sanctified Heb 10:14.”
  In the passive voice it means “to be sanctified (set apart as holy to God).”


The article is used as a relative pronoun with an embedded demonstrative pronoun.  It is translated “the ones who” or “those who.”


The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now in the process of occurring not only in our individual lives but in the course of human history for the entire Church.


The passive voice indicates that believers receive the action of being sanctified by the work of Christ on the Cross, the ministry of the Holy Spirit at salvation, and God the Father’s word of truth.


The participle is ascriptive or substantival; Church Age believers being the objects of the action of the verb to sanctify.
“those who are sanctified.”

Heb 10:14 corrected translation
“For by means of one offering He has made perfect for all time those who are sanctified.”
Explanation:
1.  “For by means of one offering He has made perfect for all time”

a.  The writer continues with a further explanation of his previous statement in verse 10, “By means of which will [God the Father’s will] we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ one time.”


b.  Again the one offering of Christ is contrasted with the many Levitical offerings.


c.  Our Lord’s self-sacrifice on the Cross for us is the means by which He has made perfect those who believe in Him.


d.  The fact that the Levitical offerings could not do this has already been established in:



(1)  Heb 7:11, “Now if perfection was through the Levitical priesthood, (for on the basis of it the people received the Law), what further need [was there] for another priest to arise according to the manner of Melchizedek and not be named according to the manner of Aaron?”



(2)  Heb 7:19a, “for the Law made perfect nothing”



(3)  Heb 9:9, “which [tabernacle was] a symbol until the present time, in which [tabernacle after tabernacle] both gifts and sacrifices were offered, which are not able to make perfect the worshiper in relation to conscience,”



(4)  Heb 10:1, “Therefore, the Law, because it is a shadow of the future good things, not the very form of things, by means of the same sacrifices which they offer without interruption every year, is never able to make perfect those who approach.”

2.  “He has made perfect for all time”

a.  Our Lord Jesus Christ has done what no Levitical offering has ever or could ever do—He has made us perfect forever.  This is the concept of positional sanctification.



(1)  We are perfect in Christ.



(2)  The moment we believe in Christ we are entered into union with Christ.



(3)  The moment we believe in Christ, God the Father imputes His perfect righteousness to us.



(4)  The combination of the imputation of divine righteousness and being entered into union with Christ combines to make us positionally perfect forever.



(5)  We are certainly not perfect in our experience on earth after salvation, because we still have a functional sin nature.



(6)  But once we die or the Rapture of the Church takes place (whichever comes first), we will then be in resurrection body apart from the sin nature and be ultimately made perfect forever.



(7)  This statement looks at this process of being sanctified or made perfect as a completed action, because God will accomplish all that He desires.


b.  We have been made perfect.  We cannot make ourselves perfect by what we do, because God has already made us perfect by what He has done.


c.  Our perfection is eternal.  It cannot be lost.  It is for all time.  It is forever.


d.  Once God makes us exactly what He wants us to be, then neither He nor us can change it.  God has made us perfect and there is nothing we can do to change it.  No matter how much, how often, or how terrible we sin, we have been made perfect by our Lord Jesus Christ.


e.  God the Father took away from us the guilt-worthiness, the punishment, the judgment of all our sins (past, present, and future) and put them in the body of Christ on the Cross and judged them.  This was the one sacrifice for sin that paid the penalty for sin.  Our imperfection was taken from us and given to Christ.  With our imperfection taken from us, we no longer have any imperfection.  God the Father considers us to be perfect.


f.  We are as perfect as God could want us to be and as perfect as He could make us.  Now we simply have to get rid of this physical body with its desire to do what it wants; that is, our sin nature.  We need a body that only does what God wants—our resurrection body.


g.  Related Scripture:



(1)  Heb 10:1, “Therefore, the Law…is never able to make perfect those who approach.”  But the perfect sacrifice of Christ is able to make perfect those who approach.



(2)  Heb 12:22-23, “But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to myriads of angels, to the general assembly and church of the firstborn who are enrolled in heaven, and to God, the Judge of all, and to the spirits of the righteous made perfect.”

3.  “those who are sanctified.”

a.  The objects of sanctification are “those who are sanctified,” that is, every person in the human race that believes in Christ.  Everyone who believes in Christ is set apart unto God.  But this context specifically refers to Church Age believers.


b.  Being sanctified means being set apart unto God as holy, being consecrated by God, being made holy, declared holy, and treated as holy by God.


c.  Related Scripture.



(1)  Acts 20:32, “And now I commend you to God and to the word of His grace, which is able to build you up and to give you the inheritance among all those who are sanctified.”



(2)  Acts 26:18, “to open their eyes so that they may turn from darkness to light and from the dominion of Satan to God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins and an inheritance among those who have been sanctified by faith in Me.”



(3)  1 Cor 1:2, “to the church of God which is in Corinth, to those having been sanctified in Christ Jesus, to those appointed saints, together with all those who call upon the person of our Lord Jesus Christ in every place, their [Lord] and ours.”



(4)  1 Cor 1:30, “But because of Him [God the Father] you keep on being in Christ Jesus, who became to us the wisdom from God [God the Father], both the righteousness and the sanctification and the redemption,”



(5)  Jn 17:17, “Sanctify them by means of the truth; Your word is truth.”  Verse 19, “For their sakes I sanctify Myself, that they themselves also may be sanctified by means of truth.”



(6)  Rom 15:16, “in order that I might be a minister of Christ Jesus to the Gentiles, ministering as a priest the gospel of God, in order that the offering consisting of the Gentiles might become acceptable, having been sanctified by the agency of the Holy Spirit.”



(7)  1 Thes 5:23, “Now may the God of peace Himself [Lord Jesus Christ] set you apart to God as perfect; that is, may your spirit and soul and body be preserved undamaged, blameless in the presence of our Lord Jesus Christ.”



(8)  1 Cor 6:11, “In fact that is the sort of people you were, at least some of you.  But you permitted yourselves to be washed.  But you were sanctified.  But you were justified [acquitted, declared righteous, and made pure] by the agency of the person of the Lord Jesus Christ and by the agency of the Spirit of our God.”



(9)  Eph 5:25-27, “Husbands, unconditionally love your wives, just as Christ also loved the Church and gave Himself as a substitute for her, in order that He might sanctify her, after having cleansed [her] by means of the washing produced by the water with the word [the message of the gospel], in order that He might present a glorious Church to himself, having no stain [sin], or wrinkle [human good], or any such things [evil], but that she should be holy and blameless.”



(10)  Heb 9:13-14a, “For if the blood of goats and bulls and the ashes of a young female cow, sprinkling those who have been defiled, sanctifies for the purpose of the purity of the flesh, how much more will the blood of Christ,”



(11)  Heb 13:12, “Therefore Jesus also, that He might sanctify the people through His own blood [spiritual death], suffered outside the gate [was crucified outside the city of Jerusalem].”
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
