Heb 10:35



- is the negative adverb MĒ, meaning “not” plus the second person plural aorist active subjunctive from the verb APOBALLW, which means “throw away, reject, or lose.”


The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which regards the action in its entirety.


The active voice indicates that every Church Age believer is to produce the action.


The subjunctive mood with the negative MĒ is a prohibitive subjunctive, which commands someone to not do something.  It should be translated “do not throw away.”

Then we have the postpositive inferential use of the conjunction OUN, meaning “Therefore,” which draws a conclusion from what was previously stated.  This is followed by the accusative direct object from the feminine singular article and noun PARRĒSIA with the possessive genitive from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “your confidence, courage.”

“Therefore, do not throw away your confidence,”
 - is the nominative subject from the feminine singular qualitative relative pronoun HOSTIS, which is used for the simple relative pronoun and means “which” or “which is of such a quality.”  The relative pronoun refers to the previous feminine singular noun PARRĒSIA = confidence/courage.  Then we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb ECHW, which means “to have.”


The present tense is a progressive present for an action or state that continues.  It should be translated “keeps on having.”


The active voice indicates that our confidence in God produces the action of having something.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of doctrine.

Finally, we have the accusative direct object from the feminine singular adjective MEGAS, meaning “great” and the noun MISTHAPODOSIA, which means “reward Heb 11:26; 10:35.”
  This word is unique to this biblical writer and not used by any writer before him.  This indicates Paul’s influence on this letter, since Paul loved to invent new descriptive words for the new mystery doctrine of the Church.

“which keeps on having great reward.”

Heb 10:35 corrected translation
“Therefore, do not throw away your confidence, which keeps on having great reward.”
Explanation:
1.  “Therefore, do not throw away your confidence,”

a.  The writer now draws a conclusion from his previous statements in verses 32-34.


b.  He exhorts his readers with a command to not do something, which they were in danger of doing, which would result in their complete loss of eternal rewards (not their salvation, just the rewards that accompany it).


c.  These believers had started out their spiritual life with confidence in the person and work of Christ.


d.  Upon the foundation of confidence in the person and work of Christ, they had built confidence in the word of God.


e.  Upon the superstructure of confidence in the word of God, they had built the steeple of personal love for God.


f.  The author commands them to not throw away as worthless or useless this fantastic confidence in God and His promises, which are resident in their souls and the motivation of their spiritual life.


g.  This confidence was exhibited by Peter and John before the Sanhedrin, Acts 4:13, “Now as they observed the confidence of Peter and John and understood that they were uneducated and untrained men, they were amazed, and began to recognize them as having been with Jesus.”


h.  This confidence in God and His plan was the motivation for the courageous acts mentioned in verses 32-34.


i.  Therefore, the word PARRĒSIA refers to the inner confidence of the believer, which manifests itself in outward courage toward people and circumstances of life.


j.  How does a believer throw away or lose confidence in God?



(1)  By giving up on the grace and provision of God under adversity and testing.



(2)  By thinking that the things of this world hold more value than the reward of executing the plan of God by obeying the will of God.  It is the attitude that says, “I’ll take the onion soup now rather than the seven course dinner in the future.”



(3)  By rejecting the love of God, and therefore, no longer believing the word of God; that is, negative volition to doctrine.



(4)  By giving in to the lust pattern of the sin nature and remaining in a state of perpetual carnality.



(5)  By getting eyes on self, circumstances, and/or others; that is, reacting to something or someone.



(6)  By believing the arrogance skills of self-deception, self-justification, self-absorption, and self-gratification; that is, believing the lies of Satan rather than the truth of divine revelation.



(7)  By being overcome by one’s own failure, discipline, discouragement, disillusion, or unrealistic expectations.


k.  What does Scripture say about the believer’s confidence?



(1)  Rom 5:2b-5, “let us have pride based on absolute confidence in the glory of God.  And not only [this], but also let us take pride in adversities, knowing that such suffering brings about perseverance.  And perseverance [in suffering brings about] approved integrity, and approved integrity [brings about] absolute confidence.  And absolute confidence [in God] never causes shame and disappointment, because the love for God has been poured out in our heart through the Holy Spirit, who was given to us for our benefit.”



(2)  Rom 15:4, “For everything that has been written before [Old Testament] was written for the purpose of our instruction, in order that through perseverance and encouragement from the Scriptures we might have confidence.”



(3)  Rom 15:12, “And again Isaiah says [11:10], ‘The Root of Jesse will exist, even He who shall rise up to rule over the Gentiles.  In Him the Gentiles shall have confidence.’”

(24)  1 Pet 1:13, “For this reason prepare your mind for action, be self-controlled, have absolute confidence in the grace which is being brought to all of you at the revelation of Jesus Christ.”

a.  The confidence we have in God the Father’s plan, the person and work of Christ, the word of God, and our spiritual life keeps on having great reward.


b.  This reward occurs both in time and eternity in the form of spiritual and material blessings.

The Reward of the Believer:

1.  is from God,


a.  Rom 2:6-8, “who [the Lord Jesus Christ] will render recompense to each person according to his works.  To those on the one hand who on the basis of the expectation of a good work are seeking eternal life, [there is] glory, honor, and immortality.  But to those on the other hand who from selfish ambition indeed refuse to believe the truth but keep on obeying unrighteousness—anger and wrath!”

2.  is of grace, through faith alone.


a.  Rom 4:4-5, “But to the one who works [for salvation], his pay is not credited on the basis of grace but on the basis of debt.  But to the one who does not work [for salvation], but believes on Him who justifies the godless one [the unbeliever], his faith is credited as righteousness.”


b. d.  Faithfulness to death. Rev 2:10, “Do not fear what you are about to suffer. Behold, the devil is about to cast some of you into prison, so that you will be tested, and you will have tribulation for ten days.  Be faithful until death, and I will give you the crown of life.

16.  is not to be compared with present afflictions, Rom 8:18, “For I conclude that the sufferings of the present time are not comparable to the glory which is destined to be revealed for us.”

17.  shall be given at the second coming of Christ.


a.  Mt 16:27, “For the Son of Man is going to come in the glory of His Father with His angels, and will then repay every man according to his deeds.”


b.  Rev 22:12, “Behold, I am coming quickly, and My reward is with Me, to render to every man according to what he has done.”
