Heb 2:12



- is the appositional nominative masculine singular present active participle from the verb LEGW, which means, “saying.”

The present tense is a descriptive present, which describes what Jesus Christ says that proves that He calls us ‘brethren’.


The active voice indicates that our Lord produces the action of saying that we are His brothers.


The participle is circumstantial.

Then we have the first person singular future active indicative from the verb APAGGELLW, which means “to announce or make something known publicly, proclaim Mt 12:18; 1 Jn 1:2; Heb 2:12.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will definitely take place.


The active voice indicates that our Lord will produce the action of proclaiming to his brethren (those who believe in Him) the person of God the Father.  This prediction was fulfilled during His First Advent.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

This is followed by the accusative neuter singular direct object from the definite article and noun ONOMA with the second person singular possessive genitive personal pronoun SU, meaning “Your person” and referring to God the Father.  Then we have the dative of indirect object from the masculine plural definite article and noun ADELPHOS with the first person singular possessive genitive from the personal pronoun EGW, meaning “to My brethren” and referring to the royal family of God.
“saying, ‘I will proclaim Your person to My brethren,”
 - is the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the neuter singular substantival use of the adjective MESOS, meaning “in the middle; in the midst; among.”  With this we have the adverbial genitive of place from the feminine singular noun EKKLĒSIA, meaning “of the assembly, congregation, gathering Heb 2:12; Acts 7:38 of a specific Christian group.”
  Then we have the first person singular future active indicative from the verb HUMNEW, which means “to sing in praise to, sing in praise of  sing the praise of, sing a song of praise to someone Acts 16:25; Heb 2:12.”


The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.


The active voice indicates that Jesus Christ will produce the action.

The indicative mood is declarative for the fact of a future event.

Finally, we have the second person singular accusative direct object from the personal pronoun SU, meaning “You” and referring to God the Father.
“in the midst of the assembly I will sing in praise to You.’”
Heb 2:12 corrected translation
“saying, ‘I will proclaim Your person to My brethren, in the midst of the assembly I will sing in praise to You.’”
Explanation:
1.  “saying, ‘I will proclaim Your person to My brethren,”

a.  The writer continues by proving that the Lord Jesus Christ calls us ‘brethren’.  The entire sentence now reads: “For both He who sanctifies [Jesus Christ] and those who are sanctified [believers] [are] all from one [God]; for which reason He is not ashamed to call them brothers, saying, ‘I will proclaim Your person to My brethren, in the midst of the assembly I will sing in praise to You.’”


b.  The writer does this by quoting from the Septuagint of Ps 21:23 (Ps 22:22 in the Hebrew), where our Lord through the psalmist makes a declaration to God the Father that He will proclaim the person of God the Father to His brothers.

c.  The Lord’s brethren are those who are in union with Him; that is, the royal family of God, which is made up of all Church Age believers—you and I.


d.  The fact that Our Lord proclaimed God the Father’s person to our Lord’s brethren is declared in His prayer to the Father in Jn 17:6, 26, “I have manifested Your name [person] to the men whom You gave Me out of the world; they were Yours and You gave them to Me, and they have kept Your word.  …and I have made Your name [person] known to them, and will make it known, so that the love with which You loved Me may be in them, and I in them.”


e.  Therefore, the prophecy declared by David was fulfilled by David’s greater Son one thousand years later during the first advent of Christ and has continued to be fulfilled for the last two thousand years.


f.  The point being made here is that the Lord Jesus Christ calls us His “brethren.”  He is not ashamed to call us His brethren.  This point is proven by the prophecy in Psalm 22, which applies to our Lord’s first advent.  We know that this Psalm applies to our Lord’s first advent because it is the psalm which our Lord sung to himself on the Cross, Ps 22:1, “My God, My God, why have You forsaken Me?  Far from My deliverance are the words of My groaning.”
2.  “in the midst of the assembly I will sing in praise to You.’”

a.  The person of God the Father is proclaimed among believers in every Christian worship assembly.  This has continued for the entire Church Age and will continue for as long as the Church Age continues.

b.  The assembly is the assembly of Church Age believers.

c. The practice of singing praises to God the Father in worship is mentioned in:



(1)  Acts 16:25, “But about midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns of praise to God, and the prisoners were listening to them.”


(2)  Acts 2:42-47, “They were continually devoting themselves to the apostles’ teaching and to fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer.  Everyone kept feeling a sense of awe; and many wonders and signs were taking place through the apostles.  And all those who had believed were together and had all things in common; and they began selling their property and possessions and were sharing them with all, as anyone might have need.  Day by day continuing with one mind in the temple, and breaking bread from house to house, they were taking their meals together with gladness and sincerity of heart, praising God and having favor with all the people.  And the Lord was adding to their number day by day those who were being saved.”

d.  Singing and praising God is a part of Christian worship:


(1)  1 Cor 14:26, “Therefore, what is the point, brethren?  When you assemble, each person ought to have a song of praise, [or] ought to have a teaching, [or] ought to have a divine revelation, [or] ought to have a message in a foreign language, [or] ought to have a translation.  All things must happen for the purpose of spiritual strengthening.”



(2)  Eph 5:19-20, “when you express yourselves to one another by means of psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, by singing and playing musical instruments with your heart to the Lord, with the result of giving thanks at all times for all things through the person of our Lord Jesus Christ to God, even the Father.”


(3)  Col 3:16, “Let the doctrine of Christ dwell abundantly in you all by means of all wisdom, teaching and warning each other with psalms, hymns, spiritual songs, by means of grace singing in your hearts to God.”
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
