Heb 2:8



- is the accusative neuter plural direct object from the adjective PAS, used as a substantive and meaning “all things” and referring to both angelic and human beings.  Then we have the second person singular aorist active indicative from the verb HUPOTASSW, which means “to subordinate, subject.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which gathers the action of God the Father subordinating all of creation to Christ in its entirety and regards it as a fact without reference to its beginning, end, progress, or result.


The active voice indicates that God the Father has produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the preposition HUPOKATW, which is an adverb, used with the genitive of place, meaning “under,” plus the genitive masculine plural definite article and noun POUS with the third masculine singular possessive genitive intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, meaning “under His feet” and referring to the feet of our Lord Jesus Christ.
“‘You [God the Father] have subordinated all things under His [Jesus Christ] feet.’”
 - is the explanatory use of the postpositive conjunction GAR, meaning “For” followed by the preposition EN plus the locative of time from the articular aorist active infinitive from the verb HUPOTASSW, which mean “when He subjected.”

The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which regards the action in its entirety as a fact.


The active voice indicates that God the Father produces the action.


“This use of the infinitive indicates a temporal relationship between its action and the action of the controlling verb.  The action of the infinitive of contemporaneous time occurs simultaneously with the action of the controlling verb.  Its structure is + the infinitive.  It should be translated while (for present infinitives) or as, when (for aorist infinitives) plus an appropriate finite verb.”

The word AUTOS in the dative masculine third person singular is not found in p46 or Uncial B, which strongly suggests that it was a scribal addition to “smooth out the grammar”.  Its omission does not change the meaning.  Then we have the accusative neuter plural direct object from the definite article and adjective PAS, used as a substantive and meaning “all things.”  This is followed by the double accusative of the object-complement.  First we have the accusative neuter singular direct object from the negative cardinal adjective OUDEIS, which means “nothing.”  Then we have the third person singular aorist active indicative from the verb APHIĒMI, which means “to leave (behind) Heb 6:1; neglect Mt 23:23; to have something continue or remain in a place.”


The aorist tense is a constative aorist, which gathers up into a single whole the entire action of God Father not omitting anything from being subordinate to Christ and emphasizes it as a fact.


The active voice indicates that God the Father produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

This is followed by the dative of indirect object from the third person masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a personal pronoun, meaning “to Him” and referring to our Lord Jesus Christ.  Then we have the other half of the double accusative of object-complement with the accusative neuter singular complement from the adjective ANUPOTAKTOS, which means “not made subject, independent; he has left nothing that was not made subject to him i.e.,  he has withheld nothing from his sovereignty Heb 2:8; it also means refusing submission to authority, undisciplined, disobedient, rebellious.”
  The idea here is that no creature will be left in a state of independent rebelliousness after the conclusion of the millennial reign of Christ. 

“For when subjecting all things, He omitted nothing as not made subject to Him.”
 - is the adversative use of the conjunction DE, meaning “But” with the temporal adverb NUN, meaning “now” and referring to the rest of human history.  Then we have the temporal adverb OUPW, meaning “not yet.”  This is followed by the first person plural present active indicative from the verb HORAW, which means “to see; observe; witness; perceive.”

The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on.


The active voice indicates that believers produce the action of not yet seeing something.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the dative of indirect object from the third masculine singular intensive pronoun AUTOS, used as a  personal pronoun, meaning “to Him” and referring to our Lord Jesus Christ.  This is followed by the accusative neuter plural direct object from the definite article and adjective PAS, used as a substantive and meaning “all things” and referring to all angelic and human creatures.  Finally, we have the accusative neuter plural perfect passive participle from the verb HUPOTASSW, which means “to be subordinate, to be subject.”


The perfect tense is a consummative or extensive perfect, which is used to emphasize the completed action of a past action or process from which a present state emerges.  It should normally be translated in English as a present perfect.


The passive voice indicates that all things have not yet received the action of being subjected to Christ.


The participle is circumstantial.
“But now we do not yet see all things having been subjected to Him.”

Heb 2:8 corrected translation
“‘You [God the Father] have subordinated all things under His [Jesus Christ] feet.’  For when subjecting all things, He omitted nothing as not made subject to Him.  But now we do not yet see all things having been subjected to Him.”
Explanation:
1.  “‘You [God the Father] have subordinated all things under His [Jesus Christ] feet.’”

a.  This is quoted from the Septuagint of Ps 8:6b (in the Hebrew; 8:7b in the Greek).


b.  This statement looks back to the quote from Ps 110:1 given in Heb 1:13b, “Sit down at My right side until I make Your enemies a footstool for Your feet.”


c.  The fact that God the Father has subordinated all things under the authority of Jesus Christ is a positional fact and reality as of the session of Christ.


d.  The experiential reality of this subordination is not completely fulfilled until the end of the millennial reign of Christ, when the Gog and Magog revolution against His thousand year reign is put down.


e.  The phrase “all things” includes the material universe but is hardly the emphasis.  The real reference here is to all angels and all human creatures created by God.


f.  The point being made here is that God the Father has rewarded our Lord with glory and honor by subordinating all things under His feet.

g.  The writer is still making the point that Jesus Christ, who was made for a little while lower in authority and power than the angels, has now been made far superior to them, so much so that God the Father has subordinated all of the angels under the authority of the Son.  And not only this but all human beings as well.


