James 5:6



- is the second person plural aorist active indicative from the verb KATADIKAZW, which means “condemn, find/pronounce guilty.”  This is used in Mt 12:7 of finding the innocent guilty, which is exactly what the unbeliever Jewish reversionist did to our Lord.


The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which emphasizes the results of a past action.  This can be translated by use of the English auxiliary verb “have.”

The active voice indicates that these reversionistic believers have produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.
“You have condemned;”

- is the second person plural aorist active indicative from the verb PHONEUW, which means “to murder, kill.”

The aorist tense is a culminative aorist, which emphasizes the results of a past action.


The active voice indicates that these reversionistic believers have produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the generic use of the masculine singular article and adjective DIKAIOS, used as a substantive and meaning “the righteous, the just, upright.”
“you have murdered the just;”

- is the absolute negative OUK, meaning “not” plus the third person singular present middle indicative from the verb ANTITASSW, which means “to oppose, resist with the dative of the person or thing opposed. Jam 4:6; 1 Pet 5:5; he offers you no resistance Jam 5:6; Rom 13:2.”


The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on.


The middle voice is an intensive or indirect middle, which emphasizes the subject as personally not producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

With this we have the dative of direct object from the second person plural personal pronoun SU, meaning “you” and referring to the reversionist.

“he personally does not oppose you.”

James 5:6 corrected translation
“You have condemned; you have murdered the just; he personally does not oppose you.”
Explanation:
1.  “You have condemned,”

a.  This is James’ final indictment against these believers in monetary reversionism.  There is an implied direct object here—the workers, who are being defrauded by these rich reversionistic believers.  The rich believer in monetary reversionism is using the legal system to drag others into court and have them found guilty of some erroneous crime, which them causes these victims to lose their wealth and property.

b.  James mentions three things here:



(1)  These reversionists have condemned others.  They have found them guilty in court and condemned to death those believers who have done nothing wrong.  These reversionists then have the condemned believer put to death, which is tantamount to murder because of their abuse and manipulation of the law.



(2)  These reversionists are committing this crime against believers who have done nothing to them to cause or provoke this treatment.


c.  This is a money making scheme, in which these reversionists are engaged.  In order to steal the wealth, money, property, land, homes, etc. of honest, upright believers who have done nothing wrong, they have to first trump up some false charges against them.  Then the reversionists drag the upright believers into court based upon these false charges and accuse them of things they have not done.


d.  The reversionists make sure their partners in the scheme are either sitting as judges on the bench, or they bribe the judge, or stir up the crowd with lies; that is, they do whatever it takes to have the person found guilty before the corrupt legal system.


e.  So, the first part of their plot is to make sure these innocent believers are dragged into court and found guilty.

2.  “you have murdered the just;”

a.  Then these rich believers make sure they throw the first stones to put these innocent believers to death.  The rich reversionists are operating within the confines of the law; however, their actions are tantamount to murder in God’s judgment.


c.  “The just” refers to the innocent, upright, and righteous believers who have done nothing wrong.  The only thing of which the righteous believer is guilty is having something that the reversionist believer wants.


d.  The just believer is innocent of any wrongdoing.  He was minding his own business, living his spiritual life, and glorifying the Lord.  The Lord prospered him.  The rich reversionist was envious, and therefore, hatches a scheme to take the life of the righteous man, so that he can plunder his estate after his death.


e.  The rich reversionist operates under the protection of man’s law, but not under the protection of God’s law.  In God’s judgment he is a murderer and will pay the ultimate price unless he acknowledges his sin and recovers from his reversionism.

3.  “he personally does not oppose you.”

a.  The subject now switches to the righteous, just, upright believer (that is, the believer with integrity in contrast to the believer in monetary reversionism with no integrity).


b.  The just and upright believer does not need to defend himself, because the battle is the Lord’s.  He does not oppose or resist being dragged into court by the believer in monetary reversionism because he has already learned and is applying the doctrine that would later be taught in 1 Cor 6:5-8, “I am speaking to shame you.  So, is there absolutely nobody wise among you, who is able to render a decision between his brother [and his opponent]?  But brother goes to court with a fellow-believer, and this thing before unbelievers?  Therefore it is really indeed completely a defeat for you, because you continue to have lawsuits against one another.  Why not instead be treated unjustly?  Why not instead be defrauded?  But you are doing wrong and defrauding.  In fact [you are doing] this to fellow-believers.”


c.  Believers in spiritual maturity aren’t worried about others defrauding them or treating them unjustly, because the righteousness and justice of God means more to them than receiving fair treatment under man’s system of law.


d.  The mature believer loses nothing when he loses material things, because he still has the riches of the spiritual life—his invisible spiritual assets.  The mature believer has blessings for eternity.  He does not need the things of this life.  The mature believer has everything to look forward to in heaven and nothing to miss on earth.


e.  The mature believer can lose everything in life and is still able to say with absolute confidence, “The Lord gave and the Lord has taken away.  Blessed be the name of the Lord.” and, “Shall we indeed accept good from God and not accept adversity?”


f.  Therefore, the mature believer with the capacity from the spiritual life to do the right thing (spiritual capacity righteousness) does not stand up and oppose or resist the believer in monetary reversionism.  He puts his trust and confidence in the Lord and appeals to the Supreme Court of Heaven for justice and righteousness.


g.  If the outcry of the harvesters has reached the ears of the Lord (verse 4), how much more will the appeal of the mature believer?


h.  The mature believer will have blessings for eternity, while the believer in reversionism will lose his reward.  2 Jn 1:8, “Watch yourselves, that you do not lose what we have accomplished, but that you may receive a full reward.”


i.  The spiritually mature believer does not engage in retaliation or revenge, but trusts in the doctrine of Heb 10:30. “For we know Him who said, ‘Vengeance is Mine, I will repay.’ And again, ‘The Lord will judge His people.’”
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
