 is the nominative subject from the neuter singular noun SCHISMA, meaning “A division, a schism” plus the temporal adverb PALIN, meaning “again.”  Then we have the third person singular aorist deponent middle indicative from the verb GINOMAI, which means “to occur, happen, come to pass.”

The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The deponent middle voice is middle in form, but active in meaning with the subject (a division) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the masculine plural article and adjective IOUDAIOS, meaning “among the Jews.”
“A division occurred again among the Jews”
 is the preposition DIA plus the accusative of cause from the masculine plural article and noun LOGOS with the adjectival use of the demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, meaning “because of these words.”
“because of these words.”
Jn 10:19 corrected translation
“A division occurred again among the Jews because of these words.”
Explanation:
1.  “A division occurred again among the Jews”

a.  Remember that a previous division occurred among the crowd due to Jesus’ teaching in the temple, Jn 7:43, “Therefore a division occurred in the crowd because of Him.”  This occurred before Jesus healed the man born blind as He walked out of the temple grounds.  So the sequence of events we have here is as follows:


(1)  Jesus comes to the Feast of Tabernacles and teaches in the temple, which causes a division among the people, Jn 7:43.



(2)  Upon leaving the temple area Jesus sees the man born blind and heals him.



(3)  After being thrown out of the synagogue, Jesus finds the man, and continues teaching.  This teaching results in a further division again among the people listening to Jesus, which is the division mentioned here.

b.  The previous division among the Jews was not “healed” resulting in a new division now occurring.  This is a continuation (“again”) of the previous division created by the teaching of Jesus.

c.  The division is that based upon the teaching of Jesus, some people believe that He is the Messiah, while others do not.  Some believe He is a prophet from God, while others do not.  Some believe that He is the good shepherd and some do not.  Lk 12:51, “Do you suppose that I came to grant peace on earth? I tell you, no, but rather division.”

d.  “The direct reference of “again” may be to Jn 9:16 when the Pharisees were divided over the problem of the blind man.  Division of opinion about Jesus is a common thing in John’s Gospel (Jn 6:52, 60, 66; 7:12, 25ff; 8:22; 9:16; 10:19, 24, 41; 11:41ff; 12:19, 29, 42; 16:18f).”
  “One of the important characteristics of the Festival Cycle has been the element of conflict and the division Jesus created among the people (cf. Jn 5:16; 6:41–42, 52, 60, 66; 7:20, 32, 47; 8:22–24, 44, 48, 52, 59; 9:16, 22, 34, 40).”

2.  “because of these words.”

a.  The cause of the division about Jesus has never been about His personality, but about His words.

b.  What Jesus said and taught is what turned people toward Him or away from Him.  It was never about His personality.  It was always about His stated beliefs.

c.  The Jews who hated Jesus hated Him because they believed Him to be a liar, a false teacher, a false prophet, and a deceiver of the people.  They did not hate His kindness, thoughtfulness, love, compassion, tenderness, honesty, truthfulness, fairness or other attributes of His virtuous character.  They hated Him because He claimed to come from God as though He was God, which of course He was.

d.  Because of who He was (God incarnate), our Lord could only speak the truth.  Those who loved the truth loved what He had to say.  Those who hated the truth hated what He said.  Thus the division among the Jews as it exists to this day.


e.  “Jesus’ presence, actions, and words caused people to take sides, to believe or not believe.  The apostle Paul also caused a division, among both Gentiles and Jews, by preaching the gospel of Jesus and His resurrection (Acts 14:4; 23:7).”
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
