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

 is the emphatic use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “In fact; Indeed; Really, etc.”  Then we have the nominative masculine singular from the articular present active participle of the verb THEWREW, which means “to see.”


The article functions as a relative pronoun, meaning “the one who” or “he who.”


The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on and an aoristic present, which views the action as a fact without reference to its progress.


The active voice indicates that any person can produce the action of seeing Jesus.


The participle is circumstantial.

This is followed by the accusative direct object from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “Me” and referring to Jesus.

“In fact He who sees Me”
 is the present active indicative from the verb THEWREW, which means “to see.”


The present tense is a descriptive present for what is now going on and an aoristic present, which views the action as a fact without reference to its progress.


The active voice indicates that any person can produce the action of seeing Jesus.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact or reality.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the masculine singular articular aorist active participle of the verb PEMPW, which means “to send: sent.”


The article functions as a relative pronoun, meaning “the One who” or “he who.”


The aorist tense is constative/historical aorist, which looks at the action in its entirety as a fact.


The active voice indicates that God the Father produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Finally, we have the accusative direct object from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “Me” and referring to Jesus.

“sees the One who sent Me.”
Jn 12:45 corrected translation
“In fact He who sees Me sees the One who sent Me.”
Explanation:
1.  “In fact He who sees Me”

a.  This statement/teaching by Jesus is one of the main themes of His ministry.  The person who sees, recognizes, understands who Jesus is (God incarnate) also sees the Father who sent Jesus.


b.  This does not refer to literal seeing with the eyes, since no one has seen the Father at any time, Jn 6:46.


c.  People are capable of seeing Jesus literally as the incarnate person of God.  But it is so much more important to see Jesus with the eyes of the soul as God incarnate; that is, to see the glory of God—the love of God.


d.  The believer is the person who sees Jesus for who and what He really is, Jn 6:40, “For this is the will of My Father, that everyone who sees the Son and believes in Him might keep on having eternal life, and I Myself will raise him up on the last day.”  The soulish eyes of the unbeliever have been blinded by the ruler of this world, with the result that they cannot see who Jesus is.

2.  “sees the One who sent Me.”

a.  The believer who sees Jesus sees the Father who sent Jesus.  As we saw in the previous verse, the concept of the Father sending the Son is one of the major themes in the first half of the gospel of John.  Seeing is believing, but only when it is seeing with the eyes of the soul.


b.  Believing in the Son is believing in the Father, and seeing the son is seeing the Father.  This was a cardinal tenet of Jesus’ teaching, which the Jews had to believe, in order to believe in Jesus.


c.  The Jews in general did not see Jesus as God incarnate.  Therefore, they also did not see that it was God the Father who sent God the Son.


d.  Jesus will repeat this teaching to Philip, Jn 14:9, “Jesus said to him, ‘Have I been so long with you, and yet you have not come to know Me, Philip?  He who has seen Me has seen the Father; how can you say, “Show us the Father”?’”
3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “As one reaches the conclusion of the Gospel, one is reminded again by the risen Jesus that mere physical sight is not the intention of this presentation (Jn 20:29, ‘
Jesus said to him, “Because you have seen Me, have you believed? Blessed are they who did not see, and yet believed.”’)”


b.  “Jesus, the living revelation of God, becomes, by means of this spiritual sight, the light of the soul.  Thus he who believes in Jesus possesses God and by his faith attests the truth of God to the view of others.”
