 is the accusative direct object from the neuter singular demonstrative pronoun HOUTOS, meaning “this” plus the temporal adverb ĒDĒ, meaning “now” and the ordinal adverb TRITOS, meaning “third time.”  Then we have the third person singular aorist passive indicative from the verb PHANEROW, which means “to be manifest; be revealed.”

The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The passive voice indicates that Jesus received the action of being manifested.

The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

This is followed by the nominative subject from the masculine singular proper noun IĒSOUS, meaning “Jesus.”  Then we have the dative of indirect object from the masculine plural article and noun MATHĒTĒS, meaning “to the disciples.”
“Jesus was manifested now this third time to the disciples,”
 is the nominative masculine singular aorist passive participle from the verb EGEIRW, which means “to be raised.”

The aorist tense is a constative/historical aorist, which views the entire past action as a fact.


The passive voice indicates that Jesus received the action of being raised.


The participle is temporal and precedes the action of the main verb.  It is translated “after being raised.”

Finally, we have the preposition EK plus the ablative of separation from the masculine plural adjective NEKROS, meaning “from the dead.”

“after being raised from the dead.”
Jn 21:14 corrected translation
“Jesus was manifested now this third time to the disciples, after being raised from the dead.”
Explanation:
1.  “Jesus was manifested now this third time to the disciples,”

a.  John then tells us another interesting parenthetical fact about this situation.  This is the third time that Jesus has appeared, revealed, or manifested Himself to the disciples, when they were assembled as a group.  The three manifestations mentioned by John include:


(1)  Resurrection Sunday evening in the room, where ten of the disciples (minus Thomas) were assembled.



(2)  Eight days later when Thomas had again joined the group.



(3)  And now this third time by the Sea of Galilee for breakfast.


b.  John is not limiting the appearances of Jesus after His resurrection by this statement, but rather, he is reinforcing the fact that Jesus was not just seen once or twice by the disciples and that was it.  John is confirming the multiple appearances of Jesus in resurrection body to the men who knew Him best, and not just as isolated appearances to individuals.

c.  There were many post resurrection appearances of Jesus to individuals: Mary Magdalene, Peter, James the Lord’s half-brother, and Paul.  There were also other appearances to groups of believers: the women returning from the grave, the two disciples on the road to Emmaus, and to more than 500 hundred believers at once.
2.  “after being raised from the dead.”

a.  John then qualifies his statement by indicating that these three appearances of Jesus are post resurrection appearances.

b.  This does not mean that these were the only appearances of Jesus.  In fact, there were many more.  John is simply indicating that these are appearances only to the disciples as a group, whether they were a group of ten, eleven, or seven.

c.  This statement is also another eyewitness statement by John that Jesus rose from the dead and was seen by His disciples on more than one occasion.  This will not be the last time Jesus appears to them as a group; for we know that He will appear at least once more to them at His ascension.

3.  Commentators’ comments.


a.  “The third time relates to the collective appearance to a group of disciples, the other times being related in chapter 20.”


b.  “In light of the idea that divine messages are often given three times (Acts 10:16; Rev 4:8; 8:13), this fact should give one pause to reflect on the significance of the statement in John 21:14.”


c.  “The fact that not even the non-apostles questioned Jesus about His identity indicates that they knew all about His previous appearances so were not befuddled by this manifestation.  This, after all, was the third time that Jesus was manifested to a group of apostles, and also the third time that John had seen Him.”


d.  “The third time means Jesus’ third appearance to the apostles, which John narrated (cf. John 20:19, 24 for the other two appearances).”
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
