 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular article and noun PATĒR, meaning “The Father” plus the third person singular present active indicative from the verb AGAPAW, which means “to unconditionally love.”

The present tense is a gnomic or static present for an action or state of being that is always true.


The active voice indicates that God the Father produces the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a dogmatic statement of fact.

Then we have the accusative direct object from the masculine singular article and noun HUIOS, meaning “the Son” and referring to the Son of God, Jesus Christ.

“The Father unconditionally loves the Son”
 is the additive/continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the accusative direct object from the neuter plural adjective PAS, meaning “all things.”  Then we have the third person singular perfect active indicative from the verb DIDWMI, which means “to give.”

The perfect tense is a consummative perfect, which emphasizes a past, completed action and is translated by the addition of English auxiliary verb “has.”


The active voice indicates that God the Father has produced the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

Finally, we have the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the feminine singular article and noun CHEIR plus the possessive genitive from the third person masculine singular personal use of the intensive pronoun AUTOS, meaning “into His hand.”

“and has given all things into His hand.”
Jn 3:35 corrected translation
“The Father unconditionally loves the Son and has given all things into His hand.”
Explanation:
1.  “The Father unconditionally loves the Son”

a.  The apostle John continues his summary by describing the relationship between the Father and the Son.  The previous verse told us that the Father sent the Son to speak the words of God and that this was done through the power of the Holy Spirit.  John now tells us the motivation behind the Father doing this.  The Father sent the Son because the Father loves the Son with a fantastic unconditional personal love.


(1)  “So what does AGAPĒ mean in the NT?  It is the most rational kind of love, inasmuch as it involves recognition and judgment of value.  The verb AGAPAW is a love with deep respect (1 Pet 2:17), which often goes along with admiration and can become adoration.  This esteem and goodwill tend to be expressed in appropriate words and deeds.  Unlike other loves, which can remain hidden in the heart, it is essential to manifest itself, to demonstrate itself, to provide proofs, to put itself on display; so much so that in the NT it would almost always be necessary to translate AGAPĒ as ‘demonstration of love’.  This affection is accompanied by contentment, since the ordinary meaning of AGAPAW is to be happy, satisfied.  But in Christian usage, since it is a divine love, coming from heaven (Rom 5:5), it will be joyful and already a foretaste of blessedness.  Finally, and perhaps above all, while friendship is properly used only of a relationship between equals, AGAPĒ links persons of different conditions: with rulers, benefactors, and fathers; it is a disinterested and generous love, full of thoughtfulness and concern.  It is in this sense that God is AGAPĒ and loves the world. With those who are indebted, inferiors, subjects, this AGAPĒ is expressed in gratitude.”



(2)  It is interesting that in Jn 5:20 John says “For the Father loves the Son” and the verb used there is PHILEW.  Therefore, the Father’s love for the Son is both AGAPAW and PHILEW.  The Father loves the Son with a personal, intimate family-type love and with unconditional virtuous love of integrity, honor, consideration, thoughtfulness and respect.

b.  God the Father places no conditions on His love for His Son, Jesus Christ.  God’s love for the Son has no strings attached.  The Father’s love for the Son is not conditional on anything.  The Father simply loves the Son with a total and complete love that is not dependent upon anything being done by the Son to sustain that love.

c.  God loves unconditionally because God is love.  God does not love, if something is done or not done.  God is love and always will be love regardless of what any of His creatures do or fail to do.  God has always loved the Son and will always love the Son.  God can do no more and can do no less than love the Son.  God’s love for the Son is complete in itself.  His love cannot be improved, grow greater, become less, or change in any way, because God’s love is immutable or unchangeable.


d.  The Father loved the Son just as much in eternity past as He did during the incarnation of Jesus, while the Son was bearing our sins and being judged for them, and as He will in the eternal future.

e.  The Father loved the Son so much that He sent the Son to be the Savior of the world, to be the sacrifice for sin.


f.  The Father loved the Son so much that He gave Jesus the Holy Spirit without measure.


g.  The Father loved the Son so much that He has given all things into His hand.


h.  Related Scriptures:



(1)  Jn 5:20, “For the Father loves the Son, and shows Him all things that He Himself is doing; and will show Him greater works than these, so that you will marvel.”

(6)  Jn 17:26, “and I have made Your name known to them, and will make it known, so that the love with which You loved Me may be in them, and I in them.”
2.  “and has given all things into His hand.”

a.  God the Father has given complete authority to God the Son.  The Father has given the Son complete authority over all things forever.  The phrase “all things” refers to: all creatures angelic and human, all rules and regulations for the millennial reign of Christ and the eternal state, how the present universe will continue to work through the rest of human history, and how the new heaven and new earth will work in the eternal state.

b.  Jesus Christ has the power as eternal God to manage everything and everyone perfectly for God the Father.  Jesus Christ has the omnipotence to control everything perfectly.

c.  The act of the Father giving to the Son is the concept of inheritance.  God the Son has received His complete inheritance from the Father.  And amazingly, we share in that inheritance as the Bride of Christ.


d.  Because the Father loves the Son in every since of the word love, He can entrust all things to His care and superintendence.  Thus the Father can safely give all things into the hand of His Son and know with confidence that the Son will accomplish the will of the Father.  The greatest task the Father ever entrusted to the Son was bearing the sins of the world and being judged for them.  If the Father could entrust the Son with that most critical of all tasks, then how much more could He give all things into His hand?
