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
 is the perfect periphrastic construction, which includes the third person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be.”

The present tense is an aoristic present, which views the state of being as a fact.


The active voice indicates that the situation being described produces the state of being what it is.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact and reality.

With this we have the nominative neuter singular perfect passive participle from the verb GRAPHW, which means “to write.”’

The perfect tense is an intensive perfect, which emphasizes the present state as a result of the past, completed action.

The passive voice indicates that what is about to be described received the action of being written.


The participle is circumstantial.  Together these two verbs mean “It stands written.”

Then we have the preposition EN plus the locative of place from the masculine plural article and noun PROPHĒTĒS, meaning “in the prophets.”

“It stands written in the prophets,”
 is the continuative use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “And,” followed by the third person plural present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be.”

The future tense is a predictive future, which affirms what will take place.  It is translated “they… shall be” or “they will be.”


The deponent middle voice is middle in form, but active in meaning with the subject (all believers) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact or reality.
Then we have the nominative subject from the masculine plural adjective PAS, meaning “all.”  This is followed by the predicate nominative from the masculine plural adjective DIDAKTOS, meaning to be “taught, instructed.”  With this we have the ablative of agency
 from the masculine singular noun THEOS, meaning “by God.”
““And they all shall be taught by God.””
 is the nominative subject from the masculine singular adjective PAS, meaning “Everyone” plus the nominative masculine singular articular aorist active participle from the verb AKOUW, which means “to hear: heard.”

The article functions as a relative pronoun, translated “who.”


The aorist tense is culminative aorist, which looks at the past action in its entirety with emphasis on the past, completed action.  It is translated by the English auxiliary verb “has.”

The active voice indicates that unbeliever that has become a believer has produced the action.


The participle is circumstantial.

Then we have the preposition PARA plus the ablative of origin from the masculine singular article and noun PATĒR, meaning “from the Father.”  This is followed by the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and” plus the nominative masculine singular aorist active participle of the verb MANTHANW, which means “to learn: learned.”  The morphology of this participle is the same as the previous participle.  Also the single article governs both participles (the Granville Sharp rule).  Then we have the third person singular present deponent middle/passive indicative from the verb ERCHOMAI, which means “to come.”


The present tense is an aoristic present, which views the process as a fact.


The deponent middle/passive voice is middle/passive in form, but active in meaning with the subject (everyone who has heard and learned from the Father) producing the action.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact and reality.
Finally, we have the preposition PROS plus the accusative of place from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “to Me” and referring to Jesus.
“Everyone who has heard and learned from the Father, comes to Me.”
Jn 6:45 corrected translation
“It stands written in the prophets, “And they all shall be taught by God.”  Everyone who has heard and learned from the Father, comes to Me.”
Explanation:
1.  “It stands written in the prophets,”

a.  Jesus now proves the point He has been making by a citation from the Old Testament.  The text to which He refers is Isa 54:13, “All your sons will be taught of the Lord; and the well-being of your sons will be great.”

b.  Jesus does not quote the prophet Isaiah directly, but paraphrases what Isaiah said, which is perfectly appropriate to make His point.  The Jews were not going to quibble over whether or not He quoted accurately, and at this point we should not do so either.  Jesus made His point without twisting or distorting Scripture, and His audience knew it.

c.  The statement Jesus paraphrases from Isaiah is closely related to Jer 31:33, “But this is the covenant which I will make with the house of Israel after those days,” declares the Lord, ‘I will put My law within them and on their heart I will write it; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people.’”


d.  The title “the prophets” is a technical term for a certain portion of the Old Testament, which was divided into three parts: (1) the Law (Torah), the first five books of the OT; (2) the Prophets, which included Jeremiah, Isaiah, Ezekiel, the twelve, 1 & 2 Samuel and 1 & 2 Kings, etc.; and (3) the writings, which included Psalms, Job, Proverbs, Daniel Ezra, Nehemiah, 1 & 2 Chronicles, and other historical books like Ruth and Esther, Ecclesiastes and Song of Solomon.
2.  ““And they all shall be taught by God.””

a.  The statement in Isaiah, which is also closely paraphrased in the Septuagint (Greek translation of the Old Testament), says that all the people (sons) of Israel will be taught by God; that is, taught by a member of the Trinity during the millennial reign of Christ.  The promises made in Isaiah and Jeremiah both refer to events after the second advent of Christ.

b.  The only question we might have here is which member of the Trinity is doing the teaching?  Actually it is both the Lord Jesus Christ and God the Holy Spirit.  The Lord can do the actual live teaching, just as a pastor would today or a priest would in the Old Testament times, and the Holy Spirit makes the spiritual information understandable to the mind of the believer, just as 1 Cor 2:9-16 teaches.  Just as the Spirit makes the gospel understandable to the soul of the spiritually dead unbeliever, so also the Spirit makes the word of God understandable to the soul of the believer.  So the Jewish believers of the millennial reign of Christ will be taught by both the Lord Jesus Christ and the Holy Spirit.

c.  The word “all” in this clause and the word “everyone” in the next sentence indicate the offer of salvation to all people, and not just to Israel.
3.  “Everyone who has heard and learned from the Father, comes to Me.”

a.  Jesus now returns to His subject of presenting the gospel.  Again we see that coming to Jesus is the equivalent of believing in Him.  Therefore, the act of hearing here is a reference to hearing the presentation of the gospel.  So the basic idea in the sentence is that every person who has heard the gospel and believed it (learned) comes to Jesus; that is, believes in Him.

b.  Jesus makes the interesting statement here that everyone can learn from the Father.  What they can learn from the Father is His promise of resurrection and eternal life for anyone who believes in Christ.  It is the Father’s promise that offers us eternal life with His Son.  It is the Father’s promise that offers us a resurrection body.  It is the Father’s promise that offers us life in a new heavens and new earth forever.  These things come from the ultimate source of God the Father.  We learn from the Father through the agency of God the Son and God the Holy Spirit.


