 is the explanatory use of the postpositive conjunction GAR, meaning “For” plus the nominative subject from the feminine singular article and noun SARX with the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “My flesh.”  Then we have the predicate nominative from the feminine singular adjective ALĒTHĒS, which means “(1) true; (2) real or genuine”
 plus the noun BRWSIS, meaning “real food.”
  With this we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: is.”


The present tense is an aoristic present, which regards the state of being as a timeless fact.

The active voice indicates that the human body of Jesus produces the state of being true spiritual food.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.

 is the additive use of the conjunction KAI, meaning “and,” followed by the nominative subject from the neuter singular article and noun HAIMA with the possessive genitive from the first person singular personal pronoun EGW, meaning “My blood.”  Then we have the predicate nominative from the feminine singular adjective ALĒTHĒS plus the noun POSIS, meaning “true drink.”
  With this we have the third person singular present active indicative from the verb EIMI, meaning “to be: is.”


The present tense is an aoristic present, which regards the state of being as a timeless fact.


The active voice indicates that the human body of Jesus produces the state of being a true spiritual drink.


The indicative mood is declarative for a simple statement of fact.
“and My blood is real drink.”
Jn 6:55 corrected translation
“For My flesh is real food, and My blood is a real drink.”
Explanation:
1.  “For My flesh is real food,”

a.  Jesus continues by stating the reason why the person who eats His flesh and drinks His blood has eternal life.  The reason is because His flesh is real food and His blood is real drink.

b.  The flesh of Jesus is a reference to His human nature.  He is a real human being.  He is a real person.

c.  The reason why a person can have eternal life is because they believe in the real, genuine or true humanity of Jesus as the Christ.

d.  The person who does not believe in the true or real humanity of Christ does not have eternal life.  They are antichrists.  This is one of the major themes in John’s first epistle.


e.  The true humanity of the incarnate Son of God is real or genuine spiritual food.  The fact that the Son of God became real flesh is real spiritual food for the soul to masticate and believe.  Masticating is thinking about the true humanity of Christ, and swallowing is the non-meritorious act of believing in the true humanity of Christ.

2.  “and My blood is real drink.”

a.  In the same respect, the blood of Jesus refers to His real spiritual death on the Cross, being judged as a substitute for us.

b.  The blood of Christ is a real spiritual drink for those who thirst after righteousness.  For by believing in Christ, the unbeliever is drinking the real spiritual drink of our Lord’s substitutionary spiritual death on the Cross.

c.  The spiritual death of the humanity of Christ on the Cross is something that can really be drunken; that is, it is something that can really be believed.  The result of eating this real spiritual food and drinking this real spiritual drink is eternal life.


d.  Jesus is teaching here with harsh and difficult metaphors that those who believe in His true humanity and believe in His spiritual death on the Cross, being judged for our sins, will have eternal life and participate in the resurrection.  The reason Jesus makes this such a harsh and difficult metaphor to accept is because He is dealing with unbelievers, whom He knows will never believe in Him.  These people have known Jesus all His life, have followed His entire ministry, have seen countless miracles with their own eyes and have experienced His miracles of healing.  Yet they refuse to accept Him as the Son of God incarnate or accept that He will provide salvation from their sins.  For them His food is not real food and His blood is not real drink.  They consider Him to be a false Messiah.  Therefore, His message to them is harsh, hard, and difficult to accept.