h.  The fact that all creatures are subordinate to Christ is also taught by Paul in 1 Cor 15:24-28, “Then the end, when He [Jesus Christ] will deliver over the kingdom to God, even the Father, when He will abolish every ruler, that is every [human] authority and [angelic] ruler.  For it is necessary that He [Jesus Christ] rule until He [God the Father] has placed all enemies under His [our Lord’s] feet.  Death, the last enemy, will be abolished.  Therefore He [God the Father] has subordinated all things under His feet.  But when He says, ‘All things are under subordination,’ it is clear that [this is] except the One [God the Father] who subordinated all things to Him [Jesus Christ].  And when He [God the Son] subordinates all things to Him [God the Father], then the Son himself will be subordinated to the One [God the Father] who subordinated all things to Him [God the Son], in order that God might be everything in the sphere of all creatures.”


i.  Even though Jesus Christ has full authority over all creatures at this time, you might ask, “Then why does God permit the evil of Satan to continue?”  The full freedom of sin, human good, and satanic evil must continue unabated for the resolution of the angelic conflict.  The full testimony must be given, so that there can never again be another appeal by Satan.


j.  Therefore, God permits sin and evil to run its course in human history, so that no unbeliever or fallen angel will have any excuse for not going to the eternal lake of fire.

k.  God permits undeserved suffering, death, sin, and evil to do all that it can now against the kingdom of God, in order to prove that He who is in us is greater than he who is in the world.  God is proving that the eternal love relationship between God the Son and those who have believed and trust in Him is far greater than all the underserved suffering, sin, evil, and death that the cosmic system of Satan has to offer.

2.  “For when subjecting all things, He [God the Father] omitted nothing as not made subject to Him [God the Son].”

a.  The writer then continues with a further explanation of the subordination of all things to Christ.

b.  God the Father did not omit or leave behind a single thing or single creature that is not subordinate to Christ.  Every single angel and human being is included.  Obviously all animals are included.

c.  This statement is important because is closes the door completely on any possible thought that somehow, in some way, some creatures retain their freedom to act independent of the will of God in the future kingdom of heaven.  They do not.


d.  In the final eternal state and kingdom of Heaven, all creatures will be completely and totally subordinate to God as they were before the fall of Satan.


e.  This subordination has two parts.



(1)  All elect angels and all those who have believed in Christ during human history will be subordinate to Christ in the eternal kingdom of heaven.



(2)  All fallen angels and unbelievers who have rejected the love of God will be subordinate to God in the eternal lake of fire.


f.  Regardless of where a creature ends up, they end up completely and totally subordinate to God, and there is no partiality with God.


g.  No fallen angel will fall through any legal loophole.  No unbeliever will have any ignorant excuse.  None of the Nephalim will be able to avoid the authority of God.  All creatures will be completely subordinate experientially to Christ in the future, just as they are all completely subordinate positionally now.
3.  “But now we do not yet see all things having been subjected to Him.”

a.  In contrast to the future state of affairs, the experiential reality of the present is now described by the writer.

b.  All creatures have not yet been experientially subordinated to Jesus Christ.


(1)  Human beings are still rejecting Christ as Savior.



(2)  Believers are still going into perpetual carnality and reversionism.


(3)  Satan and the fallen angels are still operational against believers as our enemies.



(4)  The great anti-Semitism of the Tribulation has yet to be played out in human history.



(5)  The Gog-Magog revolution has yet to run its course at the end of human history.


c.  Sin and evil are still completely functional in this world, as well as the rulership of physical death.


d.  Therefore, all things have not been experientially subjected to Christ as yet.


e.  All these things will be subjected to Christ in the step-by-step plan, purpose, and will of God for human history.  A summary of this principle is taught by Paul in 2 Thes 2:6-12, “However, now you know the One who restrains [God the Holy Spirit] in order that he [the man of sin, the Antichrist] might be revealed in his own time.  For this mystery of lawlessness is already at work.  [But it is] only [a mystery] until the One who now restrains is removed from the midst, and then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord Jesus will kill with the breath of His mouth and destroy by the appearance of His coming, whose coming is on the basis of the activity of Satan by means of all power and miraculous signs and lying wonders and with every deception from unrighteousness to those who are perishing, because they did not receive the love for the truth so that they might be saved.  And so for this reason God sends to them the operation of deception so that they believe the lie, in order that all those who do not believe the truth but take pleasure in unrighteousness might be judged.”


f.  The stages of subjection of all things to Christ is as follows:



(1)  The exit-resurrection of the Church, which subordinates all Church Age believers to Christ.



(2)  The Second Advent, which subordinates all Tribulational believers and unbelievers to Christ—the believers being subordinate in the millennial kingdom and the unbelievers subordinated in Hades.  The fallen angels being subordinated in the Abyss with Satan for a thousand years.


(3)  The victory over Satan and all millennial unbelievers in the Gog-Magog revolution at the end of the millennial reign of Christ.


(4)  The Last Judgment, which casts all fallen angels and unbelievers into the eternal lake of fire in subordination to Christ and enters all believers and elect angels into the eternal kingdom of heaven in subordination to Christ.
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