c.  Hearing the gospel does not necessarily mean that a person has understood it.  God the Father, working through the teaching ministry of the Holy Spirit, causes us to learn what the gospel means for us.

d.  Jesus is explaining here what it means to be drawn to Jesus by God the Father.  The Father draws us to Jesus by causing us to hear and learn the message of the gospel—that we may have a resurrection body and eternal life through faith in Christ.  The “drawing” action of God the Father is not related to irresistible grace per Calvinism, but is related to the Holy Spirit making the gospel a reality in the mind of man in the function of common grace.  [Note Calvin’s own statement: “Thus, our Savior, while declaring that none can come to him but those whom the Father draws, and that the elect come after they have heard and learned of the Father (Jn 6:44-45), does not lay aside the office of teacher, but carefully invites those who must be taught inwardly by the Spirit before they can make any profit.”
  Calvin is really describing the function of the Holy Spirit in common grace—the unbeliever must be taught the gospel by the Spirit before they can come to Christ.  This is exactly my point.]  No one comes to Jesus unless the Father draws him.  This verse tells us the means of drawing is hearing and learning from the Father.  We hear and learn from the Father how much Jesus so loved us, and that reality in our soul draws us to faith in Christ.  Ultimately it is the understanding of the so great love that God has for us that the Father uses to draw us to Christ.  We are drawn to the love which God has for us.

e.  “This ‘teaching’ of God refers to His inner work that disposes people to accept the truth about Jesus and respond to Him.  Everyone who listens to and learns from God will come to and believe in Jesus.”


f.  “[The phrase] ‘all taught of God’ means not by external revelation merely, but by internal illumination, corresponding to the ‘drawing’ of Jn 6:44.  [The phrase] ‘Every man therefore, etc.’ [means the person] who hath been thus efficaciously taught of Him.”


g.  “In verse 45 the Lord paraphrased Isaiah 54:13 to emphasize that His teaching was consistent with the Old Testament. What was written in the prophets, ‘And they shall all be taught of God,’ restates the truth of verse 44 in different terms.  Those who come to saving faith do so because they are supernaturally instructed by God [the Holy Spirit in common grace]. Drawing and teaching are merely different aspects of God’s sovereign call to salvation [the call to salvation is the invitation God gives in common grace]; it is through the truth of His Word [the message of the gospel] that God draws people to embrace His Son (Rom 10:14, 17; cf. 1 Pet 1:23–25).”


h.  “Verse 44 talks of the convicting work of the Holy Spirit, which is how the Father draws men to the Son (Jn 16:8).  In order to follow the divine process through which men come to salvation, we must note the primacy of God’s convicting work, and also the ironclad guarantee of verse 37.  God’s concern for each member of His creation ensures that He initiates the process that leads to salvation, and those who respond are guaranteed salvation.  Verse 45 combines His convicting work with an individual’s will (obedience), for that individual has to choose to learn (discover) the significance of what the Father is saying and come to Jesus.  So again we confront the mystery of God working with a man, yet Him graciously allowing that man to exercise his own choice, or free will.”
  I am repeating this quote, which I also cited in the previous verse because of the importance of its truthfulness and accuracy.  The subject of verse 44 is the convicting work of the Holy Spirit, which is the Spirit’s ministry of common grace, showing every man that they are in need of a savior, and making God’s love for them (in the person of Jesus) and promise of eternal life a reality.  Verse 45 then builds upon the Spirit’s ministry of common grace by adding that the person who hears then must add their positive volition to the Spirit’s ministry of common grace and come to Jesus; that is, believe in Him.

i.  Here is the best summary and conclusion of Jn 6:44-45 I’ve found:  “Debates have raged in theology concerning the significance of the ‘drawing’ power of God and the ‘learning’ from God in this text.  Those who are persuaded of an Augustinian/Calvinistic interpretation emphasize the force of God’s supreme power in drawing persons to Jesus.  Those who are committed to an Arminian interpretation emphasize that the drawing power of God is on individual persons and that persons need to believe (cf. Jn 6:47).  The force of these texts, therefore, is really neither an affirmation of strict Arminianism nor Calvinism.  The Calvinists attach this discussion to texts such as Jn 10:25–29 whereas the Arminians unite this passage with other texts such as Jn 12:32; 15:5–6.  The solution to such problems normally is best found in a modified Arminian-Calvinistic position that maintains the biblical tension of the divine and human aspects of salvation found in this text.  Salvation is never achieved apart from the drawing power of God, and it is never consummated apart from the willingness of humans to hear and learn from God.  To choose one or the other will ultimately end in unbalanced, unbiblical theology.  Such a solution will generally not please either doctrinaire Calvinists nor Arminians, both of whom will seek to emphasize certain words or texts and exclude from consideration other texts and words.  But my sense of the biblical materials is that in spite of all our arguments to the contrary, the tension cannot finally be resolved by our theological gymnastics.  Rather than resolving the tension, the best resolution is learning to live with the tension and accepting those whose theological commitments differ from ours.”


j.  Jesus “is explaining the way the Father draws people.  He does so by teaching, as this verse makes clear.  …The one who listens to God and learns will be taught by God and be drawn to Jesus, for Jesus is the one who speaks God’s word and manifests his presence.  Here we have a very profound reflection on the mystery of the roles of the divine and the human in a person’s coming to faith.  Indeed, faith itself includes receptive openness to God.  Thus, the drawing by God and the reception of this person are intimately interwoven.”


k.  “It is therefore an inward and individual illumination by the special operation of God that enables men to come to Christ.  Whether these verses teach ‘irresistible grace’ may be doubted.”
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
